Hmith, representing (more than anything
clse) a clique of Charleston corner-lot
wpeculators,

On the one hand is seen the Chiel
Magistrate of the Hinte, atiempting, in
pursuance of his oath of office, to excoute
an aet of the Legialature, while on the
other hand is seen o jidge (who agrees
with the Governor that the aet in consti-
tutional) allying himself with a ferce lot
of local paliticiang to vbstruct its execu-
tion, We thur see two departments of
the Biate government, one of them di-

mariewm snpport life insurance proposes to
furnish,  Amd there can be no question
thut o life insurance company, properly
orgunized and ably and honeatly man-
aged, comes nearer meeting this great
desiderntum than any other moans yel
deyised among men.  Yet notwithstaml-
ing the fact that life insurance proposes’
to meet one of the most elenieniary ne-
cosnities uf nur nocial life, itis neverthe-
lews w0 litkle understood by the great
masa of the peaple that those for whos
benefit it wan originally devised are in
slmost tolal ignorance of ita practical
workings, The purpose of the present
fi 1o Lhe wubject ia to give Lo our

recily tng the ign power
of the peaple, humiliated by and subordi-
nated 1o n third department,

Itiatenly mortifying to think of the
ageney by which this siate of things has
been bronght about, In the fiest place
1t beging with o number of men at Char.
leston wha publicly avow thele appre-
hension that the remayal of the Capital
whl depreciate the value of thelr property,
Theso porsons siceseded in getting an
injunction from Jwlge Ward, & qunck
madicine man,not having been able (as
we now see) to get it from Judge Smith,
of thefr own Cireult, And yet this Julge
Hmith, who dared not take the responsi-
bllity of arresting the Governor lor re-
fusing 1o come into his Conrt, and who
felt himsell compelled to dissolve the
injunction foaed by quack  medieine
Ward, suffered himsell under the fmpor-
tunbtien of the notorions Jim Fergusun,
with a rabble ac hia heels, o nullify his

own order of dissolotion by swapemling
ite effect beyoml the day appainted for
the transfor of the Capltal from Churles.
toh to Wheellng, Thisaction was prac.
tically the same thing, for the time heing,
as alfieming the validity of the injune.
tion,  Indeed 1t was an indirect decision

Dur correspondence  goes  to
that everything wasent and deied on the
part of the carner ot speentators for ol
wtructing the execution of the act of the
Logialoture.  Haying obtained a nulli-
ieation and stultifiention of his own do-
clsion from Judge Swith, it wan oosy
work to get the necessary appeal ul Point
Pleasant. [t is by no means noliffienli
matter Lo get an appeal, anil least af all,
in it difficult in o case of this kind where
loeal prejudice runssaliigh, A judge oven
of the Bupreme Courtoan safely grant an
apperl, inasmuch as it involves nothing
to him in the way of responaibility, not
wven theexpression of an opinion, and
signifien simply o willingness to let the
petitioners have n hearing in hiscoury
something that no doubt Jndge Moore In
only two willing to grant,

The Bupreme Court meets in this eity
on the second day of next month, In as
much as the revolutionary procecdings ot
Charléston have preeipitated a crisia up-
on the Btate which involves the publie in-
tereats to n very grave extent, anid which,
If not at once taken in hand, may work
an Infinity of detriment to the Siate, it s
not unlikely thal the eourt will at once
pass upan the merita of the appeal, There
nre those who think that the Governor
whould not wait for any such solution af
the diffeulty, but should st onve proceed
tnexecnte the act of the Teginlature hy
virine of the plenney power lodged with
bim as Commandor-in-Chiof of the militn.
ry of the Siate. The constitntion of West
Va, provides (as if incontemplation of a
case of thiasort) that the Governor may
call ont the militia 1o execute the lnws,
wtippress fnanercction, and repel invae
wion There ean be no guestion thata
¢nse han arisen where foree conlil be used
o egecite a law of the State aml pot
down an insurrection that exiate Al
Chatleston against it excention, Hul
any attempt to enforce the daw in this
manner, gt thia tme, woull be; in our
judigment, in the highest degeee impolitle

Tt will be time
enndgh to emyloy fureo when all other
remaidinl ageneies are exhausted, We
have every confidence that the Coutt of
Appeals will vindicale the majesty of the
law just an avon a4 a hearing ean be had
in this eane. ‘The plaintife will be honnd
to mecire the conctirrence of two of the
three Tudges in order 1o reverse Judge
Hmith'a order dissolying the Pujunclion,

ployed more profitably,  There waull
Le no advantage in paying vut an annnal
premium for twenty or thirty yoars, if the
Inmured ‘party was cevtain of his life dur-
ing that period.  But it ia the great ele
ment of uncertainty in regard to our ex-
fatence that Hfe insurance nndertakes 1o
provide againat, Moreover, life fnsur-
anee companies are becoming the great
savings banks of the countey,  They
unite n proviston for the family in ease
of death with o provision for old age in
cuse of life.  Although designed in thele
origin for persons in moderate cirenm-
atances, their benefits hove been taken
advantage of by the wealthy, il we now
nee men worth theie millions tuking ont
large pulicies.  Hut there nre some se-
rions objetions to 1ife fnsnrance which
we must not overlook, and which some
argue almost nentralize the great ndvan.
tuges conferred by it One of these
arises from the nature of the contract
which partica are required to enter into.
For instanes, most policien regquire that
the annual prominms shall be paid on o
before a vertnin day, In the event of
the failure to puy this s, the policy
holder forfeita not only his elaim o the
polivy, but al bis propaid annual pre-
minms.  No other lranch of business
dinplays such o disregard of equity.
Law requires us to forfeit only that
which we fail to pay,

expensea ol the corpany the mare costly
It becomes to insure in It Froud s not
common [n inaurance, yet when the ex-
penses of some companies are considered
we eannul avoid the conclusion that they
are mannged so pooely s ollen o se-
rioualy diminish the benefit of insuring in
them.  The reporta of the Massachusotta
[nwurance Commissionors ahow “that the
nverage anninl expanses of all the large
companies In the country generally
amonnt Lo nearly or guite 20 per vent of
the entire premiuma received, and in
pome years Lo actinlly the amount paid
it for losses by death " Where such in=

Under our present system of life insue-
ance fhere are agreat niany incidents oc-
curring, such us_fallure to pay a premivm
when due, sbaence frow howe, failure of
an ngent, ete, 4o that the whole policy
with the preminms in often forfeitl by
the poliey holler, This seems so com-
pletely ut varianee with the law govern-
ing all other kinds of bisinesa that it has
become s subject of great interest how such
cosen may erquitably be dealt with, One
of these remedies many persons claim to
find in the "non-forfeiture” policies,
which are such as are paid up by o lim-
ited number of annual payments, For
each payment made the person becomes
entitled to w paid-up poliey for a propor-
tional nrmount.  For instance, il he has
a policy for $10,000, 10 be paid for in ten
installments, after two installments are
pald he becomes entitled ton paid-up
poliey for $2,000; after three installments
to one for $3,000, and s0 on. It hns
been naseried, however, that theso palicies
are ns furfeiinble ns any others, inpsmuch
ns they contain the very wsame forfeits
ure clonwe, These sre however polnts
on which we cannot speak with entire
confidence unless we nre ncyquainted with
the exnet terms of the policies, The
