New Yobu, May 21..'The Brooklyn

Court room wu crowded again to-day,
and Judge Porter resumed hit argument.
He referred to the letter of cuntritiou,' which was the only known instance in
which a man had written a letter to himself.How did it happen that this man,
who wan a master in every intellectual
department, when he came into Moulton'*presence, wan like an untutored

2 schoolbov? Another feature of (hid letrtcr was the fact that Beccker refused to
sign it. Frank Moulton was a sham

t from thu Itegiiining, und strutted about
1' like a peacock in proud plumage. Till»ton, a- a literary writer, bore the loremoet

name of any man in America, and had
given the idea tlut he was a man of
houndlcAS wealth. These two statements
were nut forth to the world by Moulton,copied from Theodore Tiltou's drafts, or
were the result of a fortnight's work on
the part of Benjamin 1\ Kutler. It was1
Tilton who gave the directions lor carry\
iug out these scheme*. It was in his
fertile brain that they had birth, and

if he injured Needier, it was but the Ianf|guage of n braggart. Tim dictations of

f eept by two |M>rsoiiH.Tilton and Moulton.
The wordrt "standing on the brink of a

moral Niagara" were no more Henry
Ward Needier'* than the words morul
haystack, for the words would seeiu incon*
gruous.

The counsel then commented on the

form in which the letter was written, beiginning, " I ask through you Theodore
Tilton'* forgiveness, and humble myself
before him as I do before my (iod. He
would have lieen a better man in my

mean, that Hod or Tilton would have
been a better man in his place? The
language in this letter precluded all idea
of the charge against Needier being adultery,and the man who Raid Needier wrote
it lied and wan an untrustworthy witness.
The counsel referred to the letter of May

1871, written by Mrs*. Tilton to
ilcecher as her pastor. Was that
a letter of adultery etc., to her
paramour! It lirul more the strain of a
broken hearted woman to a man whom she
falsely accused. Never did Needier use
the term of nest hiding. He had written
books and the counsel on the other side
had searched them in vain for that term.
'Judge Fullerton found reference to the
robin hiding her nest, and which Fullertonparaded lieforc them. You could not
go to hear Needier Sunday next without
being impressed with bis' vividness and
iuiprcHsivenesrt.After referring to other letters the
counsel said, what led Moulton and Tiltonto lie as they said for Needier? MoiilJ
ton said he lied for tenderness and deli*
cacv to Needier and the I'lvmoiltliChureli,
and Tilton for motives ol the same charactertoward his wife. < 'ould Tilton have
these feelings, and those which led him to
bastardize his own dead boy and to seek
Iti ruin his adopted daughter ? Notli these
witnesses in the testimony expressed
themselves with malignity which
rendered their le.-liniony comparatively
worthless. If the jury Micvcd the tcstitunnyof Wilkcson and Hcliult/., what was
the character of Tilton? A man who
had broken and violated all his pledges,Tilton was living by blackmail for a

number of years, ready to accept it in
the f<irm of benefactions or otherwise.
Whv did Tilton threaten to blow the roof
oil' Plymouth Church unless tlicpr acceded
t>> his terms ? Was it not soliciting help
friuii Needier? According to Mr. and
Mrs. Uviiigton, Tilton said Klixabcth
