cheap money, the disorganized «tate of
monetary attain, and coetljr labor. Ai a
rule marchandka wai as cheat) ai it
was In I860; but the price of
labor and 'high rent* operated against
the consumer, and leuened the abilityto purchase what wu needed
by many. Mr. McKillop stated that from
the Canadian line south to New York
merchant* bad transacted a fair average
business excepting perhaps the lumbermenand thoae dependent un them. In the
East, manufacturing had been dull.
Stocks were too heavy and prices too low
to induce heavy operation*. The effect
of this was felt most in Boston, and was

vinible in the very large number of firstclassstores to let in that city. The West
has probably been the healthiest and most

* vigorous buainesi section during the last
six months, and money must have beeu
made in large aums by merchants in tHe
interior. Should, therefore, the coming
harvest prove good, the Weal would be
rich, and its best anticipations realised,
in the South the commercial public were

not yet out of danger, but the people at

large were rapidly coming up to a higher
state of real proaperity than (hey had en*

The statement* of Mr. Barlow aro eveu

less cheerful than these not very buoyant
opinions of Mr. McKillop. He felt that
the year, so far, had been a failure in a
kmalnou homh mul tro/fa had fallen far
below (lie expectation* of the modestly
hopeful ones. Indeed, he could not feel
justified in saying that the future would
be much better, in view of what had
paMed up to this, and he judged that the
most that could be done by careful businessiuen would be to preserve their asset*from shrinkage, ife believed that
muoh of the preient stagnation was due to
the existence of a Urge unremunerated
class of operativen, who bad little or no

money with which to buy even the commonnecessaries of life.

For laughing is the sunlight of happiness.If Jesus never smiled, because it
was incompatible with His character and
mission, then the babe which smiles in its
mothers face in church ought to lie shakenand carried away as an highly Irreverentintruder, interfering with thesolemni,
ty of the occasion.
Our Iiortl was a man of sorrows, and

acquainted with grief; but He would
have been neither if lie had never laughed,for sorrow would have been His normalcondition, and it would have been
with Him the business of life; therefore,
crossdiearing Would haveheen no virtue,
because no privation. Sorrow and
laughing are aVin, and near that we have
seen on the eyes of children both smiles
ami tears in the same instant; and who
will say that there is more irreverence in
the one thin the other? Neither humor
nor mure is necessarily irreverent. It is
determined by whom used, when used,
and for what purpose.

In the Lord'i work, one would risk repu-
tation in denying it. Elijah, with his
ironical thrust* and Indicrous imitations
aa to the whereabout* and business of the
Sidonian god*, is a* tltld in the minds of
thoae who hare a keen aense of satire and
hnmor at this hour as if It hail but trans-

Sired yesterday. There is stoliditv in I
epraverl human natnre, ami a atnpfditv I

in ain that can only feel when coats of
fire are laid upon guilty backs, and blown
by the bteath of laughter, or itlrred by i
the ahafti of sharp Invective, If it it not
true that ridicule is the teat of truth, it ia
not true that it la the only way some

people can be made to ace and feel it.

You cannot reason seriously at inch
time*, nor with such people, for the/ will
construe your seriousness into reasons

why they should cling to their follies
Hence, their foUy can on1/ be aeen

through absurd position* which the love
of consistency has compelled them to usume.None was em wiser in the conditionand moremonu of human intellect*and morel power* than he who said:
"A bridle for the ass, and a rod for the
fool's back." How else could Elijah havedone this work? How unapanngly be
plied the whip with knotted lashes!
What scorn more terrible than jets of
burning lava! What ridicule! What
matchless humor mingled with all! Did
nobody laugh on that day of terrific contenton Carmel for God and the right?
To think that the audiences sat us a* stiff
as statues, with faces as lcng and eyes as

heavy as they do now in a modern service,
would be a greater sarcaain than Elijah
uttered through all that eventful day.
Humor is onlv the sunny side of irony

and satire, and is as inseparable^ from
them as shade from sunshine. We are
not willing to suppose that nobody
laughed when the Mister so often diicomfittedthe hypocritical Pharisees,
rending ttyir tlirnsy masks into tatters.
We are sure that we should have laugh*
ed from sheer satisfaction over the triumphof the truth. Were the Ritualists
of to-day so sorely pressed by the Master,
some Lowchurchman or Dissenter coulu
not help crying out, "Good! Strike them
again." The Oriental mind is quicker in
its jireceptiona of the relations producing
satire and humor thau the Western; and
we have no doubt that sympathizingJewsnot only laughed, but cheered the Master
upon evcrv victory over those bigoted,
relentless hypocrites.
There is another example of consummatehumor, mingled with irony, in

Jotham's parable of King making'as a
business. The peculiar feature of-this
parable it* that the "bramble-bush".that
is to aav, the low demagogue.is apt to
be exalted above his worthier fellows.
This feature is so often reproduced in
modern political conventious, and in exhibition*of "honesty and patriotism," by
office seekers and omoe makers, that one
is provoked to daughter at the caricature
even at this day. We are not advocating
irony and humor as something that
ought to be cultivated. Irony is
dangerous, and humor cannot be cultivated.It is a gift, and whoever is
witty from any source but nature will not
only fail to interest in society, but be impiousIn the church. But if a man has
the power to beaarcaatic, ironical or wit*
ly, he ia unconaclou* of il; and if he ia,
and ia a Christian also, it wiil not do
harm but good. God has a work for that
man, and ff he preaent* the truth clothed
in aome of the feature* of hi* own personality,it will tell. Il will arouae the
stolid, awake the slumbering, and net the
idle to thinking, lie will capture by hia
sharp aword, cleaving the joint* and the
marrow, man/ a giant for Chriat, and by
hia humor, like the firat solicitation* of a
spring aunahine, warm many a aoul into
life in ita coffin of unrelenting ice. The
nin ia in the baae iruitationa. in futile effort*to substitute borrowed smartness for
sanctity, and to do thia with purpoae,
which ia offensive to all that i* aacred.
Hut when a man ia an unconacloua in*

atruiuent in Uod'a hand* to light abaurditjr
by the smilea of good nature, let him go
on. If he baa unconaciourfljr in hia aoul
the forge from which fiery ahafta are heatedand aent a-whiszing at atolidity and
stupidity in error. let him go on in hia
destruction until they aurrender.
Nothing give* the mind of the henrer

such aatiafaction a* to see a man knock
the props from error. We cannot help
amiling with aatiafaction when we aee a
man who ia bowling make aucceasive tenatrike*;and something of the same glad
thrill K°ea through the soul when a

preacher make* point-blank shot*, storms
the fort of error, expoee* it* weaknesses,
and enters, capturing it for the Master.
The smile of approbation ia instructive:
it is harmless, and the grace itself will
join in tlieoxpreasion ot gladness.
