Itoawell Marah, one of the oldest eiti-
gens of this elty and o lawyer of conslid-
erable prominence, died thik morning at
liin residonce, on t||e enrher of Beventh
and Notth stteets, alter n Hngering and
ainfil Hineas, at the age of elghty-live,
l\‘ntlwr Marsli, aa he wan fomilinely
ealled, enme to what in now the city of
Htoubenville in [810 from Vermont, and
in the year following entercd the law
office ol Cleneral San, Stokely s & ptu-
dent.
