There ban been a rifle in
the price of tho wares sold by the furnace
storekeepers, and the rise has been no

great that the scrip wages of a man just
about pay hi* board. lie work* hard
all day for the wherewithal to eat, but he
has no surplus with which to pay for
rent, clothing, medical expenses. books,
a daily paper, and the rent of the long
cataloguo of humnn necessities. An
Ironton man, in fact, get* part of what
an Ironton homo does in return for hi*
work. The Ironton home in fed and
flheltered; the man in fed and run* in
debt for hid ahelter. And yet there in
plenty of "currency" in Ironton. A turn
of the press would produce any quantity
of it. How illogical, then, for the poor
of Ironton to complain. How foolish in
them to long for cheap goods instead of
cheap money.

I must beg your indulgence and that ol
your readers for one brief article more,
as my friend J. N. has suggested a point
or two that had been overlooked.

1st. The proposed reform would render
it difficult to trpce the etymology of
words, and therefore "depreciate the valueof linguistic learning/' Mr. E.J one,',
of Liverpool, England, a distinguished
author and linguist, saya in a late article
on the subject: "The etymological objection,nobody whose opinion is worth
quoting believes." James Hudley, of Yale
College, he who was selected for his pro*
found linguistic attainments to write the
history of the origin of the English languageas prefatory to Webster's unabridgeddictionary,.see page 28 in ed*
ition 1870.nays, speaking of the present
orthography." liut it is not creditable to
the English nauie, nor accordant with the
practicable spirit of the English people.
With a multitude of signs for the same
sound, and a multitude of sounds for the
samosign.it poorly fulfills the original and
proper office of orthography, to indicate
pronunciation, nor does It better fulfill
the improper ollice which some would
assort lor ft, of a guide to etvmology. It
imposes a needless burden on the native
learner. To a foreigner it seriously agirmi-nf iia ihn iliffldiillv nf nnmilrinir |I>a

language and thus restricts the influence
of English literature on the mind of the
world." J. N. says. "The orthography is
conventionally established." So it Is, out
even he admit* that it is continually
changing, and we only insist on hurrying
up the matter a litttle more rapidly, and
we havo nuch names as advocates in tho
cause, in England, as tho Koyal Society of
Arts, the Social Science Association, the
Philological Society, the Collego of Preceptors,the Union of KlementarvTeachers
in England and Wales, the Educational
Institute of Scotland, the late Prime Ministerlit. lion. W. G. Gladstone, the latu
Jno. Stuart Mill, tho lato Bishop Thirlwall,Sir W. Armstrong, Lord Malmsbury,Messrs. Kills, Pitman, Withers,
Ac., Ac., and in Germany and Switzerland,such names as Her Von Ranraer,
Dr. Carl Hoffmann, Prof, Bucher,
Ernst. Clodzinger, Ac., Ac., while the
government of Prussia, Switzerland
and Franco aro earnestly co-operating
with the movement. It would seem invidiousdistinction to mention a few
among tho thousands in tho United States
who aro earnest advocates of tho reform;
nor does tho matter look much like "isolation,"for it bids fair to rival the metricalsystem of weights and measures in
the universality of its application. It is
admitted by all who have examined tho
scheme dispassionately, that wero it generallyadopted by civilized nations it
would contribute more to tuo facility ol
linguistic Requirement limn an/ other
plan ever suggested. There aro several
methods proposed to effect the desired
end. One in to adopt 14 to 17 letters as

supplements: another to use the old
letters in uigranh form to tho samo
number; and the third is to use the
same diacritic marks as aro used in die*
tionaries to indicate the varying sounds
of a letter. Any one of the plans will
meet tho most urgent demands; and all of
them contemplate tho abolition of silent
letters and the elimination of such nonsensicalcombinations as b-*«u for bo, and
si- riaA for ala, and tho-ugh for tho, Ac.
Brother J. N., do not for consistency's
sako,after in your artido of Oct. 0, admittingthree several times that the reform
would make selling easy, talk about its
being diincult, ami requiring mature
minus, Ac. Concerted action is being
taken between Europe and America to
bring the question of the reform prominentlyup at the Centennial. Ho let it be.
A reply to most of the point* in J. N's

last articlo would be mere re-iteration.

Horses that are in goodcondition will Buffer the leant from
its attack. Ita first aymptom in
a alight cough, which gradually liecomes.more frequent and severe, accompaniedwith running at the nose and
dwelling of the throat between the jaw
bonea. Horses that are in good heart and
are properly taken care of, will probablybe only slightlv affected.
We advise the simplest treatment possible.Keep the horses in a warm, comfortable,clean, and well ventilated stable,

blanketed in wet, cold weather; feed well
with oata and sweet hay (corn Is too heating),with a good bran mash once a dav;
the only medicine needed is to thoroughly
rub the throat with some good liniment
if it ahould become much swollen, and be
verv careful not to let them take cold. A
little exercise every day at light work, or
careful driving, we deem beneficial, but
any violent exercise, or anything approachingover-exertion, will be almost
certain to produce serious results. The
aim should lie to keep the horse In as

strong heart as possible, and nature will
soon work out the disease. Its usual
term is from twelve to twenty days..Ohio
Farmer.

Hkcipepoh Marino Sour-Kraut..
In the first place let your "stand," holding
from half a barrel to a barrel, be thoroughlyscalded out; the cutter, the tub and the
stamper also well scalded. Take off all
the outer leaves of the cabbage, halve
them, remote the heart, and proceed with
the nutting. Lay Dome clean leaves at
the bottom of the stand, iprinkte with ft
handful of nalt, fill inn half bushel of
cut-cabbage, stamp gently until the juice
just makes its appearance, then add
another handful of salt, and so on until
the stand Is full. Coyer over with cabbageleaves, place on top ft clean board
fitting the space pretty well, and on topof that a stone weighing twelve or fifteenpounds. Stand away in ft cool place,
and when hard freeting comes on re*,
move to the cellar. Ii Will be ready for
use in four to six weeks. The cftbbsge
should be cut tolerably coftrae.

Comfort lor Those Who Bet on
5,000 Majority tor llajt*.

The case stands in this way: Counting

the vote of Perrysburg, Wood county,
Haves majority would be 4,753. But no
one* supposes that the Perrysburg vote
will be counted. They were voting there
to have the county aeat transferred from
Bowling Green to Perryaburg, and aa both
Democrat* and Kepuolicanaat Perryaburg
were anxious to secure the removal, they
popped in a thousand or fifteen hundred
fraudulent votea. But the votes on county
xeat must in some way be made to tally iu
number with those cast for the State ticket,
and the election judges found themselves
burthened with about fifteen hnndred
fraudulent votes which had to be diatribe
uted in some way between Haves and
Allen. The Democrats wanted them all.
The game split and the story leaked out
through Dodd'a telegram and otherwise,
and now it only remains for the Ohio

in the matter. If this is done Governor
Hayes' majority will be 5,000. We do
not see how the question whether Gov.

Church Music..There are about 350

churches of all denominations in New
York city, and they expend annually
moro than $600,000 for music. Tho
Episcopal churches take the lead in
extravagant figures. The music of TrinityChurch costs $15,000 a year; Hi. Bartholomew's0,000; the Holy Trinity, $7,300;and St, Paul's, one of tho branches
of Old Trinity, $3,700. Tho Broadway
Tabernacle Congregational, pays $0,850,
and there are about a dozen different
churches in addition where the cost of
the music is about $4,000 or upwards.
Christ p. e.Church was the champion in
this business whilo its choir was under
llm iinlrnnnnpnf Hiifiin llntcli. Iin cmitri.
hilling $10,000 nnii the jcliurcli swelling
the amount to $10,000. At present these
good people get along nt an expense of $1
600 a year. Dr. John Hall's $1,000,000
church contrives to bo happy with a orecentornt a salary of $1,000. Mr. Arthur
II. Messiter.the organht of Trinity Church
get* a salary of $,'l,500,and there in another
organist who receive* $,.'1000,and three who
command $2,500 each. There are three
soprano singers who receive $1,500 each,
and one contralto who runs up to $1,200,
and tho loudest basso $1,250 a year. At
Needier'* church, over in Brooklyn, only
$7,800 are spent In music, $2,500 of
which goe* to Mr. Henry Camp, the basso
and head of the musical organization.
Father Hyacinthe, as wo learn from

the Swiss Chronicle of Geneva. has issued
a pamphlet in explanation of his lonely
position; for since resigning his office of
cure in the Swiss national church he has
belonged to no body of christians. He
did wrong, ho confesses, when he took the
oath of submission to the organic law; he
is still a faithful and a loyal son of the
Roman Catholic church, excommunicated
for conscience sako; the national church
is no church, having no bishop; and when
a bishop is chosen, the way of his choosing
will make it impossible for Hyacinthe to
accept his authority, for tho state will
have an influence in the selection which
he cannot brook. Bo all that ho hopes
for at present seems to be a fellowship
of episcopal churches without a

pope. He fondly thinks that the "Bonn
conference" pronounced in favor of the
validity of Anglican orders. On the contrary,tho Greek brethren flatly declined
to vote any such proposition; the most
that they would do was to promise to take

the consequences of his own act, and followinghi* really catholic impulses and
sympathies by a chimeric devotion to the
episcopate, he lingers outside of every
door; some he will not enter, the others
are locked against him; cither way hopelesslyalone.
