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Nevlk in the history of the Governmentvu there such a great runh of
hungr/ office seekers as there is now iu
Washington. The Democracy having
obtained control of the House and iu
score or more of offices, is the cause of
the hegira to Washington of the unwashedand unfed, aud how to provide
for one in five hundred is what is just
now puzzling the Democratic Congressmenmore than the Speaker question.

In August last Father Ryan, a Catholic
priest having charge of a church in Caldwell,Ohio, excommunicated one of his
parishioners, a man named William
ismithberger, on account of his membershipin a secret society, the Grangers,
which he had refused to relinquish when
the nriest asked him to do so. The affair
cau*ed a great deal of local excitement
and bad blood, and one day Father Kyan
met Smithberger's son on the street*, a

quarrel ensued, and the priest shot at the
young man, without striking him, however.He was arrested and brought to

trial, and Saturday the jury found him
guilty of shooting with intent to kill.
Father Ryan's counsel tiled a motion for
arrest of judgment and fur a new trial,
pending decision of which he was removed
to the county jail greatly prostrated and
in intense mental agony. The political
and religious features of the case were

carefully kept in the background duringthe trial, which was confined
strictly to legal issues. The Judge instructedthe jury that they had nothing
to do with the merits of the controversy,
and must render a verdict solely on the
facts of the affray. He laid down the
law that "over the Church, as such, and
its discipline of its members in withholding

or administering of its rights and
sacraments, tho legal and temporal courts
do not profess to havo any jurisdiction
or control whatever, nor in any regard,
except so far as is necessary to protect
the civil rights of its members and others
and to preserve the public i>eace. All
questions relating to faith and practice
of the Church and the duciplinc of its
members belong to the pro|>erly constitutedauthorities of the churches themselves."Rut while holding to the rule
of law above stated, the Judge also instructedthat "the law requires no greaterforbearance and submission frotu such
(priests and clergy) than from any other
member of society," all being equal in
its eyes.

The Plymouth Church Trouble..
Plymouth church ami Mr. IJeecher seem

inclined to "stand upon the order of their
going," and to take their chances of anotherCongregational council. Whether
such council will take up the question
of the scandal itself, or confine it* investigationto points of order in Plymouth's
treatment of its members, is yet an open

erring brethren alone until Mrs. Moulton'icase is finally disposed of.

Letter Troni LfNpenkrr llltiinr.
The following letter was written by Mr.

Blaine to a prominent Ohio gentleman
just after the late election in that State.
It ia printed now with at least the implied
consent of the writer:

Auocm, Me.,Oct. 20.
My Dear 8ir.The public school agitationin Tour Into campaign is liable to

b*-e«»k out elsewhere, ami, occurring first
in one State nnd then in another, mar
keep the whole country in a ferment for
year* to come. This "inevitably arousen
sectarian feeling and leads to that bitterestand most deplorable of all strifes.
the strife between religious denominations.It seem* tome tnat this question
ought to be settled in tome definite and
comprehensive war.and the only settlementthat can be final is the complete victoryfor non-sectarian schools. 1 am sure
this will be demanded by the American
people at all hatard* and at any cost.
The dread of sectarian legislation in

this countrv has been felt many times in
the past. It began very early.' The first
amendment of the Constitution, the joint
product of jJefl'erson and Madison, proposedin 1789, declared that "Congress
hall make no law respecting the establishmentof religion, nor prohibiting the

exercise thereof." At that time, when
the powers of the Federal Government
were untried and undeveloped the fear
was that Congress might be the source of
danger to perfect religious liberty, ami
hence all power was taken from it. At
the came time the States were left free to
do as ther uleased in regard to "an establishmentof religion," tor the tenth amendment,proposed br that eminent jurist,Theophilus Parsons, and adopted contemporaneouslywith the first, declared
that "all powers not delegated to the
United States br the Constitution, nor
prohibited br it to the States, are reserred
to the States respectively, or to the |wopie."
A majority of the people in any State

in this Union can, therefore, if ther desireit, hare an (establishedChurch.tinderwhich the minority mar be taxed for
the erection of church edifices which ther
never enter and for the support of creeds
which they do not ]*liere. This power
was actually exercised in some of the
States long after the adoption of the FederalConstitution, and although there
marl* no po«itivedanger of its reriral
in the future, the possibility ofit should
not be permitted. The auspicious time
to guard against an evil is when all will
unite in preventing it.
And in curing the constitutional defect,

all possibility of hurtful agitation on the
school question should be ended also.
Just let the old Jefferson-Madison amendmentl«e applied to the States by addingthe following to the inhibitory clauses in
Section 10, Article I. of the Federal Constitution,viz:
"No State shall make anr law respectingan establishment of religion, or prohibition*the free exercise thereof; and

no money raised by taxation In any State
for the support of publictchoolc order!?>

cd from an? public fund thereof shall
ever be under the control of any reJlgiioils sect; nor shall any money so raiied
ever be divided between religious »ect* or

denomination*."
This, you will observe, does not inter-1

fere with any State having just such a

school system as its citizens may prefer.
subject to the single and simple restric-1
tion that the schools shall not be made
the arena for sectarian controversy
or theological disputation. This adjust|
went, it seems to me, would be comprehensiveand conclusive.and would be
fair alike to Protestant and Catholic, to
Jew and tientile.leaving, tfie -religious
faith and the conscience of every man

free and unmolested.
