Kt*»uuipiioii ol Specie I'ujiucuU.
In view of the meeting of Congress next

Monday, and of the fact that the House
of Representatives is Democratic, and of
the further fact that the Democracy have
had much to say in the way uf buncomb
about, the Republicans having raised the
value of greenbacks to the advantage of
the bond holders and to the detriment of
the mawes, it becomes an interesting
speculation m to what the party will attempt

to do with the bill that was passed
on the 14th of last January providing
for the resumption of specie payments on

and after the 1st of January 1S7D.
This bill makes it obligatory on the

Secretary of the Treasury, at the date
named, to redeem all United States notes

in sums of $50 and upwards, in coin,
and to enable him to do this he is empowered

to use the specie in the Treasury,
not otherwise appropriated, and also to

sell bonds at par in coin bearing interest
at 5, 4J or 4 per cent, as the case may be,
and use the proceeds to redeem greenbacks.

1114 ttuiuiv 10 cainiuuiau resumption
is of course contingent on hi* regular
accumulations of specie over and above
the liabilities of the Government, and
his further accumulation* from the
dale of bonds at par in gold at the
r&tea of interest named.

The public debt statement for December

1st, published in the Ixtelligbnceu

redemption provided for in it. Up to

thia time there han been a wide spread
unbelief throughout thecountry an to the
return to npecie payment* in 1879, and a

r$M number of people are not only incredulou.nabout it but very hostile to it.
It is sapponed that the present Demo-
critic House represents this widely prevalentfeeling, and that among it* early
acta will be the passage of a bill repealing
the law of January la*t. Taking for
granted that times will be hard
this winter, and that they will
continue depressed next year, the Democracywill naturally seek to enter on the
Presidential campaign with a record set

to catch the popular breeze. Their pro*
gramme will be to hold the Republicans
responsible for the non-recovery of the
country from the panic, by inculcating
the idea that every spccies of business
and enterprise are kept down by the bugbearof specie payments in 1879. The argumentwill be that capitalists will voluntarilyhold onto their greenback*, beingsuro to make 15 per cent on them,
while the debtor class will have 15 per
cent more added to their burdens. And
in caso the Senate, which is Republican,
refuses to co-operate in repealing the
law, or, (allowing that the Senate docs cooperate)in case the President vetoes the
repeal, then, in either event, the Democracywill claim that they have done nil
in their power to lift the pressure ofT the
business of tlio country, and that they
n ild lmvi> aiirrMuIoi! tint for llii» timid*

holding Hepublican Senate,'or President,
a< the cane may t>e.
There is a very decided probability

that thin will be the party policy adopted
by the present Democratic House this
coming winter. Of course there will be
some Democrats who will not co-operate
in it, but their defection will doubtless
be supplied by an equivalent number of
Bepublicans.

PHflftbtirgh Money Market*

The ease in monetary affairs heretofore

noted was the leading feature again today,a considerable nnmber of the banks
reporting unemployed funds on hand to
some amount. Prime business paper is
therefore in demand and first-class borrowerswould not have much trouble in
obtaining loans at easy rate*, lint paper
of such character as the banks want is not
offering in large amounts, and the consequenceis that money isaccumlating fasterthan it i* going out. Hankers will
not touch second class bills nnd look
coldly on the applications of parties
from a distance whose credit is good
where it is known. Heal estate mortgage
could be placed readily on unencumbereduro|*rty, hut little of that clas« of securitiesit is to I* had. The prospects
seem to Indicate a rather quiet and apatheticmoney market for some time to
come, and it looks as if the next bank
statement will show even an increa«e in
fund* on hand over that of October.
Kistern exchange continues in light supply,and aome of the leading banks were

shipping currency to New York to-day,
against which to draw their bills. We
learned of no actual transactions indraft*
on New York above par, but they were
undoubtedly worth about 1.20 per cent,
premium in transactions between the
banks, and l-20al-10 per cent, to customersand outaiders.
