The auMument for 1874 hail not
generally been made at that time, and

meagre. The number of banks in operationduring the year 1S74 w.vsl,07u, for-
ty-one of which 'paid no State taxes becausethey were organic! after the assessmentfor the year had been made, and
thirty-six banks failed to reply. Returns
were, however, received from 1,000 banks,
having a caoital of ^-174,496,000.
The thiriv-six banks which made no returnshad a capital of $10,800,W. The
aggregate returns made to the Treasurer
in 1874 were classified by States. A tableis prepared which gives the amount
of United States and Statu taxes, and the
rate ol taxation in every State <if the
Union for the year. Similar table* are

given for 1807 and 1800, frciu which it
appears that the National Hunks of the
State oi New V rk pay the highest taxes
of any oi the Kastern <>r Middle .States,
the United States taxes for that State in
the years named being respectively 1.0,
2.0, and 1.0 tier cent, and the State iaxa
tion '2.0, and - |>er rent; totals in
1807, 0.1; in ISO'.), $.3, and in 1 >71. l.h j>er
cent. The corresponding totals for New
Jersey were in 1.SOT,-1/2; in ISM, 4/2; and
in 1874, 55 0 percent; in Pennsylvania in
180T, 3; in 1809, 3/2; and in 1874,
'2..'t |>er cent; in Massachusetts, in
1807, 4; in 1800, 3.7; and in 1874,
3.4 |»er cent; in Maine,.'?, 5, and .'{.'2; New
Hampshire, 3.8,4.1, and 3/2; Connecticut,
3.3,3.4,ami 2.9; ami in the remainder of the
Kutern ami Middle Htaiot, more than '1

per cent in 1871, with the exfception of
IVlnware, which paid hut 1.8 j»«t cent.
Of the western States the National Banks
in Ohio paid the following jtercentage of
taxation In the year 1807, 4.0, 1869,5.5,
1874, 3.0; in the .State of Indiana, for the

and 3.8; in Illinois it wan 4.8, 4.8, und 4;
in Michigan, 3.5, 3.-', and 2.8; in Missouri,3,4, 3.7, an<l 3.3 per cent; in Wiscousin,4.7, 4.0, and 4.1 |»er cent; in Minnesota,3.3, 4.'J, and 3.5 per cent; in Kanna*,4.5, 8.4. and 18 per cent, in Nebraska,
7.1, 0.4, ami 5.3'|n>r,cent. Of the .Southern
States, South Carolina paid 3.4 |K?r cent
in 1801), and 4.7 per cent in 1874; in Tennessee,4.1, 'J. 7, and 3. 7 per cent in 1807,
1809, and 1874 respectively, and the remainderof the Southern States in 1874
inoro than 3 per cent,with tiieexception of
Louisiana and Alabama, which paid 2.9,
and of Kentucky, which paid hut 1.0 per
cent. IteturiM were also received from
the National hanks in 1808, which were
not tabulated hy Slates. The United
State* taxes for that year were$8,009,938;
State taxes, $7,049,451; total, $10,019,389.
An estimate of the total taxation of the
National banks for the ten years ending
in 1875 has been made, and a table of the
results is given in the report.
The Comptroller has heretofore in his

re|>orts called the attention of Congress
to the fact that, while the National banks
are subject to a tax upon their entire

from their books and not infrequently
upon the market value of their shares,
other corporations, the amount of
whose capital and the value of
whose shares can l»e as readily
obtained by appropriate legislation, are
assessed at not one-half of their value,
while private firms and individuals are

almost wholly exempt from bearing their
share of the burden. letters recently receivedby the Comptroller from the Presidentsof two principal banks,.one in
the East and the other in the West,.refer
to this greatest of all economical subjectsin such plain terms that he cannot forbear
calling the attention of Congress to their
suggestions. Many of the shareholders
of the National Hanks dc|>end for their
income chiefly upon the earnings of these
institutions, and it docs not seem just that
these thousands of shareholders shall bv
any construction of law be compelled to

pay an undue proportion of local tax. It
is admitted that the law, as now interpretedby the different State courts, and
by Assessors and Collectors, is neither
equitable nor honest.

the range of his subject, the lecturer discussedthe standing -"till of the sun and

The miracle ol
the going back of the shadows on the dial
and its association with the lengthening
of Ilezekiah's life in response to prayer,
were then considered, with «|»ecial referenceto the (jue.stion of the eflicacy of
prayer. Thin part of the lecture was
illustrated by View* of eclipses. The lecturercompared the way in which nations
ignorant of the true nature of eclipse*
pray for the restoration of sunlight, or
otherwise manifest their sense ol awe and
wonder, with the confidence of the student
of science. This confidence is simply the
result of certain knowledge of what is takingplace. As science removes natural processesand phenomena from the domain
of the unknown to that of the known, so

/wr» jxiato the thought that prayer may
cause the progress of such processes ami
phenomena to Ite modified must of
necessity disappear. It is only while we
are uncertain that rrayer, as ordinarily
understood, is |>os«ihle, and the student of
science learns gradually to extend to processesbeyond his range of research the
reasoning he had applied to those within
it; to behave in the same manner in presenceof processes whose law lie has not
grasped as in presence of processes whose
course he can certainly anticipate. This
simply because he know* certainly that
the former, like the latter, are tinder the
dominions of law, and cannot affected.neverare affected, nt least, so far
as experience shows.by circumstances
not operating directly upon their physical
cause or cau«es. After discussing (lie star
said to have led the wise men from the
East, the lecturer brought his discourse to
a close by dwelling on the importance of
recogniflng the dominion of uniform law
throughout the universe. This ijrcatdoctrine,when once thoroughly understood,
cannot mil prove n snieguiini nuninst excessessuch a< have been and continue to
be committal in the name of religion,.a
safeguard against the existence of the su*
perstitious to which such excesses aredue.
The belief in universal law, regarded hr
many in these days a« a rock ahead, will
be one day recognized a* a breakwater
against seas which have l»een heavy and
may be heavy yet again.
