Montreal, December 17..This forenoonabout a thousand unemployed people.mostly French Canadians, assembled
lu front of the City Hall. Here they remainedforsome time in an excited state,
but beyond relieving a bread wagon of a

dozen loaves of bread no reprehensible
acta were committed^
The Mayor spoke to the crowd, advisingthem to adjourn till 3 p. it., when the

Council would be ready to give aome answerin response to the demand for work
or bread.
The majority of the assemblage then

marched through the street* in tumultuouscolumn. At 3 o'clock r. m. a throng
of over two thousand persons surroundedthe Citv Hall, and despite tho effort*
of a large body of police, the mob attacked
a beer wagon, took u cask and drank the
contents. A bread wagon wan then
cleaned out. Tcu minutes later a light
took place, and order was restored with
difficulty. Tho Aldermen locked up
tlwkti* viiMniiu dannrtmflnta and flianuaopil
tiie propriety of reading the riot act.
The Mayor then addressed the assemblagefrom the balcony counciling quiet

on their part, that violence would only
make matters worse. He said that
Council was (o meet and givo their case
an earnest consideration. Ho rellectcd
on the few who wanted to crcute a disorder,and was interruped by cries of "We
are suffering and want food." Several
encounters took placo between the police
and the excited mob, Chief Peuton taking
an active part. Several arrests were
mnde, opt) upon the approach of re-enforcement*the crowd lied in every direc-
tioif. '*A number were intoxicated, and
while no doubt a largo number of tho
laborers present really desired work
manv simply waited for an opportunity
to plunder. At the meeting of Council
the Mayor read the answer froin Premier
Mackenzie to his letter describing tho
state of destitution in tho city. The
Premier said thero was too great
a disposition, to lean on the Keder-
al government in this crisis. They could
adopt no special policy touching the case.
Contracts had been let for the proposed ca-
nal enlargement and the contractors were

requested to proceed with every portion
possible during the winter. But to so

ahead would require the emptying of the
auial, thus throwing thousands of millers
out of employment.
