The
resémblance of the dinls lead them “to
infer”that, like clocks, the meters may
run fast orslow. But'the case is not par-
allel; phe meter is an engine in which the
gna is the motive power, nnd unless the
gus passes through the, meter, it cannot
move, On its dinls arefithfully record-
ed the number of its revolutions in cubic
fect. All waste and leakage is recorded
us well ns the useful l:unuumrtion.

The dry meters are used here, and the
consuwer can easily see how iwpossible
it is for them to regisler more gas than
passes through them. But if anvhing
gets wrong with the machinery of the me-
ter, or the disphragm gels worn out or
eracketl, of course the gas passes through
it withont registering; then the consum:
wra get the benefil of the gas without pay-
ing for it.

The me-|
ters are tested by State Inspectors by pass-
fng a certnin number of enbicfeet through
each, and noting whether it is properly
recorded on the dinls, In New York and
Massachuselts a meter Is stamped correct
when it varies less than 2 per cent; in
Ohio the tolerance is § per cent.  Prof.
Wormley, Stale Inspector for Ohio, in
testing 2021 new meters found only 13
that varied over onc-half of 1 per cent,
Mr. Stimpson, State Inspector in Massa-
chusetty, in gne year tested 11,516 me-
ters; only 148 failed to come within the re-
spnirenients of the law, Very few of these
varied b per cent; 62 averaged 847 per
