Gam and Oil..As heretofore noted in
our colnmns, there is, just at this time,
an anti-gas feeling prevailing in certain
localities.(prominently in Brooklyn,

it N. Y.).growing out, in part, of the hard
limes, and, in part, of the high price of
gas. Brooklyn seems to be making an

experiment on an extended scale as to
how far and how profitably oil can be
substituted for gas. The New York Tri
bunc says that "how far oil has been substitutedfor gas in private dwollinga there
is no certain method of estimating, but it
is well known that there are numerous

instances where housekeepers in what
are called "comfortable circumstances"
have recently ordered the meters
to be taken out of their houses.
The change is more easily observedin shops that aro open in the ovening.On the inferior thoroughfares oil
lamps are the rule, gas the exception, in
the show windows. On the best street
for stores.Fulton street.there are a

few blocks where the oil predominates
largely; many where it is used by about
half the shops; and scarcely a block without

Homo instances of the change. Here
and there a few of the larger, handsomer
aho|n are burning oil, and there is an occasionalone where both gas and oil arc

burning, the oil probably being on trial.
The gaj companies are maifestly uneasy,

» though some of their officers apeak in
alighting terms of the matter as merely a

symptom of the 'hard times' which everybodyhopes are passing away. But meanwhilethe ofler is made to light the street

lamps with oil at a price far below the
lowest that gas is furnished al, and the
offer has had the effect already of reducingthe price at which the city contractsfor gas."

Tribune narrates tlio following experiment: "An ordinary 'student's lamp,'
burning oil, was compare*1 with a bat'si»»wing burner consuming six feet of gas iu
an hour. First, the amount of light was

compared by holding a lead pencil at a

distance from the two flames and observ*,ing the two shadows. IJy pushingtho gas
burner further back than the lamp a

point was at length reached where the
ihadows were equallydark. The gas was

then 7 feet from the pencil; the lamp was

5.3 feet. Tho comparative light of tho
flames was a< tho squares of these tlistancofl.i.e.t as 40 to 2S, or 7:4. The
lamp burned oil (as was ascertained by
weighing it at intervals) at the rate of
about one gallon in seventy hours. To
get.as much light from oil as from the
gas-burner one gallon would, of course,
last only forty hours. Thh oil was

fl bought at retail for 30 cents. Ifgas costs
$3 por 1,000 feet, the six-foot burner
would consume 72 touts' worth in forty
hours. If the price of gas was reduced to

§2 50 per 1,000 feet, it would still cost
twice as much, light for light, as the oil."
The oil used in this experiment was of
tho finest quality and tire highest price.

It is stated that a contract has at last
been mado with a Chicago company for
the construction of tho long talked of railroad

bridge across the Hudson river at

Poughkeepsie. The structure, according
to the stated plan, will be a magnificent
one. The water at that point is between
fifty and sixty feet deep, tho foundations
of the bridge will have to go as many feet
below the bed of the fiver to find an immovablebottom, and from the foot of the
pier to the railroad track will be about
300feet. The superstructure will consist
of five truss spans of 525 feet each, which
will be longer than &uy now existing. The
contract price is between S4,QOO.OOO anil
$5,000,000.
