The Outlook of the Pork Trade.
The statistics’ for the Western #tales
for the season, as it is called, beginning
November 1t of the lasi year and end-
ing March st of the present year, have
been completed, These reports are com-
piled with great eare and are accepted by
the trade s anthoritative. The fact that
reports from three different sourcesshow
a variation of only thirty thonsand hogs
in an nggregate of nearly five millioon, ia
nn evidence of their accuracy, W use
the figures of the Cincinnati Price Current,
the oldest aml & lending nuthority on this
subject. The figores show that com-
pared with last season, there isthia sen-
son a décreass of nearly 700,000 hogs, and
a decreased weight of more than one
hundred million pounds. The average
price paid at the prineipal packing points
was over 7 cents, against U} cents last
senson, being an advance of nearly 10
per cent, The pork businiss has been
the only une of_general irportance dur-
i ng the present financial depression, and
it has not only held it strong position
but bas been gradually advancing prices
all winter. The condition of the trade,
however, is not satisfactory in the mat-
ter of profits, The packers, in paying
the high prices they did for hogs, dis-
counted  the subsequent advance in
prices of the product, which have
not yet reached & point that cov-
ers the cdat and risk of earrying. On
the other sitle the speculdtors, an well na
the legitimate dealers, looking at the de-
elining tendency of almost every ecom-
modity, take & very cautious view of the
situstion, and,: besitate' to Invest to any
extent in the solitary exception 1o the
general rule; and althongh willing to ad-
mil the deficiency in the number of hogs,
they, on the other hand, claim that the
consumptive dewand must be greatly di-
mwinished, unless a rapid and radieal im
provement takes place in the general
business of the country.
