Katherford B. Hayw, the candidate
nominated yesterday at Cincinnati for
('resident, is a man "who iu all hi« publifc
lifo has had honors thrust flponliim, and
list* never aonght them. Ho was born in
i iliio. October 4. 1822. and it* now rtflinc

years old. He# wm well educated,
:unl| after reading law Rome time at

Columbus, entered tlie Law School at
1 Ittrvard, and graduated with credit. At
the breaking out of the war he was practicinglaw in Cincinnati, and at that time
and for some years lieforc wan City Solicitor.Ifo responded to the firnt call
fur volunteers in 1801, and was appointed
.Major of the Twenty-third Ohio Infantry.
He went at once with his regiment to
West Virginia, serving under (Jen. Koseeranz.In November he was promoted

*' to Lieutenant Colonel, and took command
of the regiment and served under MctMel Ian until ho was disabled at the battle
of South' Mountain. In 1802 ho was

made Colonel of the Seventy-ninth Ohio,
but owing to his wounds was unable to
take command. . In the meantime he*
was made Colonel of the Twenty-third
Regiment, and in December, ISti'J, was

put in command of the lirst Urigadeof the Kauawtia Division. He continuedin this command until Sheridan's
great battle at Winchester, in September,
18(14, when he was put in command of the
Kanawha Division, and led it during the
campaigning oi that year. In October,
18(14, he was made Brigadier-General
"for gallant and meritorious services in
the battles of Winchester, Fuller's Hill,
ami Cedar Creek." In the spring of 1805
lie was put in command of an expedition
against Lynchburg, aiid while that was in
preparation the war closed.

^
lie was

revetted Major-General for his gallant
services in 1804 in West Virginia. He
was in active service the greater pajt«i
the time, was wounded four tiujes,.once
severely. While serving in the army, in
1801, lie was electcd to Congrats from one
of the Cincinnati districts. In 1S00 he
was re-elected. Bcforo his second term
bad fairly begun, (Jic was nominatedin 1S07 as tho Republican
candidate for Governor of Ohio. He resignedhis place in Congress an(l caucusedthe State, he being a pleasing and
forcible speaker. His Democratic competitorwas the present Senator Allen
G. Thuniuan. He was elected after a

severe contest. In 1SC9 lie was again
nominated, and his Democratic competitorwas the well-known George if. l'endleton,ami. was apain elected. He .declineda thifd election, intending to retire
from public life. He is wealthy, pud
sought the pleasures and quietude of
domestic life. But in 1875 a iKirlion of
the people of the Western Reserve objectedto the nomination of Judge Tall
lor Governor, because of his judicial opinionexcluding the Ilible from the public
schools. Judge Taft jhereujion withdrew,urging the nomination of Governor
Haver, who in this way was again complied,by popular request, to become n

candidate.
That campaign has become historical.

William Allen, who had been elected
Governor in 1878, was the Democratic
candidate. Jio state was ever so

thoroughly canvassed. A hundred men

J. That wo believe that he was

actuated by a senso of dutr and the good
of the church in all he did, and that althoughthe decision of tho committee
sustained but one of the charges preferred,
we understanding fally all the circumstancesconnected with the matter, see in
it no reltection, either expressed or implied,against llro. Sanforu.
X That we most emphatically oondemn

ail evil speaking against our pastor or of
brother against brother, and wo earnestly
praf that we may have given us so much
of the grace of tied'thatIt will throw the
mantle of charity over each other's
faults, instead of trying to magnify them
beyond what they really are.

4. That we mosW heartily deplore the
unfortunato event* which have led to
this trial, but that learning lessons from
it we will all join heartily in the effort
for the preventihg the recurrence of such
things in the future.

fork State. He was born in Maione, t
Kranklin county, in 1820, and is cpnae- t

luently about 56 years of age. He ia in i

lull health, of robust utature, of excellent
physical habit, and has all the hearty ana i

popular qualities that usually appertain c

to that sort of build. Thcro is not a

moro popnlfir man in public lifo among 1
those who know him pAsonally. He is i
a lawyer bjr profession, but 1ms nho hnd

was for many years engaged in the bankingbusiness, and was at one time Preaidentof the Ogdensburg & Routt's Point
Railroad Company. He entered public
life a full generation ago. He was
elected a member of tfie New York Leg-

in I860.the Thirty-seventh Congress.
and has served his district in we nationalLegislature continuously, we believe,since that time. He was for many
