\ure occurring in the latter park of July,
end to the prevalence of both scarlet
fover nnd meaales In addition o our
usunl aumuer diseases in childsen. AR
otber important point in thi connectiol
in the fact that natil the present year an
sccurnto lesth report hsa naser been
reached,on acconnt of the imperfoct moth-
od of cbisiaing physicinns’ certificates:
Under ilio ofd plan, the cortificates of
Jesth were given to the sextons of the va-
rionn cemeteries, by them returned to the
City Clerk's office and there collecled by
the Health Officer, Thus some cerlifi-
cntes were tnkenaway from the city with
the body of tho deceased, somo were never
returned by the sextons, and no donbt

others were lost in the elerk's office. The
recent Inw requirea every-certificate to be
returned direttly to the Health Olfficer,
whofore the removal of any corpse for
burial within the city or elsewhere." So
(hat the mortality reporta of the present
year are believed to be almolutely cor-
rect, eeTy
While sthie Tscts here referred {o very
sutisfactorily account, in & large measure,
for our recent high death rate, yet we
wust look for atill other causes before
we nre entirely satisfled. We may my
that a high degree of temperatire, eape-
cislly if long continued, uggrayates all
uthier predisposing causes of sumwer
diseasen, Onn of these'is undoubledly
an insalubrious state of the air which
many children are compelled to breathe,
A considerable proportion of people ure
watnrally filthy in their habita anil mode
of life, and would, 1f placed in a paluce,
won redues it to the condition of & hovel,
Others are compelled 1o reside in locali-
ties which are filthy, Ly reason of ke
want of proper improvement and eleans-
ing of unr streets and allevs.

“Unclennl must be reckoned,” says
n distinguished aanitaring, “ae the dead-
liest of our present removable caunses of
disgase.  Populations living amil filth,
within'direct rench of ita polluting influ-
ence, suecimb to varions diseases which,
undor opposite conditions, are compara-
tively unknown,” The teuth of this gen-
wral statoment is ween by n comparison
between the mortality of the different
warda of this eity. In the Sixth Ward,
far Instance, there occurred during July
25 deaths, of which, as we find by & refer-
wnee to the “Recond of Death” in the
Health Ofice, one-hall were from inltesti-
nal diseases and convulsiona, the Intter
dependent in u lnrge number of vases
upon some form of intestinal diseascs, In
the Eighth Ward there occurred 10
deaths, one-lall of which were from diar-
rhual diseasos, These wardaare low, llat
and defective In Jrainage and paving,
und the Sixth in notoriously the filthisst
ward in the city, In the Seventh Ward,
which ia the cleanest in the cily, and has
more of the characteristies of the coun-
try, there ocourred but four deaths,
anly one of which was from a dinrrhaal
disanse, Two of the other deaths were
{rom chronic diseass, and the fourth was
of » Indy nged 83 years, So much healthier
iathe Saventh Ward than other parts of
the ¢ity, that some of onr physiciaus have
bisen utilizing it as 8’ sort -of sanilarium,
und advising the parents of sick children
to hava the little patients spend o part of
each day in the open air on the best part
of the Island, Nodoubt good resulls may
be thus secomplinhed, and at litlle cost or
trouble,

Unsultable food is apother prolific eause
of infadt mortality in the sammer. Par-

entn of good sonse in ordipary mallers
will allow very young children to wit st
the table with thetamily, and generously
pactake of whatever may have been pro-

vided, ‘even though the dinuer hould
consiat of corn, beans, cucumbare, eabbage
and melons, Perhaps improper fuod
and ovef-feeding tause more deaths
smong finfanis undef  three years
old  than avy other cause. In
addition to the nbove causes, many par-
ents, through either ignorance, careless-
nieas or necessity, allow their young chil-
iren to spend much of the time in liot
kitchenn, filled with unwholesoms odors.
Thisshould always when poasible be al-
together avaided, Ll the children have

of the houne, and carefully regulate their
diet, nnd the result will be decidedly
beneficial, Tt is caleulated that of all

hardly 74 complete 5 years of life."

than cleanliness of person, of clothing, of
dwelling and surroundings.. Of no less
importance is proper food properly pre-
pared, and given in ' proper quantities,
Lot these hints be considered, and cor-
tinly good resnlis may ba expected.
