wake up a little bit editorially, his experimentneed not fail. No country papersin this region aro so well patronized
as thoBe of Washington county. Their
official advertising ia almost a support ol
itself. Tho county financo reports, townshipreports, andborongh reports, aro all
published as official'advertisements, as

also is the holding of all elections. Tho
Poor House report alono fills several cob
umns of these papers eVery year, and is
published two or three times. In addition
to this patronage, Washington county,
being a large and rich county of over GO,000inhabitants, has a great deal ofprt><
miscuouH' advertising not to speak
of the job printing it aflorda to the Washington
