A condensation is elsewhere given of

ibe opinion of the Superior Court of the
State upon the question whether what
are familiarly known about here as

"Western bonds" are taxable in Connecticut.The court held that they were

taxable here. Judge Foster dissented,
and his opinion is also given with the
other. The ground taken by the court is,
that u this ia not a constitutional question
-for we have no constitutional provision
on the subject in this State.it must be
settled on the principles of right and
justice, and that upon these a debt of
this sort is divisible into "a right to
receive" and "an obligation to pay." and
that the former is taxable, and taxable at
the residence of the creditor.
The dissenting opinion ofJudge Foster

is that there is nothing for Connecticut
to lay it* hand upon as taxable. All the
papers are out of the State, the act of
lending was out of tho State, Connecticut
a/Tords no protection whatever in the
cue, and the "legal fiction" that personal
property follows the owner has to be set
»ide when questioned in the face of facts
like these. He holds that the debt and
the property that secures it canuot be
vparated, and that a title is only an attributeof property. Mr. David A. Wells
holds apparently this same view, but expressesi i more strongly in tho North Ameri
<u»of last April, wherehe says if titles are
not property then they are not taxable.
But if they are property, and so taxable,
then by making titles one can make property,and the larmer who owns a farm
worth $10,000 can double his contributionto the wealth of the town by morticinghis farm for its value. If the title

property and the estate is property,
then two different things occupy the same

Both Judge Foster in his opinion and
»Ir. Wells in his paper agree that our
present methods of taxation can scarcely
be worse than they now are. It is to the
federal courts that the latter looks for
final extrication, and it is there that this

ted by butter-makers of extenaive expei
ieoce that imparities and noxious odor
in the atmosphere where cream is risin,
will injure the flavor of the butter. X. A
Willard writes on this subject that Mwhe
milkers are allowed to come direct fror
the stable to the milk room, it is impot
sible to keep the latter placesweet forth
time being." There are hundreds of bu!
ter-makers, we are aware, on whom th
importance of this single point cannot b
too strongly urged, since they conside
many little things of this kind in regar
to dairy management too insignificant t

merit attention. But in butter-rnakio;
the observance of little things is often th

great secret of success. There is no doub
that immense quantities of .poor but
ter are made from the milk set it

improper places. Thekitchen pantry, th
living room and the cellar used to stor
