An experiment which, if thoroughly

successful,as it seems to be, means.the
saving of millions of dollars to railway
companies, is being made on the/Philadelphiaand Reading railway, in the
burning of "dirt" coal or screenings in
locomotives. It U stated that with this
fuel the quantity carried i< larger, the tire
hotter, the work of the firemen lighter,
the steam more regular, and the speed
greatly / increased. Considering that
mountains of dirt coal are now thrown
away as valueless or burned to get rid of
it, its utilization means the reduction of
the cost of steam-generating fuel to almostnothing. To. illustrate the *normomiproportion which the cost offull
bears to other expenses, we have huntedup a few figures from some of
the State railroad reports for 1875. We
find that the Pennsylvania and Reading,
though itself a coal road, paid for fuel
$881,005, while the wages of itaengineers,
firemen and all train hands were $1,141,
.4HO nnt .1 it.firm nap Aanl niAa.ii Tim

Pennsylvania paid for fuel $831,278; for
engineer* aqd firemen $889,144. Oa the
Illinois Central, running through fields
of soft coal, the cost of fuel per mile rufi
wax 05.46; of engineer* and firemen,
00.10. The Chicago & Alton, with coal
minen all along its line, paid fur fuel
$282,070; for engineer*, firemen and wip.
era, $202,934. On the Chicago, Budiijgtonand Quincy the cost of fuel per mi]*
was 07.52; of engineers and firemen,
07,82. If coal screenings, hard and soft,
costing scarcely more than the hauling,
can be substituted for the marketable
coal which is now used, it will be seen at
a glance that an enormous reduction in
operating expenses will bo effected.

ignorant or perverse man should misinterpretthe opinion, went out of its way
1o sapr expressly that the decision had no

bearing on, the clause of the Constitution
relating to the election of members of
Congress. The 13th amendment made
slaves freemen. The 14th. amendment
made them citizens and gaVe them civil
rights. .The lfith amendment provided
that no citizen should be deuied the right
to vote on accouut of race, color, or -previous-conditionof servitude, and that
Cpngress should have power to enforce
this afticle by appropriate legislation.

Congress pasaeu an act which it was

supposed would enforce this amendment.
A-case arose in Kentucky at an election
of State officers only, for denying the
right to vote to a negro. The court held
that the act of Congress as passed was

not appropriate legislation for the premisesof that suit.- The reason can be conciselystated ihus: Independent of the
15th Amendment Congress has nothing
whatever to do with the election of Stale
officer*. By that amendment it's only
power is to prevent the denial to citizens
of the right to vote on account of race,
color or previous condition of servitude.
But this act provides a punishment for
the denial of the right of -voting to any
citizen, white or black. This transcended
the right of Congress as to State elections,
and was not therefore appropriate Iegialation.The act should have been confined
to denial of the right of voting on account
of racej «&c., but the court said that they
were not considering the effect of the
fourth section of the first article of the
constitution as to the election of Senators
and representatives. The effect of that
section is to enable Congress to make or
alter any and all regulations as to the
times, places'and raannerofHolding electionsfor Senators and Representatives in
Congress.

These instructions^elate^to the electionof federal officers the view of which
the Supreme Court says was not invoked
in their decision in the Kentucky case,
and the order also says that the judgeraent.ofthe Supreme"Court didn't concernthe federal elections. That looks
reasonably plain. If any man does
not understand that, then 1 commendhim to the common school
ystem for further instruction. 11
can not afford to spend any more time
with him on this subject.
But.another critic is worried because

the order includes the appointment of
electors for President and Vice,President,and supposes that he has made a

discovery when he finds that'a State Legislaturehas a right to prescribe the
manner of electing or appointing Presidentialelectors. The State Legislature
can fix the manner pf appointing elect-
ore. Cong/ess lias by statute fixed the
same day lor the election of Congressmen
and for the appointmeqt'of electors, and
the State Legislatures have fixed the same
place and-same manner, vity by ballot at
the general elections. In the pfesent:
condition of legislation, therefore,
as is plainly stated in the order,
the elections at which member# of the
House of Representatives are ohosen
by law include also the elections
for President and Vice President,
anjd tho United Stafes secure votes
against whatever iu general hinders or

prevents them from a freo exercise of
elective franchise,'extending that their
care alike to the registration lists, the
act of voting, and personal freedom and
security of the voter at all times,as well as

against violence-.on accountof any vote
that he may intend togivo as agninet conspiracybecause of any that he may alreadyhave given.
By section 5513 of the revised statutes

of the United States it is provided that
every registration made under the laws
of any State or Territory for any State or
other election at which such Representativeor Delegate in Congress mjiy be
chosen, shall bo deemed, to be a registrationwithin the meaning of the preceding
section,notwithstanding such registration
i« made for the purpose of any State,Territorialor municipal election.
The fact that Vermont, Maine, Ohio

and Indiana form an exception to the generalrule as to the time when the elections
of Representatives in Congrtesa are held,'
is immaterial, and it in no manner impairsthe correctness or usefulness of the
order, which is an individual communicationto each marshal and was not
intended for marshals, of those four
