Hints on Transplanting.

The urt of transplantiog trees, shrubs,
and vines, is only lenrned by experience,
close obwervation, and a strict adherence
to the laws that govern vegetable growth,
Any unskilled Inborer can dig and reset n
tree or w vine; but this does uot insure
life, health and vigor, There is n well-
aljusted balance between the roots and
brauches cf every tree or vine, Urained
practical gardenera recognize this fact,
and the importance in transplanting of
removing carefully ail the roots [meafb!u,
and especinlly the fine, fibrous ones, such
s take up and furnish the nourisdiment,
To save enough of these roats in trans-
plonting lnrge sized trees, it is necessary
o know the habits of growth of trees
aml vines. For mstance, the Scoteh or
white pines with their long, tleshy roots,
and comprratively few fibrous ones near
tke bedy of the trees, need more care in
removirg than the Norway spruce with
its wasg of fibrous roots clastered around
and near the body. The best way in all
casen 13 to dig o narrow trench’ nround
the body, rome distance from the tree,
deep énough to get below the lower tier
of roots, In mnking this circle the llat
of the spade should not be (aced toward
the body of the tree, The top soil on the
“hall," near the body, should be removed
by a digging fork or other implement
that wilt not entor injure the emall roots,
In case the trees or shruba ore to be
moved only o short dislance from where
thoy are prowing, a3 much roil ns will nd-
here to the roots may be left on with ad-
vanloge.

The second important point 1o be ob.
served in traneplanting is not to leave the
roots expored for a moment to the rays
of the eun, or to a blowing dry air, which
i quite ns injurions to tender rootlets,
If not set out at once, the roots ought o
be kept damp and covered over with n
cloth, or “heeled in"  Trees coming from
a distance, when the roots, whow signs of
being left exposed, and the fibres nre dr
and eomewhat sliniveled, will be wuel
impraved by plunging them into o stream
or pool of water and them heeling them
in, covering the roots earelully with
moiat soil, and so leaving them until
renily to plant out,—Seribmer,
