“IE Tabor is tho eource of all wealth, if
labor under the same circumustances will
produce equal results, then that country
which possceses the grealest natural re.
sonrees, which commands the most ener-
getic and intelligent labor, which avails
itsell to the largest extent of lnbor-saving
machinery and processes, which hna the
best and cheapest facilities for inter-
communieation, and the freest and most
ealightened Government, ought (o pro-
ice to greater advantage thao any orall
other countries, ought to produce the
moat for the expenditure of a given
amount of Iabor, ought to be able to sell
the cheapest, ought, finally, to take the
lirat place in the race for industrial and
comwmercinl  supremacy amony the nne-
tione™  That the United Suates Gl these
requirements s next abundantly shown,

“Passing pow {rom premise to eonclu-
#lon, from hypothesis to reality, the ne-
tual condition of the country will be
found to be aq followna: Every rection
lilled to overflowing with it pecnline
ueelul products,—the South with cotton,
thestnple textile fibre of the world's
elothing the Weat with meat and grain,
the Northwest with lumber and with
leather, the Middle Statea with coal and
iron, New York and New England with
toxtile amd  other wmanufactures —ond
everywhere lnbor ready to augment these
