It covers, so it it* said, as much territory
as the city of New York, and I do not
wonder, lor at one gentleman'* house
where I visited I went into the orchard
and eat cherries as far from the hum and
roar of city life apparently as though his
home had been upon the placid wattrs of
the Scioto or Hocking, instead of being
upon one of Cleveland's busy avenues.
lJut for all the rural «iuiet of many portionsof Cleveland thero is an immense
business done in the city, and the winding
valley of the Cuyahoga, which cuts a wide
ravine through the plateau of Cleveland,
is replete with all the busy sights and
sounds of a great commercial emporium.
Cleveland evidently has a grand future,
and her wonderful increase of over 70,000
inhabitants in tiftecn years goes to prove
that her commercial advantages arc appreciated.

It is delightful to sit in the cool shade
of the Lake Side I'ark on summer eveningsand watch the sun go down in the
gre?' frssh water sea. It in nleasant to
gaze listlessly far out upon white huiIh
lying apparently as

Upon «|»*lntfd ocean,"

and then as the twilight fa-lea into night,
and darkness broods upon the pulsing
bosom of the water, go up to the Park,

ladies at Delaware, would have thanked
his lucky star for a chance to charge a

battery of (ialling guns if he could by
so doing have ridnimself of his tormentors.The artless innocence with which
one girl asked him, "if his legs were not
too long for him to coveniently crawl
down the barrel of his musket when the
battle came on, would have mulled tin:
heart of a Atone*

But thescene changed in (he Honking
Valley, Mouth of (Joluinbu*. Jlerethu
minerN w<-ro out in force inflamed with
had whiaky, noio* and turbulent, only
needing leader* to do anything. I thought
liow I would like lo Kf«' two hundred of
thtt ol'l Firnt Virginia Veteran Infantry
fall into lino of battle before that howling

rabble. It would not have taken them
two minute* to lift those rioters right out
of their hoot*. I could imngine I saw old
Snoutsy JIoward'M eye glancing through
the sight* of his Knlield rille and hear
him counting one about every ten sec*
omln. I wnx mad, and wanted to see that
crowd licked. They called me name* becauseI hnd a Murphy badge on, and wan
not drunk like the re-it of them.
We finally reached Athens, our point

of destination, without further trouble,
and electrified our friends with a thrillingnarrative of how we "run the gaunlet."Should another war ever ccctir we

The cllect of the Temperance reform

came notably tinder my observation duringthe late strike. In all the leadingrailroad centres of this Stale tho Murphyites were active in closing the saloon*
and vigilant in keeping them closed untilthe danger was over. The right arm,therefore, of the riotous demonstrations
was broken. Sullen mobs gathered, but
they lacked the nervo that whisky gives
to precipitate a riot. They lacked the
drunken leaders to urge on a drunken
mob to arson, pillage and blood. There
are hundreds of men who can thank the
Murphyitcx for being in possession of
their property to-day.
