ThcLarpcst Crop (lint the Countrylitis Yet Produced.
The grain crop of the United States this

autumn ia a vast increase over that of any
preceding year in the history of the country.It amounts in the two principal cereals,wheat and corn, to 325,000,000
bushels of the former, and 1,280,000,000
of the latter, according to the careful cs-
timates ol 31r. Walker, the statistician of
the New York Produce Exchange. The
movement of this enormous crop has just
begun to be felt, as up to the past eight
weeks the exportation* were of last year's
crop; but the Rudden increase already
noted gives good promise of a golden future.During the brief period mentioned
our export* of wheat from the ports of
New York, Montreal, Boston, Philadelphia,Baltimore, New Orleans and Portlandhave aggregated 11,525,191 bushels,
against an exportation from the same

porta during a corresponding period of
last year of 3,938,951 bushels, showing an
increase of 7,586,237 bushels. There has
also been an increase of 70S,231 bushels
in the exportation of rye during thesame
time, and in peas An increase of 81,*109
bushels. In corn alone has there been a

failing off to the extent of 1,033,05-1
bushels in that time.

N. Y. Iter*IJ ot Monday.
The Htrike of the cigar-makers of this

uuy wiu viLiniiy wgnu anoui seven WCCKH
ago. 11 was for some days coufineil to
one or two manufactories, but it now
reachen largo proportions. It is estimatedthat there nre from 120,000 to 22,000cigar-makers in Xew York, Brooklyn and
Jersey City, and that 10,000 of theso are
now on a utrike. Yesterday a large massmeeting of the strikers and those who are
in sympathy with them was held at liermaniaHall, Bowery. The meeting lastedfrom 2 o'clock to half-past five, and
during that time it was thought that nearly5,000 persons visited the hall. Manywill be surprised to learn that more than
one-hall of the cigar-makers of thin
city ore vromen and girls, and probablyabout fivo hundred of these were
present at the mass meeting yesterday.There were speeches in English, Germanand Bohemian. At ono time two meetingswere in progress, a temporary platformhaving been erected in the east
wing o£ the great hall. The meeting waafull of enthusiasm, and some of the speakingin regard to the relations of capitaland labor was very spirited, and a part
rupe 10 iiiB iioini 01 genuine eioqucnce.When the meeting was opened probably]three-quartern of the men present were
smoking cigars. A request from the plat-fortu that smoking be not indulged in was
looked upon ns a curious thing for a conventionofcigarmakerfi, and the request
was not generally complied with. Lagerflowed freely, but there ww good order.

THE ADDKES3ES.
The meeting was called to order byMr.Vatnlepoortcn,andMr. Daniel llarria

was eho?en chairman. In a brief speechthe chairman Htated the objects of the
meeting, and then introduced Mr. JJ'alda,who spoke in Bohemian, advising the
cigarmakera to put aside all feeling born
of nationality and to organize under one
head with their fellow craftsmen of whateverclime. He stated the measures proposedby the striking cigarmakers. These
arc briefly ns follows: Kach shop which
employs§00 hands and more toelect three
delegates, and from the shops where a
less number arc employed one delegate to
be elected; some of the smaller shops to
combine in the election of delegates;these to form the Executive Board of the
Cigarmakerfl' Union.

A REVELATION FOR SMOKERS.
Mr. Samuel Gompers, President of

Union ^'o. 1-14, of the Cigariuakcrs'International Union of America, then
made an address in English, lie spokeof the reductions which have been made
in the wages of cigarmakers, whereby the
pay is now almost at a starvation point,and then commented upon the evils of
the tenement house pystem of cigar manufactureby which the people are compelledto work from sixteen to eighteenhours a day, Sundays included, sleepingand eating in the Bmall rooms where the
cigars are made, this system not onlybreeding disease among the people thus
employed, but liable to bo the means of
carrying contagion to those who consume
the cigars. Cases, he Baid, havo been
known in this city where persons barelyrecovered from smallpox have been engagedin making cigars in tenement
houses. He advocated the union of all
the ciganuakers, claiming that among its
benefits would be the education of the
working classes in regard to their rightsand interests. He bitterly criticised the
statement said to have been made by one
of the larcest manufacturer* that for lh»»
last two years ho had not made a dollar
profit.
Mr. Strasser, President of the Cigarmakers'International Union of America

and editor of the CiqamakcrJ OjficialJournal, made a speech, in German, referringto trade unions as the practicalfactors in the all-absorbing question of
labor and capital, as being the great armsof defence against the encroachments of
employers." Mrs. Ilallister made an addressin Uohcmian, treating principally of
the evil# of the tenement house system of
cigar manufacture, in which everybody,from the grandfather to the babe was a
maker of cigars, and which tended so
much to the degradation of woman. She
spoke eloquently and wag heartily applauded.Another lady spoke in italicmian.Addresses were made in English
by Messrs. Vanderpoorten, J. 1*. McDonnell,II. Hexter and John McNally, latelythe President of the Silk Weavers' Union
of Patterson, and by Mr. M. Jonas and
John Maranete, in Jtaheinian. Mr. Louis
Berliner^ Financial Secretary of Union
144, presided at the smaller meeting.

HIE STRIKE SPREADING.
A committee appeared upon theplatform,representingthcemployes of Messrs.

SutroA ^ewmark, who reported that the
workmen had in a meeting that day concludedto demand $1 more on each thousandcigarflmade for that firm. This announcementwas received with great applause.The chairman called attention
to the report in the press of the settlingof the strike at Mnrtir.cz & Co's, corner
of Kivington and Attorney Btreets, and
paid that the report wai untrue and advisedall cigarmakers to stay away from
the factory. It was reported that after a
striku of seven weeks the firm <tf M.
niucKeiucrg iv C'oa., ISo*. 'J- and I) I LibertyMreet, had yielded and the men go lo
work to-ilay. The speakers teemed to he
confident of the final complete surcei«s «'f
tht; strike, and that it would not onlysweep the city, but stir up tho cigarmakersall over the country to deinmil
''living" wages.
