shine enough to cist a shadow the wise
animal will immediately go through a

process of ratiocination sufficient to bring
him to the conclusion that six weeks of
winter weather are yet in store for us,
and not caring to expose himself prema¬
turely to the elements he will betake
himself to his winter quarters, and there
remain until the middle of March. If
on the contrary, the skies should be "dull
and grey" to-day, and no shadow visible,
the prognosticator will, by virtue of his
prophetic endowments, conclude that the
time has come for outdoor life, and
will take up his bed and roam

abroad through the land. Our friend,
Capt* Wm. Askew, who is a meteorologist
in bis way,.informed us yesterday that
there were at least 49 chances out of 60
that the ground hog would see his shadow
to-day, for, said he, there are but two

Saturdays in the whole year, take one

year with another, in which the sun does
not put.forth an appearance, and Feb¬
ruary is not one of the months in which
one of these sunless Saturdays is apt to

occur. Therefore the Captain felt

positive that the ground hog would
see his shadow to-day. An to

whetberjux weeks of winter weather will
follow we did not understand him as ven¬

turing a prediction on that head. The
tradition, however, is that this daycer-
tainly indicates the weather for several
weeks ahead. Among the peasantry of
Europe good weather to-day is considered
an omen of flood, storm, and bad crops,
and its being dull and sunless (the more

so the better) signifies a mild and favora-
ble spring. In Germany it is a sayjing,
"The shepherd would sooner see the wolf
enter his sheep fold on Candlemas Day
than the sun." Thoee who in this coun¬

try place any stress on the old tradition
will to day view with more or less curi¬
osity and anxiety the appearance of the
skies.
