LINCOLN AT THE THEATRE.

Some More of Mr. Noah Brooks’
Reminiscences of the Hariyred
President.

From Beribuer for Mareh,

Lincoln liked to go to the theatrs, It
gave him an hour or two of freedom from
care and worry, and what waa better,
freedom from the interruption of office-
seekers and politicians.
