THE LIFE OF <% MOSEY-GUIB-
BEK.

¦low Jeremiah Tnllix, oiciurin*
null, Made Ilia Million*.

From the QlsciooiU Cominerckl.
One of the strange and remarkable

persons of this country paused away on

Saturday. Jeremiah C. Tullis' life was

one which would afford good material for
a romance, Indeed, it was as compared
with men generally, stranger than fiction.
His bright, acute mind was wholly con¬
centrated on acquisition. In it he had
pleasure that whs exquisite,and there-
suits were the accumulation of a vast for*
tune. He did not live for the enjoyment
of what be acquired. It was his avowed
policy to gather property, and let others
scatter it after his death, if they would.
At school he was an aptBtudent.espec*

ially clever in the preliminary branches
of mathematics. He had a genius for
figures, sod delighted in abstruse prob¬
lems. Just when he seemed to be in a

fair way for a liberal education, he drop*
ped academical studies, and took up the
law. His father's tact as a trailer seemed
to be inherited by the son, and when he
became possessed of the fair patrimony
his father left, his genius began to a»sert

itself,and soon subordinated every faculty
to its peculiar service. Every species of
property came and wenl; always, nearly,
putting him a step higher in fortune, h
was his maxim that a little money would
always make any kind of other property
go in trade. Acrcs of land in any part
of the country, towu lots in any city,
manufactured articles of any character,
produce (though this less often than other

Eropertyjof any sort, horses (rarely other
inds of live stock), bonds, mortgages,

gold.in fact, all sorta of exchangeable
commodities, were handled by him as

though he waa simply testing the trading
capacity of the opponent whom he would
challenge for a dicker.
He aimed to be, and supposed he was,

the first person in this city to buy gov¬
ernment bonds when the first issues were

made for account of the war. He was, of
course, an expert as to the values, and his
thirty five years of operations have piled
up for him a fortune only second, per¬
haps, to that of any one in the country.
He was singularly quiet, mild aud

amiable in intercourse-with acquaint*
ances. His habits were of the simplest
possible kiud. Only one diversion did he
seem to allow himself, aud that strange to

say, was in occasional attendance at mu-

sical entertainments. The violin was his
preferred instrument, and we believe he
had aome ta*te in handling the iustru-
ment.

ilia passion for gain was gratified with
perhaps little harm to any one. lie hated
and shunned a trade with a woman, aud
avoided beginners, seeiuiog to desire a

trader who was experienced, and worthy
httf challenge.
Hi* eatate will doubtless be a very

queer thing to handle and settle a* he
keut no systematic form of accounts.
unless he had recently heeded the injunc¬
tion of friends.and had properly of
widely varying character, scattered in
many places. He lived his life, and sua*

reeded, but fortunately there are not

many who desire success at such cost.
About thirty years ago be rented one of

the tracts of land (nue hundred and sixty
acres in body) in Springfield township,
near the old Winton road, to Jaines F.
Floyd, who at times boarded with Tullis
and bis son. Two years after this the
elder Tullis died, und was buritd in the
old Poplar street burying gronnd, in this
city, but his remains were a few yeara
ago removed to Mpring Grove Cemetery.
Jerry, the son,continued tn rent the farm
of the Fleyds, and made his home with
them for several years. Finally he re¬

moved his place of business to the city
and set up a sort of note*brokerage busi¬
ness trailed land ami personal property,
and speculated in anything that had
money or the prospect of a dollar in it.
In his dealings he was exceedingly sharp,
but scrupulously honest in fulfillment ol
contracts, and it could never be charged
to him that he ever evaded the payment
of hia debts. By trading he acquired
real estate in almost every State in the
West and the South, and it is estimated
that he owned over three hundred thous¬
and acres of land in various parts of the
country at the time of his death. It ia
said that his titles to real estate in Ham¬
ilton county alone amounted to nearly
three thousand acres, and he was a large
holder of land in Butler county. He ac¬

cumulated all aorta of merchandise that
he could buy cheap; odds and ends of all
kinds of trumpery, whether he had any
prospect of selling them or not, and stow¬
ing them in out-of-the-way corners. He
used to buv up old broken-down horses
and mulea In tilth street auction stables
for a song, and send them out to his
Springfield township farms. Sometimes
they would die on his hands from neglect
or starvation, or get frozen to death, but
be rarely ever lost anything in selling the
animal*. Sometimes he would have as

many aa two hundred mules and horses
on the farm at once, and when he would
send them to the blacksmith shops at
Monnt Pleasant, some of them looked aa

though they were hardly worth shoeing,
yet he would manage to make a small
profit on them, eveu if it were not more
than a dollar.

After opening an office in town he vist-
ed his farm near Ml Pleasant frequently,
generally stopping some time in harvest
seaaon to see the gathering of the crop*,
?e never married, although ka was ex*

tremely fond of female society, and, al¬
ways had two or three females living in
hia 1UU« tenement housea on the farm in
8prlngfield township, in whose society he
seemed to take great delight. It is said
that about twenty veara ago he was af¬
fianced to a young lady, now the wife of
a prominent doctor in Coleraln township,
but she let him off bv saying that she was
well enough off, and be ought to marry
some poor girl. So that betrothal never
was consummated, and Jerry never "lor-
ed," so to speak, after that He was fre¬
quently remonstrated with for remaining

aiogle, bat be would often reply if those
who got hie wealth had as much enjoy¬ment In spending it as he had Id coher¬
ing it, it did not matter to him wnat be¬
came of it
On another occasion it ie related of

him, when being asked why he did not
marrj, he replied, jocosely, that hie
father got bit by a woman, and he intend¬
ed to profit by the lesson. Whatever bis
amour* may have been during hi* life¬
time, it is not narrated of him that be
ever got into any trouble for any of hi*
indiscretions, and in this he evinced re¬
markable shrewdness. It is the generalimpression that he left a will, which may
be found among bia immeniepileot mus-

ty old papers in hia old trunk, in which
he rammed everything of a documentary
nature. It ia said that in that will he
left $100,000 to Dick Floyd. Dick iaa
young man of twenty-three years of age,
and lives on one of the Springfield town¬
ship tracts. He waa married about three
weeks sgo to a MIm Holliday. It ia
probable that if no will baa been made,
the literature of thia caae way assume a
more intereating and aensational charac¬
ter than has been apprehended, and there
will be rich picking for the lawyers.
Mr.TuIlia leaves two widowed 'iatera

.Mrs. Pollock, who lives in Wyoming,
and Mrs. Reed, who reaidea on Chestnut
street, thia citv. He also leavea a cousin
named A. J. Tullis, an attorney. Mra.
Floyd had the grace to inform the Com¬
mercial reporter that Mra. Reed waa to
have been married laat week, but the
nuptiala were postponed on account of
the illneaa of Mr. Tullis. These three
persons, with Dick Floyd, already named,
will probably inherit the whole of the
estate, amounting, it ia thought, to over
$3,000,000.

ilis laat illness (which began on the
12th of February) and death were under
the most uncomfortable ministrations of
a poor colored woman, in miserable
quarters on Home street, where he kept
a room. He would not yield to the ad¬
vice of his physician or the importunities
of relatives to change to a more suitable
place.

It is supposed by several who were in
close business intercourse with him that
he left no will. Yet.we are informed
that Mr. E. A. Ferguson haa a document
from Mr. Tullis, supposed to be his will,
made twenty yeara ago. Thia may yet
turn out to be the will, aa another one
made subsequently, and now in the hands
of Washington T. Porter, a relative of
deceued, has been canceled. However,
in the investigation a more recent one

may turn up.

Tub Value of Oil Cakic fob Cattle

.A few years ago I superintended a

large dairy establishment near Balti¬
more. On commencing, I bought .bran
and fed it dry, between the times slop
was given, and I raised the quantity of
milk above 100 gallons per day, iu three
weeks, without any extra cows. The cost
of bran was not felt, as we put less corn
meal in the slop, but just at this time we

purchased some oil cuke meal and boiled
it up in the slop with the rest of the feed
and there was another rire of about 30
gallons, and, from all the best customers,
we had expressions of pleasure and satin-
faction at the beautiful quality of the
milk. I used oil cake in Kogland many
years ago, but it is right to add that, ou

one occasion, I fed a good deal when
making butter, and, although it did not
hurt the milk, thu butter, certainly,
was unpleasantly affected, but neverthe¬
less increased nearly 3U per cent in
quantity. 1 have not the slightest doubt
but that, if fed in moderate quantity to

Orange county cows, it would pay well
as regards ths sale of milk, and would
also enrich the manure, and thereby add
to the production of grass so much as to
enable those feeding it to keep 25 per
cent more cows. There is a gentleman
now in the county who has been trying it
on some cows and steers, and a man, who
did not know what feed was being giveu
to them, on seeing them two weeks after¬
ward, exulaimed that he had not seen

such an improvement in cattle in so short
a timo while he has been in the country.
Try some by mixing small quantities
