A dance for
the evening of their arrival is also down
on the programme. It is to be regretted
however, that our narrow gauge road is
not far enough advanced to transport our
distinguished visitors from Clarksburg
to Weaton. And while upon this subject
we are pleased to note that4the prospects
of ita early completion are looming up,
and we trust that ere another year goeB
out Weaton will be accessible by rail.
The Hospital grounds, dotted here and

there with flower gardens and blooming
shrubbery, present a refreshing appear¬
ance, and are doubtlesa a source of great
pleasure to the inmates of that immense
structure.the Hospital for the Insane.
We learn there are 416 patienta in the
Hospital at thia time, and admissions for
others are being sought almost daily: but
owing to the present crowded condition
they can only be received as dischargee
are made. It is to be hoped that the
next Legislature will give a good appro¬
priation for construction purposes, so
that another section of the Hospital, at
least, can be made ready for occupancy
as soon as possible. There is no class of
unfortunate people entitled to a greater
share of commiseration and charity than
those whose minds have been dethroned
of reason, and prompt measures should
be introduced to provide sufficient room
where they can be placed under proper
care and treatment.

As the season of
frosts is about over, the over-anxious and
ever-to-be-found grumblers are hunting
vigilantly for defects in the wheat, such
as "raiting," etc. But we predict, to the
contrary notwithstanding, a bountiful
harvest, and a set of happy grangers. 80
mote it be.
The grsxers hereabout have stocked

their lands with a large number of cattle,
preparing them for the Fall markets.
There are no better grass lands than are

to be found in Lewis county, and the cat¬
tle that are sold from here bring a great
deal of money in return.
The Weston merchants complain of dull

times, but they all seem able to face the
storm that has overtaken so many of this
class of business men in other portions
of the Sute. This result is doubtless due
to their good sense and careful business
kabits.

Comspoodencaof Um IntelUfemge.
FROM LOHDOH TO GIBRALTAR.

Moods/ morning, November 5th, we
took the train for London. Oar mission¬
ary party op to this time had nambared
nine, bat ve regretfully left aix of oar

companion! in Scotland, while we three
ladiee panned oar journey by a different
roate. Doabtleaa daring the daj we

psseed through many important dtlee,
bat having no one to point them oat to
aa, we aaw not an object of special in¬
teract, tare the raina of Melrose Abbey.
We took aapper at Normanton, and at 9
p. m. found ourselves in the beaotiful
Midland Railway Depot. To be in En-
gliah atyle. I ehould aay "statfo*," not "de¬
pot." We scored oar baggage with but
little trouble^iotwithatanding that neither
in England nor Scotland the check ev»-
tem is in vogue. We were not so successful
in finding the boarding houee to which
we had been directed, but finally the cab
man drove aa to another nice quiet one
at No. 15 Upper Woburn Place, where
we stopped during our stay in London.
We did no eight seeing the next day, be¬
ing thoroughly tired out, but on Wednes¬
day morning went to the famous Cathe¬
dral of 8U Paul. When wa entered we

found that the church service was being
chanted by two choirs of bora. Where
we sat the eflect of the masic was de¬
stroyed by the echo, which jumbled up
the deep tonee of the organ and the beau¬
tiful voice* of the boys in a aad conglom¬
eration. Probably in a better position
it would have been different. Upon the
conclusion of the services, we wan¬
dered about, obeerving different por¬
tions of this great building, which
rears its noble proportions over the
asbea of many churches," this being the
fifth that has been built upon the same
site. It was thirty-five years in building,
and cost £1,500,000. The monuments in
it are also very fine. We noticed many
were erected to officers who had served
in India. We saw, too, the tomb of
Wren, with its Latin inscription, the
translation of which is: "Beneath lies
Christopher Wren, the architect of this
church and city, who lived more than
ninety years, not for himself alone, but
for the public. Beader, do you seek his
monument? Look around 1" We wished
rery much to visit the whispering gallery
in the dome, where the slightest whisper
at one end is heard at the other, a dis¬
tance of 150 feet, but did not feel eqaal
to the long stairway. The evening of
this day we spent in the Royal Aoua-
rium. The following morning we did the
Tower, but our guide took us around so

rapidly and talked so much that when we

were through, we could not have told
whether the quantitiee of arms we had
seen in such beautiful arrangement were
in the Bell Tower or Bloody Tower,
whether Sir Walter Raleigh was impris-
oned in the White Tower or some other
Tower, whether the crown jewels wereuti
stair* or down, or whether they consisted
of a few pieces or many, and as for the
body armour and horse armour, all we

could remember was thst in s long nar-

row room'were two rows of armour from
the earliest periods up to more recent
dates. One thing though was remember¬
ed, and that was the place where the
beautiful Lady Jane Grey wm executed.
We went to our boarding house feeling
anything but satisfied with our visit to
the Tower. In the afternoon we went to
Westminister Abbey, but found service
in progress. We could only glance
around us, and wishing to examine some

of the grand old monuments, we left in¬
tending to return after the services were
over. Dismissing the carriage, we walk¬
ed through Hyde Park, and along Rotten
Row,then saw Buckingham Palace,and^-
nally stopped stthe Albert Memorisl just
ss thesun wss sinking benesth theWestern
horrixon, end found thst it wss entirely
too lste to return to the Abbey. This
wss a great disappointment, especisllvsa
it was our last shernoon in London. The
next morning we left for Liverpool,
resching there the evening of the ssme

day. On Ssturday evening, November
10, we went abosrd the stesmer Indis of
the Anchor Line. We ssiled st two r.
and were scsrcely out st ees when s gale
came op which continued until the next
Thursdsy, msking the ship roll fesrfolly,
and csusing most of the passengers to be
rery ses-slck end misersble. Nor in¬
deed did we bsve s quiet ees, until lesv-
ing the Bsy of Biscsy, for who ever hesrd
of thst obstreperous Bsy being cslm. A
description of these dsys would doubtless
be as uninteresting to your readers, as the
days themselves were to us. The morn¬

ing of Thursdsy wss commenced moet

unpropitiously, for before dswn, in the
fog, wa slmoet collided with another
steamer. The sounding of the fog horn,
end stopping of the engine suggested hor¬
rible things to us passengers shut up in

our dsrk ststerooms. The dsnger wee

averted though, end the day which had
threatened to usher us into eternity, car¬

ried: us into bright sunshine and s cslm
ees. The next aey wse even better, end
with the rising of the bsrometer our

epirite went up. During the dsy
we psssed the cosst of Portugsl
which wss dimly visible. The next night
in the quiet of the moonlight we glided
into the hsrbor of Gibrsltsr. It wss s

lo.ely night The watera were calm and
glittering, the great rocka of Gibral¬
tar bold and magnificent, theikTaboTe
clear and bine, like a dome in which ap¬
peared but onegreat light, bat that one

ao aoftly brilliant that itextingulahed all
the leeeer onei in it* own beauty. Thna
entering the qoiet harbor alter a tempea-
tnoue toyage atrikingly llloitrated the
lourney of life and the celeetial ba.en,
and the dellciona reat we there experienc¬
ed waa certainly a foretaate of bearenly
bliae. Around ue, too, were Teaeela large
and imall from the yarloui nations of the
earth,aafely retting without fear of the
ocean a anger, or the attacka of an ene¬

my. beneath the "ehadow of the rocka."

Religion* Kancor In Ireland.

It ia a imail but very weal¬
thy coanty of 70,860 acree incloeed, and
20,380 acree collated, and hating great
agricultural and manufacturing re-

sourcee. The Coaat Binge rani through
the county, riling to lofty peaki and
cofered with magoificent foreata, which
an often grand and majeatic, equaling
the groree of Calarerai and Maripoaa.
The manufacture, of the coanty include
thoee of leather, glue, aoap, powder, fnie,
beet sugar, and wooden war®.

Santa Crux City, which is the countj
seat, looks down from the Bay of Mon¬
terey and outupon the Pacific ocean. The
surrounding mountains that rise In the
distance behind must have been familiar
to the very earliest navigators. In fact,
the earliest of them all, the courageous
Roderiguex Cabrillo, mentions tnem.
What attracts the attention of the obeer-
ver is the fact that these mountains are

covered with trees, whereas all that have
been seen southward are bare.
Santa Crux ia reached by steamer from

San Francisco, or by the Southern Pa¬
cific railroad to Pajaro, taking the Santa
Crux narrow gauge twenty-one miles
from that point During the spring and
summer months this is one of the pleasant-
est sea-bathing resorts on the coast The
beach is magnificent and the drives in the
neighborhood are thoroughly beautiful
and romantic. This city was reached ?n
the progress of the establishment of a

line of missions up the coast, on the 25th
of September, 1701, and on the 27th of
February, 1793, the foundation stone of
a church was laid, with appropriate sol¬
emnities. Then came secularisation and
colonixation, and the town grew until it
was incorporated in March, 1876.
Santa Crux is a beautiful town of over

ing^ bushels; in beans, 400 acres yield¬
ing 3,915 boshels; in potatoes, 603 acres
