Wh
You sometimes publish snake stories

that are rather bard to swallow, I will
give you one that has the merit of being
true even if it does lack in some elements
of the wonderful. First, allow me to
preface it with the. following remark: 11
told it to a friend one time when we were

jogging along over the prairie in Indiana
on our way to the Grand Prairie of Illi¬
nois on a chicken hunt After I had
finished my story he mused for a moment,
and then looking me full in the eve said:
"See here, old fellow, I have read opeike,
Wilson, Stephenson, Munchausen, and
almost every other noted liar, but this
atory of vour'n is the biggest lie that I
ever read or heard told."
Without taking any offense, notwith¬

standing the roughness of language, for I
saw at once that my friend thought I had
told it as a vara, and not for the truth, I
¦imply said, "Bob! every word of it is
true, as near as I can tell it." Dropping
his eyes, and giving a low whittle, he
said: "You tell that story to-night
around the camp fire, and if there iB a

chap in the party who will believe
it, I will swear it is the truth, and be¬
lieve it if I can.
With this comment on my story, rela¬

ted hy way of preface, I will proceed with
it as follows
When about 16 years of age I went to

spend a few days at a farm ray father
owned Bome two and a half miles from
the city, and as the farm abutted on

Wheeling Creek which then contained
many more fish than it does now, I took
with me a fish spear, or what we called
a "gig." This was a trident shaped iron
with barbs on each tine or prong, and
was provided with a handle seven or eight
feet long; and as 'the tines were close
together quite small fish could be taken
with it as well as larger ones.

and waa surprised to find ita power of
constriction sufficient to almost paralize
the arm, and alao that, notwithstanding
the advantages 1 had in my hold by hav-
ing my thumb and fingers in the grooves
cut bv the iron, it was going to get ita
bead free. I took hold of ita tail with the
other hand to uncoil it from my arm, but
after taking off four or five coils I found
that the grip of itajbelly waa too strong to
be broken in that way, but seeing I had
about half the coils off I wound up what
I had taken off in the same direction I
had unwound it,leea enough to place on*

der my left foot, when by taking hold of
ita middle and unwinding I was able to
free the arm and throw the snake from
me, but went for it and caught it again,

A good way b> utilize the old dream (if

they will allow making over Princess*
style), it to malce the front breadth of
black silk or the darker color or ehade.
The garment button. on one tide of the
front breadth; the other simulates hot*
toning. The front breadth atopejustbe
fore reachiog the bottom of the skirl,
which is linisbed oil with two rows of
box-pleated raffles. Above this a dra-
per/, consisting of the ends of the
back breadths, are brought around to the
front low down on the skirt, and tied just
above the rulllee in a knot on the left
side of the front breadth. This drapery
should be finished with fringe, mixed,
both colors of the suit, and a passemen¬
terie border each aide of the front breadth,
continuing around the neck. The sleeves
are ot the same material as the lront
breadth, finished with a double cuff, the
upper of the same material as the prin¬
cipal part of the dress; both cufls are

pointed each side, sloping in the middle
where each buttons. A brown serge can

be very usefully combined with this soft
grey cachemire thai has a white or rath¬
er lighter shade of grey stripe running
through it. The front should be a plain
underskirt of the serge, with a scant
overskirt or apron of the cachemire that
starts about four inches from the bottom
ol the skirt at the back breadth, then is
slightly raised on the other aide; must be
fringed with a handsome fringe of brown
and grey. The back is made in a Merce¬
des train, flounced all the way up the
skirt. The first two flounces are of the
striped material cut bias, then one of
serge, two of the stripes, one of serge,
and so on.

The vest and sleeves are alao made of
serge. Overskirta proper are seldom
seen, but when they are they are made
scant and plain, with a decided style and
character that does not militate against
the clinging draperies of the Princesse.
An overakirt of that sort can be made up
in almost any kind of drees goods except
silk, is finished around the bottom with a

knife plaitiog (that falls just above the
ruffle of the underskirt), but does not ex¬

tend around the front, that being a sep¬
arate plain peice, trimmed across with
three bands about two inches wide. These
bands are buckled straps; if the dress is
black, jet buckles can be used, they now
come light enough; if the suit is in colors,
bucklea can readily be found to match al¬
most every color. Called by some French
bunting, is the old-fashiooed chally; cool
and light in all ahades of mastique and
grays, it is particularly adapted for com¬
bination with other colors; la often made
up over an old black, brown or navy
blue skirt, with trimminga to match. A
nice plain suit of three peicea can be had
for $25. When made up over an old
allk skirt it will probsbly cost just half.
An old black velvet skirt la very suitable
for this, with vest ot velvet. One of the
prettiest and cheapest suits, to say noth¬
ing of the most useful, is aaummer de-
beige of a beige color,with a vest of aah-
eeofroses silk, cut away jacket of the
debeige, cuff of the allk,cut off in longi¬
tudinal pointa. The vest Is in kilt plsiis,
with broad sash, bound with silk. For
lightness, durability, long,duaty journeya
that require rather cooler attire than
camel's hair, that baa been such a uni¬
versal favorite, there is nothing betler or

cheaper Iban these suiu which can be
bought for $16 or made for a trifle leaa.
Bourette grenadine ia u much a favorite
aa ever among the fancy dreaa goods; they
come high in the best quality, varying
from $25 to $50; the poorer qualities are

not entirely satiafactoy. Checks, black
and white or blue and white serges are

very reasonable, always pretty, vary in
price from $15 to $20 a suit, according to
the trimming. They are generally made
up in kilt anits, with either a silk saah
and trimmings or sash of the same.

Many persons think it a comparatively
easy taak to trim a bat or bonnet, but
even the simplest round bat requirea a

certain something to prevent its having
a home made look. In the first place,
there ii the neatness of the sewing, one

of the Isat things usually considered,
This is one ol the moat important points,
aa hats, now-adays require firm eewing
to keep the loops in position. The first
thing In trimming a hat or bonnet is to
line it neatly with a thin, soft allk the
color of the hat. If a bonnet, the face
trimming in connection with the outside
should be considered, as the two must
blend or barmonlie. The trimming
flowers or loops must first be securely
ftinned in. After trying nntil a success-

nl result is obtainad,sew with thread.or
silk is better. With tha variety of trim¬
ming and stylea at present in vogue, it
is easier to arrive at something becoming
for an amateur in millinery than it need
to be. In fact, the hat should match
with the suit. Where only two hata are

worn the dreaa hat might be of chip, or
imitation ohip, with pearls, black velvet,
or black lipe, or aounch of dowers.
The second hal should be black, trimmed
with black grenadine, tips, or oftantlmee
the broad braid of the dreee trimming,
or else afalnt suspicion of gold judicious¬
ly put on.
