It in remarkable bow many of the orig¬
inal and life-long Abolitionists.men
and women.and thoee early interested
in the antislavery movement are still
alive. not a few of them having paseed
the oft-quoted three toort and ten usually
accepted u the limit of human existence.

In washing delicate colored muslins

and linens, several essential points most
be observed if we intend preserving their
original freshness and beauty. First,
the/ should never be soaped or soaked.
If not too/oiled,wuh in almost cold wa¬

ter, make a lather of good bar soap.white is best.and in it dissolve a small
peice of alum. Use this dissolved soap
in the water, and rub the goods with the
bands, as fas as possible. Put through
two waters, and wrinse in two more. A
handful of salt or a spoonful of vinegar
in the rinsing water helps to brighten
and hold the colors. Wash only one ar¬

ticle at a time, and that very quickly.
I have found that the blue figures of
prints and calicoes were rendered perma¬
nent by soaking them for a short time in
strong salt and water.a pint of salt to
two quarts of water. A peice of sperma¬
ceti an inch square, and a teaspoonful of
salt, added to starch for muslins and lin¬
ens, give to them a fine, smooth, glossy ap¬
pearance, and prevent the iron from stick¬
ing.
As soon as starched, hang in a shaded

place.never in the sun.and iron imme¬
diately they are dry enough. A moder¬
ately hot iron only must be used,as many
delicate pinks, buffs and greens, will
change color as soon as a hot iron is

Elaced over them. Brown linen may be
ept looking like new, though repeatedly

washed, it always washed in starch-water
and hay-tea. For one dress, put a milk-
pan of timothy hay on the stove, pour
over hot water, cover, and boil until of a

deep green. Make two or three quarts of
flour starch the usual way, and into it
strain the bay tea. Take about one hali
of this mixture and add water, only
enough to wet the dress in every part
Let soak ten minutes; add a little more
warm water, and rub through without
soap. Rinse through more water than
used in rnbbing, with the starch and tea
strained in; squeeze, snap, and hang in
the shade to dry as quickly as possible.
Small flannel garment* for children may
be whitened by first dipping into suds,
wringing out, and hanging upon cords
across the top of a barrel, with two or

three table-poonfula of tlour-oi suipnur
burning underneath. It may be necessary
to repeat the process if very jellov.
Care mast be taken that the sulphur does
not blaze and burn the article*. Hang in
the air for a day or two; then wash and
rinse in bluing water. Scarlet flannel
may be washed in warm suds, to which if
added a quart of moderately thick Sour
starch, and then rinse in warm water.
A good method for washing woolen
shawls is, to dissolve a pound of white
soap in a little water, ana boil down un¬

til like jelly. When cool, add three ta-

blespoonfuls of turpentine,and one table-
spoonful of strong spirita of ammonia.
Wash thoroughly with this lather in
enough water to wet it, and rinse until all
the soap is out Then put through nit
water, and hang up where it will dry at
once.

That the Communists will everget

poMeasionof any government in the Uni-

bring it to its present shape, if it can be
overthrown. All the late advances of the
world have not been toward any form of
communism, but toward a wider diffusion
of individual ownership.that is,toward
the admission of larger numbers of pier-
sons to the responsibilities and pleasures,
easier traosfer and more secure possess¬
ion of property. What we are now threat-1
ened with, therefore^ not a great attempt
at community of goods, but a falling off
in security and ease and rapidity of ac-j
cumulation.
