Mr. Matthews said:
Mh. Phesidknt.I rise to a personal

explanation and a queatioo of privilege.
I feel that I ojre a duty to myself a* well
a* to the Senate which, however unpleas-
ant, I cannot in jaatice to either further
postpone or omit. The newapapera pub-
liahed here and elsewhere contain reporta
of atatementa made under oath in another
place, in reference to myaeJf, which are

calculated to reflect upon xny character
and atanding aa a member of thia honor¬
able body. Theae statement* appear to

bedeaigned toeatabliah.
1. That I was in aome way connected,

by participation or encouragement, in
the perpetration of alleged frauda in the
Preaideutial election in 1876, in Louiai-
ana, at or about the time of the canvasa
and return thereof.

2. That I waa party or privy to the
promiaea of protection and reward to the
officera charged with the dutiea in con-
nection with that election and the return*
thereof, made in consideration of the
frauda and perjury committed or to be
committed by them in reference thereto.

3. That having aubaequent knowledge
of auch frauda and of auch promiaea for
the purpose of concealing the former by
aaaiating in the execution of the latter, I
uaed my personal and official influence
to procure for Jamea E. Anderaon offi¬
cial employment in the Executive De¬
partment of the Government.
To each of theae accuaationa, whether

expreaaed or implied I reply by emphatic
denial. I deny that I waa connected in
any way by participation or encourage¬
ment; by knowledge, conaent or conniv¬
ance with any frauda,real or pretended, in
the Louiaiana election. I deny that I waa
a party or privy to any promiaea of pro¬
tection or reward to any one in consider¬
ation of the commission by them of
frauda, real or pretended, in that election.
I deny that I made efforts to procure an
official appointment for Anderaon, with
knowledge or belief on my part that he
or any one eke had been guilty of any
fraud in connection with that election
or in fulfillment of any promiaeof re¬
ward that had been made to him on that
or any other consideration whatever, on
the contrary, I assert upon my honor as a

Senator wbich I am prepared to main¬
tain upon my oath that I do not know
and never have believed that any auch
frauda were, in, fact, ever committed;
thatl do not know that any promise waa

ever made to Anderaon or any one elae in
conaideration of fraudulent aervicea
in connection with the Presidential elec¬
tion. Anderaon. in my little intercourse
with him, all of which has taken place
since March 4th 1877 never aaaerted
expressly or by any innuendo that Sher¬
man or any one else had ever promiaed
him office or anything elae, either for
doing wrong or right; never aaked any¬
thing from me or through me by virtue
of any such promise. On the contrary
Anderaon expressly and passionately ap¬
pealed to me on the ground that he had
rendered honest, and honorable, and law¬
ful, and efficient service to the .Republi¬
can cause in Louisiana, at the sacrifice
ot time and monev and peril to his life,
and that he had lor that cause incurred
odium and hostility from political oppo¬
nents.
Theonly wrong I understood or believed
him to be guilty of waa in having untruly
pretended he had been guilty of things
he now again pretends to confess. That
wrong I had no information of until after
his appeal to me for my aid had been re¬

sponded to by an act of my good will in
his behalf. His disclosure ofit, with the
delivery of the false documents which
constituted it.Isupposed was intended bj
him and was regarded by me aa an atone¬
ment for and the undoing of it. Upon
that footing only I received them. It
nerer for a moment occurred to me that
the poaaeaaion of them by me could
be miaconatrued into an oflenae, and
believed that the only uae which their
publication could aerve would be to prop
ogate the miachievoua and scandalous
falsehood. The only error, if there be
one, of which I am conscious, is in hav¬
ing recommended to the office a person
who had meditated and prepared a wrong,
but who had, aa it appeared to me, with*
drawn from performing it. But as there
aeema to be an attempt to magnify into
one link what ia alleged to have con¬
stituted a conapiracy againat important
public rights, and as the coloring thus
sought be given to my conduct affects
my standing and character in this honor¬
able body, I consider it a matter of priv¬
ilege that the Senate should inquire into
the subject ai affectinic it not less than
myself. I have the honor, accordingly,
to submit the following resolution:

porta named. Equity in all auch mattera
waa justice, and competition waa the life
of trade.

He waa oppoeed
to all subsidies upon principle.
Mr. Beck opposed the bill in a lengthy

.ubeidy buaineaa where waa all thia money
to come from ? It could not be raieed
by increasing the tax on tobacco or on
distilled spirita I It could not be raieed
by taxing the banka, and the tariff could
not be increaaed. Where did the Sena-
torn propose to get the money from.
These were important questions for the
American Congreaa to consider. We
were protected to death and now it waa
aough to subsidize us to death.
Mr. Bayard spoke in opposition to any

subsidy to the Brazialian steamship line.
Waa it just to pay a man $150,000 per
annum for carrying the mails onhia own

sbipe when incoula be done for $1,200
per annum?
Mr. Thurman said, if ever there was

unanimity in any community it was

among the people of Ohio. On thia quea-
tion of subsidy the opinion of the people
io that state had been expressed by reso¬
lutions through the precs and in every
way, and there never was a man more

completely instructed than he was, there¬
fore he would vote igainst the bill. This
wu a acheme to trkethe money out of the
National Treasury to make these ships
more profitable.

A strike occurred at Blacksburg a

abort time ago, which was satisfactorily
adjusted, and the men engaged in it re*

turned to work aa usual. On Friday
last it waa found that a blacksmith who
had taken part in the strike bad been
discharged, whereupon the miners insist¬
ed that he should be re-employed. .Thia
waa refused on the part of his employera,
and aa aoon aa the refusal waa made
known all the miners except sixteen
came out and refused to work until the
demand waa complied with. On Satur¬
day a meeting of miners from other lo¬
calities waa held, and between fire
and eight hundred of them were in at¬
tendance from different portions of the
Valley. They demanded that the six¬
teen miners who were at work should
come out, which demand waa complied
with. A vote waa then taken whether
the aixteen who had jumped at work,
together with the managers, should be
lynched. This project waa defeated by a

email majority and the crowd then dis¬
persed, but on leaving, several bank
wagons, which were standing on an in-
cline, were wrecked by: irresponsible
parties. The other mlnera are making
efforta to discover who were the guilty
parties, with a view to having them dis¬
charged. Although the strike still con¬

tinues, no serioua trouble ia anticipated.
