At the same meeting
the Board by ordinance provided ''That
to each pupil of the senior class, of good
deportment, and attaining to decrees of
excellence in study, shall be given on

grtded form the pupil's attainments in
brtncbes therein named."
Tbe ordinance further provides thtt tbe

"Diplomta shtll be twarded at the close
of each school year to pupils who, upon
a fair test examination under direction
of the Superintendent, shall be deemed
worthy."
To insure a "fair teat examination"

jour .Superintendent carefully prepared
the question in the several branches and
compared them with (be published lists
of questions as found in the report* of
Superintendents of other citiei, and sub¬
mitted by them to pupils at their final ex*
amination, in schools of like grade.

devoted to the work of examination. The
graduating pupils were all brought to¬
gether and examined in presence of each
other, and of their Principals.

Who Was It?.It ia hard to believe

that we hate amone us any man or claaa
of men who would deliberately act a trap
for the lives of their fellow men. It u
true, however, aa instanced in the das-
tardly act committed several night* since
at Messrs. Armstrong & Co.'s waya at the
old boat yard. They had a barge on the
waya taken out for repair*. The hooda
were lilted off the druma around which
the lines used in drawing out the boata
and holding them on the waya are coiled,
and the line* deliberately cut almost
through. This waa not discovered until
aome time after the men bad been at
work on the boat the next morning.
If there bad been any repaira to
be made on the bottom of the boat
it would have been neceaaary to raiae it
with jicka and the men ao employed
would bare been under the bottom. There
are a hundred chances to one that in jack-
ing up the boat the lines would have part¬
ed and the boat dropped down and just
about aa many chance* that every man
under it would have been killed. What
revengeful motive could have prompted
the act is at present unknown. All indi¬
cations, however, point to a design upon
the employes rather than upon the em¬

ployers, aa if it had been otherviae there
would not have been such care to hide
the work, and pecuniary damage to a
much greater extent could easily have
been done to the employers without dan¬
ger to their workmen. It ia to be hoped
that Messrs. Armstrong A Co. will suc¬
ceed in ferreting out the perpetrators.
