Pitkin's Opinion of the Psckard
Legislature.

Washihoton, June 27..The Potter
Committee to day questioned Ex-Marshal
Pitkin upoo the method of employing
Deputy Marshals io Louisiana.
Mr. Pitkin said he always believed io

the legalitv of the Packard Legislature,
and was of the opinion that the Packard
government could have sustained itself
within three weeks after recognition by
the administration.

Witness narrated the atatement made
to him by George J. Sway, of the confer¬
ence of members of the Packard Legisla¬
ture, and the membera of the McVeigh
Commission, immediately preceding the
withdrawal of the troora and the recog¬
nition of Nicholls. The examination
was continued at length upon the acts
of the McVeigh Commission, and General
Butler requested that Packard be aub-
fioeoaed to appear.before leaving the
country.

1fes*rs. Hiscock and Cor said the mi¬
nority of the committee were disposed to
accept the testimony of Pitkin as regards
the affaira in Louisiana, and suggested
that additional witnesses would only ac¬
cumulate the evidence and delay progress
of the investigation.
During the discussion Butler remarked

that he wanted the great fraud probed to
the bottom.
Mr. McMabon said the question of po-

ing into the investigation of the McVeigh
Commission had been decided in secret
session and he voted for it upon the
ground that General Butler informed the
Commission that an agreement had bee*:
entered into whereby the fraudulent
count of the votes of Louisiana had been
made effectual, and that he could prove it.

It was finally decided tosettle the mat¬
ter in secret session.

General Butler to witness.I desire to
a>k you if you had any conversation with
either Hawley or Harlan before they re»
turned to Washington after the recogni¬
tion of the Nicholla government? An¬
swer.Yes sir, I had.
Q. What was said about providing for

those who had lent the Administration
their aervices ? A. They aaid that when
they arrived in Washington they would
see Mr. Hayes and arrange to have all
the leading Bepublicana who had borne
the brunt of the work in Louisiana taken
care of.
Q Did that include Anderson? A.

Anderson's name wasn't mentioned.
Q. Could the Kellogg Government have

maintained itself without the aid of the
Federal troops? A. Yes sir. There was

no Federal troops in New Orleans in
1874.
Mr. Pitkin gave the detailed atory of

this caucus which he bad received from a

member of the Packard Legislature at
that conference.

After a good deal of discussion Mr.
McVeigh said: "If you want to fight you
can do it, but on next Tuesday the troops
will be withdrawn and as the courts are

in the hands of the Democrats you will
all be hung op to the lamp posts." The
next morning the Packard Legislature
was virtually disbanded. The witness
was prepared with papers, newspaper
clippings, and the like. Mr. Butler him-
s9lf had a scrap book in his hand
which contained a number of clip¬
pings from the newspapers rela¬
ting to the McVeigh commiassion,
and its work while in New Orleans. One
of these was a statement by Duprez, man¬
ager of the New Orleana Ikmocrai, to the
effect that three members of the Packard
Legislature, who bad gone over to the
Nicholla body in order to make a quo¬
rum, had been heavily bribed by a lottery
company in the interest of the Democratic
party.
Witness saidSwatey told him that Gen.

Harlan alao exhibited great netulance
during the conference referred to, and
ssid the Commission had been down there
about as long as they wanted to atay, and
this thing must be fixed up.

ing baa been done to chastise the Indians.
New Orleans, June 27..A Galveston

Newt special sajs: The San Antonio
stage waa attacked By five Indiana yeater-
day about fivemilea east of Pecos Station.
There were five persons on board, among
them Schellzky, of Chihuahua, Max
Schultz and A. 8. Robert*, of Galveaton,
and Lieutenant Avers. The Indians were

lying along the aide of the road within a

few feet of the stage. Ten or fifteen shots
were fired, and Max 8chultz waa wound¬
ed in the leg.
A party of Indiana visited Torres'

rancbe, on the Peccos, and shot a man
named James £. Garza in the leg. He
waa out in search of horses and encoun¬
tered the Indiana in a cornfield. On the
24tb two cowmen were attacked by In¬
diana and one of tbem wounded. This
happened near Castle Gap. These Indians
are from Mexico.
WARM SPRING INDIANS DIfAFFECTED.
San Francihco, June 27..Portland

dispatch: It la the belief of old reaidents
in Eastern Oregon that all the Indians
in that section are disaffected, and that
they will be ready on slight provocation
to take up arms againut the white*. Even
the Warm Spring Indians, who have been
friends of the Government and who have
on several occasions rendered efficient
service againat the murderous tribes of
their own race, refuse to put their forces
against the Bannocks, and it is thought
that a large party of them will go with
the hostile*. It begins to look aa if the
Indians intend to do their worst thia
Summer.
Galveston, Texas, June 27..A spec¬

ial from Macon,Texas, says: The Indians
referred to in my telegram of yesterday,
raided upon and captured over one hun*
dred head of horses in the vicinity
of Johnson's Ford, they were pursu¬ed and overtaken between Helmet,
Cedar Creek and Nueros. A lively
skirmish ensued, which resulted in the
death of three Indians and the recapture
of all the horse*. The whitea auffered no
loss aa yet heard from, unleas it be the
killing of a few horses. No additional
particulara yet.

The Hot Kpringa Oinlaaion.
Washington, June 27..'The Clerk of the
House haa written toSenator Doraey in re¬

sponse to what that gentleman termed sus¬

picious circumstances in connection with
the enrollment of the Sundry CivilAppro-
priation Bill, whereby appropriations
for the Hot Springs Commiaaionera were
omitted.
