Wrlkburg HcnJd.
The Brooke county Grand Jury will

have the opportunity to try its teeth on

the P. W. A Ky. Railroad Company now,
on its first meeting, and we do not well
see how it can avoid it, if it wants to. A
train of seven cars,carrying, as is stated,
about three hundred persons, passed
through the entire county on Sabbath
last on an excursion to Pittsburgh,
naking no.pretenae of necessity or any-
tiling of that sort, and as it was done
la broad daylight, with a full knowledge
of the law regulating such matters, and
an equally full knowledge of the pub¬
lic sentiment relating thereto, it is
fairly presumable that the railroad
management intended that the matter
should, thereby and promptly, be
brought before the lepal authorities, to
the end that a definite understanding
should be had. We infer that the com¬

pany wants to know authoritatively,
whether they will be allowed to run ex¬

cursion trains on Sunday. The infor¬
mation is doubtless deeireable and they
could not well have taken a more
business like way to get it. We like
square issues of just that kind. Without
indulging any comments, we hope that
they inav have a fair opportunity of test¬
ing their rights in the premises, and
have all the law they want. Let the grand
jurv respond to the invitation. It the
rsilroad people have tbe law on their
side, all right; if they have not, the soon*
er the company finds that it cannot over¬

ride law, or the rights of other people,
the better for the community and rail*
road people too.

Prospective Coal Miners Strike.
Pittsburgh, June 27..A general re¬

duction in the price of mining coal in tbe
Monongahela valley seems imminent
Messrs. Woods & Schrader and Jones,
heavy operators, are now paying but two
cents per bushel, and O'Neill's men will
go in at the same rate on Monday, fi. B.
Hayes 4 Bro. say they will not allow their
diggers to work unless they mine at two
cents. CapL Joseph Walton is paying
two and one-fourth cents, and Capt. Jos.
A. Stone has been paying tbe same, but
the latter has shut down his works until
after the Fourth of July, and when he
(tarts up again will pay but two cents. J.
C. Eisber A Co. have stopped their works,
and the men in tbe employ of William
Neel are likewise Idle. Coal is now be¬
ing mined on the Kanawha and lower
Ohio at lj cents, and in some places as

low as Ifr cents per buibel, and in view
of this fact and the redaction thathaa al¬
ready been made in some of the mines
here, it is almost certain that there will
soon be a general reduction to two cents
in the mines up the Monongahela.
Thb Washington correspondent of the

Boston Herald gives three reasons for
Congress's prodigality about appropri¬
ations. They are :
u First, the desire of tbe Republicans

to bring up the appropriations to the fig*
uree of the Republican Congresses, and
to prevent the Democrats from taking
tbe credit in tbe coming political cam¬
paign of having reduced the expendi¬
tures of tbe government; second,the des¬
perate intentions of tbe Democratic dem*
agogues and inflationists to increase the
appropriations to such an extent as to
compel Secretary Sherman to abandon
hia policy of uaing the income of tbe
government, usually applied to the Sink*
tag Fond, for the accumulation of gold
for resumption purposes; third, the riot*
oas .desire of the prodigal sons tromthe
Southern Slates to kill the fatted calf and
have a good time in their father's house."

The Democratic Boom u

Etyoicm ol Democratic Econ¬
omy.

CltreUnd Leader.
With the advent of a Democratic

Houm of Repreaentative* at Washington
a change «u promised in the nauonal
expenditures, and alas, a change »u

really made, fiat it vu not of the char¬
acter promised. The Republicana hid
made reduction* In expense* ateadily,
from year to rear, doing away with all
public offioee made superfluous by the
close of the war, following with undevi-
ating inflexibility the steady decline in
price*, the gradual ahrinkage in value*
and the increased purchasing power of
money. The*e reductiona were not made
by the committee* except with the advice
and co-operation of the heada of depart¬
ment*. This course secured a harmoni¬
ous onion of the Executive and legisla-
tire officera in the interest* of national
economy resulting in cutting down ex¬
penditures for the seven years ending
June 30,1875, an aggregate of $53,385.-
239 84, a yearly average of $8,340,748 55.

It ia a public miafortune that the De¬
mocracy did not follow tbia excellent ex¬

ample in the change tbey inaugurated.
Aa the Finance Committee wa* compo*ed
of men ignorant of the necessities of the
Government they should have consulted
the heada of departmenta upon their
prospective needs, but thla they declined
to do. They were "reformera" and bold¬
ly announced their determination to re¬
duce expenses to the tune of $50,000,000
per year. Before the appropriation bill
passed this large aum had dwindled down
to $19,000,000. But this wa* not a saving.
This reduction wa* an absolute los* to the
whole nation£verydeparuuent of thepub-
lie aervice wa* crippled and aome were

compelled to contract debt* to meet indis¬
pensable expenses. Public works all over
the country were stopped, the work thus
far done being allowed to fall to pieces,
men discharged by the tens of thousands
and aent to enforce the army of idlers
that were crowding at the doors of every
branch of induatry. To show how this
worked, one illustration will suffice. In
the Poatoffice Department $140,000 wa*

the sum demanded by the Postmaster-
General for the printing required for the
transaction of official business, and, aa a

number of new office* had been establiah-
ed, the committee was admonished of the
imperative nece**ity of thi* amount
Bat the wi*e-acre* on the committee cut
this down to$100,000. The result wa* that
early laat January the Houae wa* told
that the appropriation would be exhaua-
ted before the end of March, and that
from thirty to forty thousand dollars
would be needed before the end of the
fiscal year. The appropriation wa* de¬
layed until aome time in April, and the
Postoffice Department had entirely ex-

hauated the aupuly of blanka for register¬
ed letters and other papera of importance.
Before tb6~Work of printing waa resumed,
orders for regiatered letter blanka had
accumulated at the Department from 20,-
000 offices. All that was asked for by the
Postoffice Department was finally appro¬
priated, but only after subjecting the busi-
neA'community all over the country to
great annoyance. But the Democracy
sent their boast* broadca*t of having re¬

duced appropnationa $50,000,000. The
aequel shows that this redaction was not

permanent, but that it has nearly all
been added before this to the expense* of
the various department* for which it
should have been originally appropria¬
ted.
