We have given the public the benefit

of Mr. Blurt remarki, because be stated
explicitly tbit certain members of the Sec¬
ond Branch admitted that thej had voted
for these outrageous expenditures initia¬
ted by their body in the faith that they
would be defeated by the First Branch,
and becsuse he did not make them from
the secure position of one who holds
over, but being one of the members whose
term expires this year be is willing to
stand or fall by his assertions. He might
well exclaim, what would become of the
city of Wheeling if it had no First
Branch of Council? Furthermore, a* a

reporter in the First Branch for years,
we are satisfied of the correctness of Mr.
B.'s characterixation of 8econd Branch
legislation. We affirm, without fesr of
successful contradiction, that seven-

tenths of the financial legisla¬
tion originating in the Second
Branch is either killed outright or great*
ly modified in the First Branch,and it is
solely on account of the careful revision
by the latter body of the financial meas¬

ures initiated in the former body that the
city of Wheeling has to-dayone single dime
to appropriate to the general expenses of
lis various departments. The question now
is how tostop this reckless syatem of car¬

rying on our municipal sffiirs. Ugder
the present circumstances it is a most
important question, and should receive
the earnest attention of both branches of
Council. We believe that thorough re*

form can only be consummited by plac¬
ing a full share of Individual respon*
nihility upon the membership of
tie Branch in which all business
involving, the expenditure of money or¬

iginates. This can only be done by re¬

quiring a recorded vote upon the adop-
tion of all ordinances and upon all finan¬
cial measures. It may almost be regard*
ed as a certainty that if members of Coun*
cil had to go on the record, much of the
legislation which slips through on a sim¬
ple viva voce vote could never stand the
ordeal of the record. This is found to be
the case in all legislative bodies, and
there is nothing dsrogatory in saying that
thfc City Council would be benefitted by
the application of the rule. There is an*
other reason paramount to all others in
favor of the recorded vote, which is that
all ordinances anJ all measures for ths ex*
penditure of money require a two-thirds
vote to pass them, and there is no oer-

tainty that the law is complied with
exospt when a division is called for,
unless the roll is called and the vote re*

corded. Indeed, it is a question that
may be fairly raised whether the roll
oall is not involved in the statutory pro¬
vision requiring a two-thirds, and In
eome cases, which may beoome more

frequent in the near fatore, ft four-fifthe
vote. At any rate, there U a possibility
oI having » pceeidmf officer determined
to pat through ft pet measure ftt all hi*-
ftrd, who may pronounce ft measure

adopted when it may here lees then

^wo-thirds, u required by lew. Again,
it is often the cue that membere be¬
come disgusted with certain measures

and becoming inJlen ahow their contempt
by limply refoiing to tote, end a repre-
henaible measure is thus paeaed often

Thia la what
might be termed bulldozing ft meftaure

through Council.

It ia but right and proper that each
member of the Council ahould shoulder
hla ihare of the reipomibility for all im¬
portant legislation, and we therefore re-

apectfnlly suggest that if the Uw permits,
the Council should by ordinance require
a recorded rote on thepsssage of all ordi¬
nances and all measures for the expendi¬
ture of money.

National Narrow Gauge Bai lroad
Convention at Cincinnati.

Bedford, Ihd., June 25th, 1878.
Editon IoUlll*«ncer.
The National Narrow Gauge Railroad

Convention, which assembled in St. Louis,
June 19th, 1872, adopted the following
resolution:

Raolvcd, That in view of the necessity
of concert of action, and the diasemination
of information on construction and pract¬
icability of narrow gauge railroada, a

National Cmtral ExtctmvxCottMiT-
tb, consisting of thirteen persons, be
appointed, to whom all applications may
be made for information, and all statistics
bearing on the question be forwarded.
Said committee to hare full authority to
call the "narrow gauge" advocates into
convention at such times and places as

they may think proper, and to take auch
action as they may deem advisable to

advance the general interests of the nar¬

row gauge movement.
In accordance with the above, bv order

of the Committee, a National Narrow-
Gauge Convention is hereby called to
meet in Cincinnati, July 17th, 1878.
Six years having elapsed since the

meeting of the "Hrst National Narrow
Gauge Convention and the call for the
present one, during which period several
hundred miles of Narrow Gauge Road
have been built annually, and put in
operation, it will offer an opportunity for
Narrow Gauge Contractors and Managers,
Locomotive Builders, Car Builders,
Manufacturers of Railway Supplies, and
Rail Makers:

1st. To practically compare the cost
of the two systems, standard and narrow

To practically compare the power
and speed of Locomotives.

3d. To practically compare the capac¬
ity, comfort and safety of Passenger Rol¬
ling Stock.

4tb. To practically compare the capac¬
ity of Freight Rolling 8tock.

5th. To practically compare the ques¬
tion of Dead Weight.

6th. To practically compare the Op¬
erating Expenses of the twogaugee.

7th. To practically ascertain how far
Narrow Gauge saving in first cost, in¬
terest account, dead weight, wear and
tear, repairs, material for repairs, and
taxes, affect paasenger and freight rates.

8th. To practically compare the Nar¬
row Gauge with the standard Gauge, at

the meant of development.
9th. To practically demonstrate that

from the comparatively amall cost of the
Narrow Gauge, that it is within the
means of numerous localities to provide
themselves with railroad facilities, by the
adoption of the new cheap tyiUm, where
otherwise they must necessarily remain
without them for manv years.

10th. To practically demonstrate^ to
the full satisfaction of Capital, that Nar¬
row Gauge Roads, in favorable localities,
economically constructed and operated,
are good and safe investments.
These questions are of grave impor¬

tance to the present and future interests
of the |>eople of the United State*, and
can all be answered in favor of the new
system, provided Delegates fo the Con¬
vention come prepared to make full re¬

ports of the cost of their respective roads,
aa well as reports of Operating Expenses.

¦BOX MAKING REVOLUTION.

An Invention that U Expected to
Supercede Fuddling.

Pituborgh Dispatch of Teiterd*y.
Considerable excitemeoV hu been cre¬

ated among the boilers and puddlers of
thia vicinity over an experiment that i«
being tried at Brown, Bonnell A Co/a rol¬
ling Mill, in Youngstown. It in a patent
process of paddling, and if the inven¬
tion of Rev. Dr. Cbapin, a Presbyterian
divine who for several months filled the
pulpit of the Firit Preabjterian Church
in that place. A reporter of the Sact,
who investigated the matter, found in the
new mill, suspended a dozen feet from the
ground, was a vast iron tank or vat, re¬

sembling more than auything else in the
world a peanut-roaster, except that it was
mammoth in size. To the left of it was
a great wheel,while a few feet in the rear
was a sheet-iron unk, at least twelve feet
in height. This was an air reservoir, and
the air was being pumped into the reaer-
voir by a sort of an engine and pumpwhich was puffing away, making a terri¬
ble noise. A long pipe went from the
reservoir to the big vat, where the pud¬
dling was to be done. This pipe conveys
the air into the vat, and in this way the
blast wu obtained. The reporter asked
Mr. Richard Brown what the odd looking
vat suspended there meant: "Oh," said
Mr. Brown, pleasantly," thst is some¬
thing which if it succeeds willdoawav
with the hot dollar and strikes and slid¬
ing scales and all other such patents. It
is an invention of Dr. Chapln. who ia
quite a cbemiftL He thought it might
work, ahowed it to our firm, and we liked
it so well we were willing to apend a lit¬
tle money to try it."
The reporter then asked to be enlight-

ened as to how it was operated.
M Well," said Mr. Brown,M it ia yet in

a very crude state, but the idea ia to putthe molten iron into the vat, and of
coursewith the blast blowing upon it it will
decarbonize, and after a while it will be
taken out, pot into a furnace, boiled and
balled ready for the squeezers. The big
wheel on the left la to turn the vat over
so that the iron mav be poured out when
ready to boil. What you see in the
vat now is cinder that hu been put in
this afternoon and ia burning. It is to
glaxe over the surface of the vat. The
experiment of puddling will be made
hereafter."
The reporter asked Mr. Brown what

would be the result if the new inven¬
tion wu a success.

M The result would be," he uid, " that
in a verv few months there would not
be a puddling furnace in the (Jolted
States. It will revolutionize the pud-dHnj^of iron, and this method will be

Dr. Chspin, who wu standing near,
felt aangulne of suoceM, saying that the
experiment might prove a failure at first,
but it could be ascribed to the air pump,which probably lacked the requisite pow¬
er. The teat of the invention will proba¬
bly take place to-day.

A Lady's Opinion ot Jm. Slew*
art*Splendid Sail Boat.

uncu remember a description of Mr.
Joe. Stewart'* new sail boat, which waa

given a week or ao ago, therefore, it will
be unnecessary to again gire the dimen-
siona. Beeidea no verbal description
could convey any idea of the beauty of its
structure. It muat beaoen to be apprecia-
ted. I will, however, atate that it is built
without "riba," which atrikes me as being
a particalarly deairable way of building
a pleaaure boat. Biba are so much in
the way you know.
A New York gentleman visiting here

some days ago, was boasting of aome one
in his State who hadaucoeeded in build¬
ing a staunch craft with but three riba.
He found in our own little 8tate and city,
a person with aufficient genius to build a

better boat with none at all Good
judges of water-crafts pronounce the
boat perfect in every respect. I do not
profeaa to be a judge of ita merits nau-

tically apeaking, but, after a five mile
trip up the river, to the Ohio Valley
Grove, and back again, in the cool of the
evening, I can pronounce it perfectly de-
ligbtful to travel in. A rather peculiar
circumstance connected with the boat I
will relate' At the time it was launched
Mr. 8. had two piecea of timber to reat
it upon. When the boat pasted into the
water one piece was seen floating, and aa
the other was not visible it wu supposed
to have floated away unobserved. But
yeaterday, when landing at the grove,
aomething was discovered under the
stern of the boat, and, upon inspection,
proved to be the missing timber. It had
gone into the water with the boat, and
had ataid there under the boat ever
since it was launched. Tbia reminded
Mr. 8. of a circumstance related
bv his father aome years aeo. The
old gentleman ran a line of
keel-boats upon the upper Ohio. 8ome
of his men would select a certain pole to
use, and become much attached to it,
thinking no others would work as well.
One day one of the men lost his favorite
pole, and After an ineffectual search was

obliged to Uke another and ge with his
boat to Pittsburgh. Considerable grumb-
ling was heard from him on the way, and
no doubt the auppoaed thief was anathe-
matired in a manner peculiar to Keel-
boatmen. But judge of his astouishment
upon unloading at Pittaburgh to find that
his pole had been under the boat the
whole distance. Of course it wm kept
there by the upward pressure of the wa¬

ter. Mr. 8. related this anecdote with
xest. After spending a pleasant day at
the grove Mr. S. took in a number of the
pic-nic-ers and a very pleasant trip home
was highly enjoyed by young and old.
All unite in giving the genial proprietor
of the "Nellie" heartfelt thanks lor the
most delightful close to a happy day.
