The Work ot the Labor Com*
mluee.

The Congressional Labor Committee
at New York have undertaken a work
that ia probably without a parallel in
this or an/ other country, to-wit: a con-

puliation with the masses with a view of

eliciting from them their real grievance!
and of hearing their suggestions ax to

what legialation ia necessary to amelior¬
ate their oondition. Those who read the

datly reports of the conversations between
the committee and the labor representa¬
tives will be as much puzxled as the com¬
mittee in arriving at any practical solu¬
tion of the difficulties which surround the
labor question. No two of the parties
who have appeared betore the committee
are able to alike formulate either the
causes or the remedies for the hard times
which all agree are pressing with severity
upon the various branches of industry
which they represent.
Those of them who think they have a

clear;conception of the matter are of the
Social or Communist School and the
whole drift of their theories is the sub¬
version of the present order of things.
Mr. Balholomew, of tbo 8ocial Demo-

cr.u, would have HO accumulation of

property .n private hand., all should,
remain in the powe«ion and under the
control ol the government lor the benefit
ol the people, he would break down all
desire to accumulate and have workmen
w .,t content with the as.ur.nce ol con-;
lUU>l work,he would hare the n.tior.one
grand Co operative Society. The Com¬
mittee questioned him cicely on the preo.
.teal working, ol Co-operative Societiee,
«t he who assumed to lar down the
theory ol a national system of commu-

uism .0 utterly stultified him.elf in at¬

tempting to erplaio the working, on a

limited scale, that hi. socialist friends
were contained to cry out, what an awl
what an a..! He eat down in conlu.ion.
Mr. Bennett, a cigar maker, wanted

machinery .0 regulated that it would not

cause an enforced idleness among work-

iogmeu. Co-operative societies were hie
twao ideal of workingmen's aiaooiationn,
bat h« admitted that cigar maker, could
U0t go into the arrangement for want of

capital.' Capital,that very Instrument of

oppmslon which all of hi. cla« had
been heaping curaee upon, wa. necessary
to the accomplishment of a great good
for the working man. The »aine party
thought that the reduction of hour, ol
labor to eight hour, per day would in-
crease wage., and yet he exhibited the
crudenea. of hi. idea, on the .ubjeot when
Mr. Bayard, of Illinois, asked htm if a

reduction of labor hour, to «ix per day
would not further increa«e wage.. He
Ml down In alienee, unable to answer.

All tho talkera have .0 far shown
their utter incapacity for every¬
thing except denunciation, have .hown
how little there i. of Intelligent
thought among them upon patter, of

paramount intere.t to large tna»ea ol
their fellow.,and upon which the aim of
the Government In appointing the able
committee wa. to really get light and in¬

formation by actual contact with the

people. Everything that ha. been sug-
geeted la confined to the narrow limit, of
iami.or wild theories .hooting about the
political firmanent like meteor, in the
,ky, without real suhttance or value in
the economy of government. Upon one

point only the variou. conversationalists
siree and that i. their adverse comment,
upon the usa of machinery. That this
prejudice against the u.e of labor-saving
machinery ia founded upon the direat
ignorance of the benefit, which have ac¬

crued therelrom to the maw. of the peo¬
ple in all civtliaed countries 1. happily
aet forth in an able article in tho Chicago
Tnbvnt, in which It .aye:
"ft i. worth while to consider the gen¬

eral aa well aa the .pecial effect, of em¬

ploying labor-saving machinery. Let
the molt extreme ca»e be taken nl Mine
production where, by the Introduction of
machinery, the number ol persons em¬

ployed has been reduced to °n*lo"rl£Ld the production quadrupled. TM*
would necessitate the di^«g« <>'«hr""
loartbi ol the men enfiged in
Weconcede that for the lime being, and
until theae same penona couldfinde^ployment at eome other work, the change
would be oppreuive upon tbenj but they
necessarily form but a minute Pr°P°r'
tion of the whole population, and the
welfare and benefit otthe whole la of such
magnitude that private lossee nmat be
endured. The Increase of prdductioo
U .o great, and the cost to con-
surners so much reduced, that
the whole population .hare and
enioy the blessing of increaaed abun¬
dance. Thu. all claam ol populal on are
I oaoceelty consumsrs, and all enjoy the

abundance, comfort, and luxury of the
increnwl consumption ol tni» world*
mods made poaalble by the reduction InETcoat of production. Thu. the stone¬
cutter. enjoy the benefit, of having .hoe.,
«>lU>n goods, woolen cloth., haU and caps
flannels, carpet., furniture, glass and
earthen-ware, cutlery, breadstuffs, meata,IS .verything el* entering Into domee-
tio OHe for themaelvee ami family at
prioea not averaging one-fifth ol what^e artidea would coet io the absence ol
labor-eaving machinery. To etop ma¬
chinery would relee the cost of sawed
granite, but it would alao proportion¬ately Increaae the coet of everything the
.too* cnUar iltncU in naed ol lor nil own
or hi* family'* om.
Thtre ia one onltewtl law from which

there ic oo eecape. Human wants grow,
Inert**. and expand in the exact proDor-
lion to the ability to gratify them. When
cloth waa made by band,*«uitof cloth*
sot only served u long u three or four
suits now serve, bat also deeetadea from
lire to ion, and at bast *u inferior com¬
pared with what is now attainable. The
household furniture of half a century
ago would be extremely plain in to*
humblest bouses of to-day; home-made
csrpets, the product of long years' accu¬
mulation of rags, were then a luxury.
To abolish the use' oi labor-saving -ma¬
chinery would be to turn the world back¬
ward to"comparalive barbarism, and the
remanding of the people to wooden ahoee,
leather breeches, and home-spun linsey,
would in no part of the world produce
such a revolt aa among the free working
people of the United States. The comforts
and abundance, in the matter of clothing,
variety of food, and household convenien¬
ce*,would never be surrendered; tbe steam
saw and planing mill worked a revolution
in the cost of wooden building material,
and though it took away an immense
amount of labor onoe performed by band,
it increased the demand for sawed and
planed lumber, giving employment to an

increased numf>er of carpenters and join¬
ers, and with increased wages. Tberehas
been no invention for the saving of labor
which has ever hsd ihe permanent effect
of reducing tbe number of workmen or

their wages. The granite-cutters widely
mistake the truth when they assume that
if there were no stone-sawing machinery
tbe same amodnt of stone would be con¬

sumed as there now is.. They overlook
tbe fact that the uie of machinery has so

reduced the price of stone as a building
material as to bring it into general use,
and that in nine case* out of ten stone is
used because of its cheapness when brick
won Id otherwine be used. There are pro¬
bably three times as many men now en¬

gaged in preparing and laying stone in
buildings as there would be so engaged
it there were no stone-sawing machinery.
Increase the cost of stone and tbe de¬
mand for it would cease.
There is no labor-saving machinery so

extensive as that%of the railways. The
railway train ha* superseded the stage¬
coach and the transportation wagon. It
has dismissed an army of drivers and
teamsters, and dispensed with the u*e of
herds of horces.' Railroads, however,
have given employment to coal and iron
miners; to manufacturers of iron and
steel rails; has given employment to la¬
borers in building roads, and to men in
making locomotives and- building cars.

They have drawn all parts of the country
into close business relations. Thev have
furnished markets to the productions of
labor, which markets otherwise could
not have been reached- They have ren¬

dered transportation of food and all other
commodities possible, and have given
employment to four times tbe number of
persons displaced by their inven¬
tion. The railroadh have so ex¬
tended communication and facilita¬
ted transportation that it has enabled
millions of persons to engage in agri-
culture who otherwise could not have
done so without burying themselves in
remote and almost inaccessible solitudes.
Tbe invention of farming machinery, in
conjunction with railroads, has increased
the means of cultivating tbe vast area
.mnpitmled hv the°riulwavs. Together
they have reclaimed the wildernee* of
waste, miking it remunerative to labor,
and contributing to the personal and na¬

tional wealth. At thin moment more
than half the people of the United States
live by agricultural labor. The farm*
feed the nation and furnish $500,000,000
of product* for Hale to other countries.
Thia is possible only because of the use
of machinery. Abolish machinery and
the ares of land under cultivation would
be reduced one-half, if not more. Abolish
railways at the same time and bread
would reach comparative famine prices.
One great advantage American labor en¬

joy* is an abundance of cheap food,
'fhe sewing-machine and the cotton and
woolen mill have in like manner

resulted in the production of cheaper
and better clothing, and so vastly has the
consumption of clothing increased that
there are more persons now engaged in
the manufacture of those articles than
there would be if there were no machi¬
nery. The manufacture of the machinery
itself has opened new branches of indus¬
try, giving employment to thousands of
workmen. Half the coal mined in the
United Slates is employed to run labor-
Having machinery, to destroy sncb ma¬

chinery would be to close half the coal¬
mines in the country. The invention of
machinery in boot-aud-shoe-making haa
quadrupled the consumption of boots and
ntiocrf, and proportionately increased the
labor employed In producing the mate¬
rials needed in the bunineM. Without
labor-saving machinery the production of
iron and steel would largely decline,
throwing out of employment the immense
army of skilled workmen, and remand¬
ing civilization to the rude product of the
roadside blackemith-shope.
We might illustrate the absurdity and

inconsistency of this demand for the de¬
struction of labor-saving machinery ny
reference to every machine invented or
used. Each is a benefaction to labor; it
admits a reduction in the hours of human
toil; it reduces the cost of every pro¬
duction of labor; it increaies from aiz to
a hundred fold the quantitv of the thing*
consumed. Measuring all the necessi¬
ties, comforts and luxuries of life l?y the
standard of the product of a day's labor,
it {jives in exchange for that day's labor
an average of fifty-fold more than would
be pouible.in the absence of labor-saving
machinery. The .Atperjcan people as a

whole are workmen, engaged in pro¬
ducing, and the use of thin machinery
marks the difference in the moral physi¬
cal and social condition of the people of
this country, and of the rude, barbarous
and torpid race* who reject such ma¬

chinery an the invention* of evil.
Returning to what we said in the be¬

ginning, human wants keep steady pace
with the means of gratifying them; ex¬

penditures generally follow close upon
the means of expenditure, and the aver¬

age man generally finds a want that calls
for all the means be can command. We
are all consumers to the extent of our

means, and nothing it more difficult than
for men and women once accustomed to
the gratification of certain wants to yield
them contentedly. Take a dav'* wages as
the test of our means to gratify our wants,
any change in thecoitof productipn which
reduces tho quantity of bread one half;
which limits our clothing in quantity and
quality two-thirds; which cuts off re¬
morselessly all the little comforts, pleas¬
ures, and enjoyments; which limits the
dimensions ami furnishing of oar home*
to a minimum, and at the same time re¬
duces the demand for our labor, and re¬
duces it* product, would be a calamity
hardly less endurable than a return to a
rude barbarism which American civili-
zttion bad hoped to have left behind for¬
ever. Yet the abolition of labor-savingmachinery would have such effects, di¬
rectly, immediately, and even more op¬pressively than we have stated, and the
workingmen of tbis day and generation
are making that demand,.a demand tor
a return to squalid poverty and ill-condi-
tioned wretchedness."

Tux live cattle export trade is rapidly
on the increase, not only at New York,
but at Boston and the Canadian ports, as
constant improvements that are making
in the adaptation of ateamihip facilities
to the peculiar requirements of the trade.
The total shipmens from Boston aince
January 1st foot up 29,205 head, includ¬
ing 19,448 heads of beef cattle 4,983 sheep,
4,672 hoga aod 202 horsee. The export of
hogs have not proved successful, owing to
the loss of so large a cumber by sickness;
bnt we see it atated that parties in Liver¬
pool intend sooatotest the practicability
of their transportation in a sound con¬
dition. They have purchased a steamer
and will have her fitted up for the
accommodation of 2,600 bogw between
decks, beeide a large number of cattle on
the main deok. If the experiment proves
a iacoess, a Una of ateamera will
established for that special trade. v
