Immediately upon receipt of the above
telegram, the Board of Alderman of this
city convened in session and made an ap¬
propriation for the Grenada sufferers
and appointed a committee of seven to
solicit contributions from the citizens.

Cairo, August 15..'There are no cases

of yellow fever here, the quarantine reg¬
ulation* being atrlctlv enforced. The
Board of Health has adopted resolutions
forbidding the entrance to the city of
express messengers and other train em¬

ployes direct from the yellow fever in-
tested districts.

Of the deaths reported 7 wero children

The Timet editorially says: The same

remarkable features that characterized
the fever in its incipiency continue to

J;arded as its matured and developed
orm. Fully 60 per cent of the deaths in
of foreigners or unacclimated people and
fully 75 per cent of the remainder ia of
children. It is very rarely that we no¬
tice the death of an adult born or wiio
had lived here any length of time, and of
whom it can be said that he or she ever
received moderate attention. Instances
of this sort constitute exceptions to a

very marked general rule. Indeed,
leaving out strangers and those persons
whose habits of life render them espe¬
cially liable to malarial influences,
the sickness seems to be devoting
itself to the children and tbe
fact is that asjthe time goei on this feature
becomes more conspicuous. It is true
that a good many native adults have been
affected, but tbe attack in nearly every
instance has been light and manageable,
and, but for the scare, would hardly
have excited.comment.
