Bdbolaiual.Borne time during Sun*
dar night a thief paid hii respects to the
office of the Wheeling City Mill*, at the
south end of the Main afreet bridge, bat
hardly secured enoogh booty to repay
him for hit trouble. The fellow effected
aii entrance by breaking through a win¬
dow in the back part of the building,
from which hia steps were traced by the
dust on the floor to the office. The lid
of the office deak was pried open with a

chinel, and the chisel left lying on the
deik. Only aamall amount of money,
conalating of aome loose change, had been
left in the desk, and this the thief appro*uriated to his own use. A large revolver,
belonging in the office, had been taken
from its usual place, and was found
Wing on the desk loaded and cocked. The
thief seems to have a taste for the good
things of this life; as he ate about one-
half of a watermelon which had been left
in the office. He did not tackle the asfe,
Two or three sacks of flour are missing
from the mill, which the name fellow un¬
doubtedly carried off. About 2 o'clock
iu the morning amau carrying a sack of
flour on bis shoulder was seen going down
Main street, by Officer Baird, and when
the officer started towards him he in¬
creased bis speed and soon diaappeared.
Nodoubtbewas the identical chap who
had broken into the mill.
Considerable excitement was occasioned

in Centre Wheeling about noon yesterday,
by a lively race after a thief. Mr. Ed.
Wells, residing on 24th street, went home
from his work between 11 and 12 o'clock,
and noticing that a transom over aside
door had been removed, at once auapic-
toned that something was wrong, bis fam¬
ily being absent from home. Instead of
going in at the front door, as usual, Mr.
Wells went around to the rear and
entered Uie kitchen, where he came
across a young man who had evi¬
dently been through the house and was
on the point of leaving the premises.
Wells asked bim what he was doing
there, when he reached his hand towird
bia pistol pocket as if about to draw a

weapon, and declared that he would shoot
Wells if he didn't get out of his way.
Wells, being unarmed, promptly stepped
aaide and let the fellow pass by, but fol¬
lowed him to the alley and raised a cry
of "stop thief I" which soon attracted
quite a large crowd. The crowdgave
chase, and a lively and exciting raoe
ensued. Several times the par¬
tner* came so close to the fleeing thief
that be pulled from his clothes an ugly
looking knife, and flourished it about
bim in such a manner as to cause some
abatement of the enthusiasm which the
citiiens had manifested early in the
chase. The fellow kept on up town, and
crossed the creek, making good time up
Market street. Near Rolf's Saloon, how¬
ever. he was headed off by Officer Deffi-
baugh, and ran down the alley adjoining
the saloon, where be was overtaken
and taken into custodv by the offi¬
cer. He was taken before Juetice
Caldwell- for a hearing, and gave his
name as Charles Parker, and his place of
residence ss Washington City. The Jus¬
tice gave him a preliminary hefting, and
at its conclusion committed him to jail
in default of $1,000 bail to inaure his
appearaooe at court. Parker ia a young
fellow of seventeen or eighteen years, and
is a son of Henry Parker, a former res*
ident of this city, bat now living in
Washington City. Nothing of any value
waa found on young Parkers person, and
if he secared any booty he threw it away
before being arrested.

Sudden Death or Lewis Bailey..
Persons who happened to be oo the street
About bull-put 9 o'clock last night were
startled by the report that Lewis Bailey,
generally known as "Count" Bailey, had
dropped dead in bin room in the Bailey
Block, on Market street, opposite the
Rtguitr office. Th« report proved to be
trne, ami within a few moment* a group
of late loiterers about town had assem¬
bled in front of the building and were

discussing the event.
Mr. Bailey had been indisposed for

eeversl days, and Mr. A. H. Beach, the
well known insurance agent, was with
him in bis rooui a good part of the time,
giving hint such attention as he might
require. Last night Mr. Beach aud Mr.
Albert Norton were spending the evening
with Mr.Bailey,who seemedto feel much
better than usual, and talked and laugh*
ed freely with his visitors. Upon being
complimented upon looking so well, Mr.
Bailey ro*e from his bed and walked to a

mirror, and after surveying himself
for a moment said he thought he did look
a good deal belter, and he also felt better.
Picking up a pair of Indian clubs which
stood in a corner of the room he remark*
ed that he desired to show. the gentlemen
a new and difficult movement in ciub
swinging, and taking a club in each hand
he moved them rapidly for a few mo¬
menta about his bead, when be suddenly
staggered backwards, fell to the floor and
instantly expired.

Dr. Allen was called in, and upon ex-

amiuiug the body stated that death was
caused by nervous prostration and ex-
haustion. The excitement of the club
swinging exercise, in his exhausted con¬
dition, had caused paralysis of the heart.
These fncta having been ascertained,
it waa not considered necessary to hold
an inquest. The relatives of deceased
were uotified of hia demise, and im-
mediately took charge of the body.
Meetino or Council Committer on

Hkalth..The Council Committee on
Health met at the city building yesterday
afternoon, to consider the advisability of
establishing a quarantine below the city.
Drs. St L. Jepwon and D. B. Ward, Health
Officers, were present and took part in
the deliberations of the committee.

It was stated at this meeting that the
towboaj Porter was en route to Pittsburgh,
with several cases of yellow fever among
the crew, but that owing to the presentlow stage of water it would be im¬
possible lor the boat to get sbove Pome-
roy with her tow of eignteen barges. At
last reports the Porter was lying at Galll-
polis'with n broken wrist, but it waa
thought Hhe would have it repaired and
Eroceed up the river in a day or two.
(ayor Sweeney, it was also stated, would

be notified by telegraph of the movements
of the steamer, so that ample time would
be had for preparations in cane of a rise
in the river that would permit her to get
over the riffles with her tow. The
Mayor had already given orders
to prevent the ftoat landing anywhere in
thh vicinitv, or any of her crew from
coming ashore. Under these circum¬
stances the committee did not consider it
necessary, for the present, to establish a

quarantine, and adjourned without tak¬
ing any deGnite action.

Dr. Lyda Honorably Dibohapoed..
Rev. Dr. Lyda appeared before Justice
Caldwell yesterday afternoon at3 o'clock,
to answer the charge preferred against
him by Mr. John Martin, on8aturday
last. The evidence in the case waa to the
effect that Rev. Lyda had inserted sev¬
eral grains of tartar emetic into a couple
of apples, and left the apples upon a

porch shelf aa a bait for tramps,
he having been a good deal an¬

noyed lately by those vagabonds. Un¬
fortunately, Mr. Martin's children
ale the apples and were made quite
sick in consequence. As it was clear to
His Honor that defendant bad no inten¬
tion of poisoning anbody, but desired
simply to sicken and vomit the rascals
who had been annoying him, the case was

promptly dismissed and Dr. Lyda was

honorably discharged from custody.
