The Trade Dollar.
Philadelphia Time*.
There Is a surprising amount of ignor¬

ance among thoso who should be woll in¬
formed in regard to the character of the
trade dollar, and some of tlie newspapers
complain Ijecausc the Treasury Depart¬
ment will not redeem this coin at par. It
ought to be known that the trado dollar is
notmoney and neverwasintended to l»e. It
was not designed as a circulating medium,
but only as a convenient form in which to

export bullion, and it was not issued by
the government, as other coins arc, but
simply stamped for the owners of the bul¬
lion, precisely as silver bars are stomped,
each piece being marked with its exact
weight and fineness. The report of the
Director of the Mint, which led to the
authorization of the trade dollar, after re¬
citing the requirements of trade with China
and Japan, recommend* "a new rain or
disk, which shall bo slightly more valuable
than the Mexican dollar, to be made only
on the request of the owner of the bullion
and to lw {uiid for bv him," and adds:

It is not proposed to make the new coin
or dink a legal tender in payment of debt,
but simplyastamped ingot,with its weight
and fineness indicated. Its manufacture
can therefore in no wise give rise to any
complication with our monetary system,
ami neither in theoryor principle differ in
any respect from the manufacture of im¬
parled or refined bars now authorized by
law, except in being of uniform weight
and fineness.
Upon this recommendation the trade

dollar was authorized in the coinago act of
187.1 By what was plainly a piece .of
carelessness or inadvertence, it was in¬
cluded in the list of subsidiary coins
named in the same act as legal tender in
sums not exceeding five dollars, but the
error was corrected by sul>sequcnt legis¬
lation, and so few of the trade dollars had
circulated in the United States prior to
187(1 that they can hardly lw said to have
entered nt any time* into the authorized
currency. As silver depreciated in value,
the exportation of these stamped disks l»e-
came unprofitable, and the owners of bul¬
lion took advantage of the temporary and
fictitious demand for a silver dollar, which
thev had succeeded in creating,antf of the resemblance of these coins to
real dollars, to put a large number of them
into circulation, .exchanging thcin at the
rate of one hundred cents, though they
were worth little more than niuetv. Of
course it was not possible to carry this on

very far. It was soon found that trade
dollars were not dollars at all, but only
pieces of silver which were worth no more
than the market value of the bullion, and
people refused to receive them, except as

"change" in small amounts. As a conse¬

quence a great many people have stocks of
silver left on their hands, and they raise a
howl because the government will not buy
it from them for more than it is worth.
The government has no more to do with
this than it has with the stocks of wheator
oil or wool, that have equally depreciated
in price. The trade dollars are simply
merchandise, and the only thing to do
with a stock of them is to sell it for what
it will bring or hold it for ri rise.

Last week 1 came hero from the Alsace,
now Again, oh of old, three hundred yearn
up), an integral jwirt of the German em¬
pire. Throughout tho whole of Alsace,
with exceptions here and there, tho Ger-1
man language vet prevails in sjiitc of the
effort* mado during the latter years of the
reign of Napoleon the Lem.to extinguish
the German tongue and manners by mak¬
ing the common schools exclusively
French. It was no when I wan in .the
Alsace in 1878. I learned during my
present visit that so strong was the oppo-1
asition of tho German-speaking Alsatians
to this policvof Napoleon, that it had to be
abandoned in part, and before the Franco-
German war broke out, the German was
again taught ami spoken in the schools,
along side of the French, which is very
generally spoken also by the neonle, and,
since the annexation, greatly cherished by
tliem. Xaj»oIeon's policy has now been
completely reversed, and the German gov-
eminent lias made the German language
exclusive in tho schools. The people are

vory much opposed to this measure. and
believe it to In? a bad policy; holding
rightly, that, is is always well for
Germany to have a good part of
its population on the borders capable
of s]K'aking French, as a medium of in¬
tercourse, and, if necessity demands, as in
the last war, it would l>c of vervgood use
to Germany in a military way. It is a well
known fact that in the last war the knowl¬
edge of the German olftcers and soldiers
of French,and the almost entire ignorance
of-tferman ou the part of the French
army, gave the former a very great ad¬
vantage over the latter. The universal
policy of Prussia, however, has been to
unify the people by making the German
the 'exclusive language of the schools in
all its provinces. This has been done,
therefore, not only in llie provinces an¬
nexed from France, where it was at all
]>oxsible, but ut an earlier date, also in
other regions whore other languages than
the German wore the native tongues: as
in Prussian Poland,and among the Wends;
and the Prussian policy, of course, is in
ull respects the prevailing one in the pres¬
ent German empiro. It is u notable fact
also, that this unificatian by oneness of
language is a favorite idea, universally ap¬
proved, at homo; it is, therefore, not a
little strange and surprising, and certainly
mast flagrantly inconsistent, that the Ger¬
mans in ourown land should so earnestly
maintain precisely tho opposite idea, and
so fiercely battle for It, namely, that the
German a fprrign, imported tongue, should
be (aught hi the common schools, even in
the primary classes; at the public cost.
