Washikotox, September 3..Tho band

of nurses which leaves for tho yellow fever
district to-night will be under the charge
of Dr. Ramsey. and consists of seven male
and eight female nurses.

Over forty applications were made, but
only those who had yellow fever expe¬
riences were sclented.

A Terrible Accident at Sea.

Excursion Steamer Run Down.

Between Four and Five Hundred Peo¬
ple Drowned.

London*; September 3..Tho excursion
steamer Princess Alice while returning!
from (Jnivesend this evening with about
800 passengers wus run down off Darling-
ton at 8 o'clock by a screw steamer. It is
re|>ortcd that between four and live hund¬
red persons were drowned.

The Princess Alice was struck amid¬
ships and mink almost immediately. The
number of persons drowned is variously
estimated at from 500 .to 550. A higher
estimate is the latest news, and is given by
the London Steamboat-Co.j tho-ownors of
the Princess Alice. The company's wharf
is besieged by crowds of people anxious to
hear of relatives and friends who wero pas¬
sengers on the ill-fated boat.
Thesteamor whichBunk thePrincefls Alice,

is supposed to lie the Bywell,Castle Screw,
Collier, 1found North, in ballast.
The steward of the Princess Alice states
that after the collision the other steamer
proceeded without attempting to ren¬
der aid. He estimate* that 700
persons wero on board the Princess
Alice. She sunk, bow lirst, in five min¬
utes after sho was struck. Some small
Iwiatsand other excursion steamers ren¬
dered what assistance was possible. The
drowned include an extraordinary pro¬
portion of thewomenand children, Several
survivors speak of having lost as many as

three, flvoand six children.
They describe the water as covered with

hundreds of shrieking people. The Cap¬
tain and nearly all of the crew of the
Princess Alice were drowned. They had
no time to lower the boats and there were
but few life buoys on the steamer.

his otllce as Bishop of tho Protestant Epis¬
copal Church in tho United States, and lias
requested that this resignation, and relin¬
quishment may be acted upon by-tho
Bishops of said Church at tho earliest con¬
venient season upon such length and
manner of notice as may bo thought best
by the Presiding Bishop; and,

Wiikrbas, Said Bishop has abandoned
his diocese mid left tho Territory of tho
United States.while gravo allegations ex¬

isted, thereby declining to promote any
investigation of the allegations aforesaid;
and.
Whereas, No action of said Bishop in

said promises, which action he himself in¬
voked, can make affective his voluntary
resignation and abandonments his sacred
otiice, except by IiIb deposition from the
same; and,
Whereas, At a meeting of tho majority

of the Hishops of tho Protestant EpiscopalChurch in tne United States, exercising
jurisdiction in the same, convened iuthe
City of New York on the 3d of September,
187(1, tho following resolution was adopted:

Jinulral, That said Samuel Allen Mc¬
Coskey is hereby deposed from tho sacred
ministry and from all tho oflicesthereof,
and that the presiding Bishop is hereby
requested and authorized to pronounce
and record tho sentonce of deposition and
give duo notice thereof.

one thousand eight hundred and sovonty-
eight, I. Benjamin Bosworth Smith, I).

Deception of the Prenldeiif.
Chicago, Sept. 3..Every thing was fa¬

vorable for the reception of the President
and for the fireman a parade this morning,
the weather was pleasant and the streets
in fine condition, and every public build¬
ing waa gay with bunting. Atan earlyhour
the principal strfcets were throngeu with
expectant thousands, while every incom¬
ing train, street car and private convey¬
ance contributed additional crowds in

holiday dress, anxious to witness the

Btrade, and to caich a glimpse of President
ayes. Towards noon the crowd along

the line of the procession became
almost painful. The train in which
the Presidential party came was met
ut Kingston, just outside the city
limits by a delegation of eminent
business men, and reached here at 8
o'clock.

A salute from the battery
at the exposition greeted the arrival of the
train, and the immense concourse of citi¬
zens cheered lustily, throwing their hats
in the air,and enthusiastically calling for
the President. Tho party took carriages
from the depot for the Grand Pacific Hotel,
but so crowded were the streets that
the distance of half dozen blocks was not
accomplished for nearly an hour. The
Presidential party proper is composed
of the President and Mrs. Haves,
Attorney General Doyins, and Birch-
ard, Webb C. and Rudd Hayes.
Arrivingon tho same train was the party
of commissioners of agriculture. It in¬
cludes Pay Director Hooker, of tho Navy;
Hon. T. C. Jones, of Ohio: Gen. Yancy,
Senator Butler, of South Carolina; Gen.
Lomas and wife, of Virginia, and others.
The influx of firemen and outside fire com¬

panies, by the morning's train, was very

jfbout 150 visiting organizations partici¬
pated in tho parade, which began at noon.
