SKIXl'RK OF MKCIIANIC8 HALL »Y TIIK HUTLRR-

I 1TKS.
Tho farts are as follows relative to the

seieuro of Mechanic' llall by tho Butlur-
lites:

At about 5 o'clock A. w. some one hun¬
dred and fifty Butler delegates, headed by
Mr. Mc.Sheeny, of Boston, and other ar¬

dent BuUer men, entered Mechanics' Hall
and proceeded, to elect P. J. Hughes, of
Boston, Chairman, and declaring their in-
tention to remain until the Convention
tfus fullv organixed. At 5:05 a. m. Dr.
McSheehy sprung to tho platform and
nominated (ten. Butler for Governor, and
three cheer\vrere given forthwith. Then
speoches followed by McSheehyandmany
othoM. Many of the harangues wero vory
violent, nearly overy dolegato declaring
that ho ^oUla stay Iherp until forcibly

thrown out. Another shouted that he
would vote for Butler in spite of the devil
or any other man. These remarks were
loudly cheered.
By 8 o'clock tlio regulars had all waked

up to the situation, and at 8:30 this morn¬
ing the Mayor of WorceHter arrived with
a posse of Dfty officers. Ho appealed to
them to disperse, and told them if theywould go out he would protect them in all
their rights. A Delegate asked him what
hemeantbyjprotectiugthem in theit rights.
The Mayor intimated tliat the police of the
city should not be used to clear tho hall
when the Convention was regularly as¬
sembled. J. J. McDavitt, Butlers Lieuten¬
ant, appeared on the scene, and asked tho
Mayor If it was true that he had |>osted
the blue coated policemen in the corridors
and locked the doors to prevent egress and
ingress. The Mayor said no, any one
could go out whore thoy chose. Can they
come In again? asked Mr. McDavitt. No
sir, replied the Mayor. Then, said Mc¬
Davitt, we refuse to leave, and this de¬
claration was answered with passionate
peals of applause.
When the .State Centnil Committee fully

realized that the Butler faction had control-
of Mechanics Hall, they appointed a com¬
mittee to see what could be done toward
procuring a hall. They waited upon
Mayor I'ratt about 10 o'clock thin morning
lunl informed him of the state of affairs,
after tho Mayor went to the hall he wrote
to the Convention as follows.
"Mechanic Hull was taken possession of

thisniorhfng between 4 and 0 o'clock by
some-disorderly persons, who broke down
tho entrances, and at 10:45oVlock are now
in possesssou of said hall. I demanded
the.* saiil persons leave said hall at the re¬

quest of tho State Central Committee,
which fliey refused to do, and I am of tho
opinion that said hull can't bo cleared ex¬

cept by violence and bloodshed.
"Itespectfullv yours,

C. B. Pratt,
"Mayor."

On receint of the above, the State Cen¬
tral Committee Unanimously voted-to ad¬
journ the Convention till Wednesday of
next week at Faneuil Hall, in Boston.
This action wan rendered necessary from
the fact that Butler's friends havQ secured
all the available lmll« in Worcester, and
the leaders also take the ground that after
the mob proceedings, which have taken
place here to-dav, they can go before the
people and lead the movement that will
crush Butler.
At the BayState House Hon. A. F. Bird

addressed a crowd in the vestibule at 11:30,
and announced that in as much as the
mob had taken possession of Mechanics
Hall and the WorcesterMayorhad not the
authority to removo it, saying that a for¬
cible attempt might result in riotand blood¬
shed, the speaker gave the decision of the
State Committee that tho Democratic State
Convention would bo hold in Faneuil
Hall, in Boston, on the 25th, where an

ample police force would bo on hand to
protect tho Convention's rights.
The announcement was received with

deafening cheers. Tho crowd then dis-
pcrscd and at 11:40 all the accredited dele¬
gates were admitted to Mechanics Hall.

IlCTLP.lt NOMINATED.
The nomination of General Butler was

enthusiastically received. Tho following
are the resolutions adopted:The Democrats of the Commonwealth
of Massachusetts by their duly ap¬
pointed delegates, in convention as¬
sembled, hereby affirm and reiterate
their adherence to the time hon¬
ored principles of the Democracy enun¬
ciated and acted upon by Jefferson, Madi¬
son and Jackson and pledgCtlieir best ex¬

ertions to make* them effective in the
guidance and government of the nation
so that all tho people of the States may be
maintained in their just rights, subordi-'
nated only to the rights and powers of the
Federal Government as defined and lim¬
ited by tho constitution framed by our

fathers', ami the amendments thereto,
which subsequent experience has found
necessary.
/Mwf, That we condemn ami will

strenuously try to reform the extravagance
in state expenditures; tho unnecessary in¬
crease of otllcers; the waste of the public
domain, which should not liavo been giv¬
en away in large portions as endowments
either to individuals or corporations, but
reserved for tho use of actual settlers only,
so that homes could easily have been ob¬
tainable bv the industrial classes upon the
failure of profitable employment in other
enterprises and whose production is the
only source of wealth to the country.

/frwrimf, That with exceeding shame
ami sorrow wo have seen a. President,
elected bv the votes of a majority of the
people, at an election held in accordance
with the provisions of the Constitution
set aside, and the people deprived of his
services in that high ofllce bv a series of
most astounding forgeries and .perjuries,
the possibility of a successful existence of
which weakens tho very foundation of the
Republic. Our grief has not lessened be¬
cause this monstrous wrong was done by
the aid of an unconstitutional Commis¬
sion which found it necessary, by a party
majoritv, to refuse to receive evidence of
patent /mudsill tho electoral votes in order
to consummate this act. We, therefore,
unhesitatingly declare that no man ought
to Ik* permitted to hold ofllce who is taint¬
ed with fraud and corruption; and if it can
be done without rebuke by the people,
then, indeed, we fear for tho perpetuity of
Republican institutions.

Jtaotrtd, That tho further continuance
of one partv in power in the Nation, and
especially in the commonwealth, tending
to corruption and affording-opportunity
and temptation to iiial-adiiiinistration and
peculation, multiplication of salaried om-
ces, many of them unknown totheConstltu-
tion, thus removing the responsibility for
mis-government from tho otllcers elected
directly by tho votes of the people, giving,
in fact, the administration or tire common¬
wealth into the hands of otllcerH uncon¬

stitutionally appointed hy the executive,
ho as to interpose a harrier l>etwcen it
and the people for, just accountability of
executive ofliccrs, fatextravagance and ac¬

cumulation of unproductive property in
the hands of the State, the purchase and
care of which has*been paid for by a bond-
ed dobt of many millions purposely placod
in foreign countries so that it might Ikj held
as an investment freu from tho taxation
which lias so burdened tho j>eople with
debt. Slate and municipal, to he paid for
hy the constant increase of taxation and
exactions upon the people in a time when
all enterprises are hindorcdTwhen indus¬
tries in business yield no adequato return
and labor gets no just equivalent for its
toil, make it a permanent necessity that
the administration of State and municipal
affairs shall be thoroughly and efficiently
reformed. Wo therefore reproduce the
platform for tho Stategovernment as set
forth by the Democratic party in its Con¬
vention iu 1875, a mora extended reference
to which is fonnd In on address of our can¬
didate for Governor to the citizens who
asked him to be a candidate, and in whiuh
ho plodgcs himself to undertake to reform
all such abuses.

/iemJmi, That we deprecate the tenden¬
cy of legislation, growing year by year, to
place impediments in the way of a Tree ex-
erciso of tho right of suffrage by the poor
and laboring man. The Democracy hold
the ballot as the inborn and inalienable
right of freocitixens; all legislation, there¬
fore, should tend to give them full enjoy¬
ment of this right; ull acta passed to re¬
strict or hinder its exercise under any pre¬
tence whatever are unconstitutional and
void, and should be repealed. The fact
thut a citizen is a man gives him a prima
facie right to vote, and he should have tho
right to have his vote registered and be a

voter wherever tho laws require registra¬
tion; that no law ought to be passed re-

qui ring a citizen earning his daily brtatd
by hi* daily toil to upend hin time In prov¬
ing his right to vote More any tribunal
whatever; on the contrary, whosoever de¬
nies that right should be" held'to make
10 >d that denial.

Retdttd, That we call upon all citizens
of whatever political viows to unite with
the Democracy in the election of legisla¬
tive and Executive officers, who will faith¬
fully carry out theso great measures of such
needed reforms, hut by so doing we do
not hold them pledged to any further co¬

operation with the party or bound to it,
save as thev recognize in all thing# the jus¬
tice and wisdom of its principles.
The resolutions were adopted unani¬

mously. Adjourned.

CONNECTICUT DEMOCRATS IN CONVENTION.

New Haven, Ct., September 17.-The
Democratic State Convention met in Music
Hall this forenoon, every town in the
State being represented, lion. Francis A.
Warden was chosen permanent President.
The Committee on Resolutions are in fav¬
or of soft money. Senator^Katon-and E.
A. Burr aro not in the Convention, and it
is reported that they left the town in dis-1
gust when thoy ascertained the complex¬
ion of the Committee on Iiesolutions. The!
following were nominated by acclamation :i
D. Hubbard, for Governor; Francis B.
Loomis, for J,ient.-Govcrhor; Dwicht Mor¬
ris, Secretary of State; Edwin A. Buck,
Treasurer; Charles C. Hubbard, Comp¬
troller. Tho declination of FrancisJ-B.
Loomis, for Lieut.-Governor.was read and
accepted.

ITS PLEDGES AND principles.
The following is tho platform adopted:
limited, That the Democratic party in

this Convention ajjain pledges itself to the
principles it has invariably adopted, and
which a majority of the "people of this
State have reneatedly approved. The
constitution ana Union shall be maintain¬
ed with supremacy of the civil military
authority; the largest individual liberty
consistant with the public order, the)
equality of rights for all citizens; local self
government and the limitations of the
constitution to be observed' by those ad¬
ministering the affairs of the Federal. Gov¬
ernment. '' ' »'
2d. We demand that rigid economy

shall be observed in every department of
tho State and Federal Government, and
that salaries of public oliiccrs be reduced
us the necessities of the times require.

8d. That deep seated and continued coi4-
ruptions among the Federal,oilice holders
and employes shall cease; and we demand
of Congress that it shall rigidly and per-1
sistently pursue investigations to uncover
the fraudulent practices and ring con-i
trivances which deplete the treasury and
add to the burdens of the people.

4th. We condemn the monstrous frauds
and daring and unrighteous action by
which tho people of the United State's
were cheated and deprived of their choice
in the last Presidential election; a bold
plot and unparalleled fraud which struck
at the heart of the Bepublic; a plot aud
fraud which shall not be condoned and
shall never be repeated.
15th. That tho public lands shall bo pro-1

served for actual settlers, and subsidies of
money or lands to corporations and specii-
lators'shall cease forever.
Oth. That the Constitution of the United

States recognizes gold and silver as the
standard money of the Union, and as this
slam lard is the"' most stable, basis for the
commercial necessities of the world, the
Democratic party of the Union has never
failed to recognize and support this essen¬
tial principle. A great and costly war,
and Republican financial frauds and cor-1
ruption, brought an irredeemable curren¬

cy under which the price of every com¬
modity has fluctuated, industrial interests
have suffered, labor has boon deprived of
its reward, and manv business men brought
to bankruptcy. But the laws of trade, with
a large balanco of foreign exchange in
favor of this country, have brought us to
the door of a redeemable currency and a

sound basis for an improved and prosper¬
ous state of affairs, which will place the
creditor and debtor of the Government on
the same Unanctai piano.

7th. That the resumption net, so called,
war in its inception unwise, uncalled for
and not demanded at the time of its enac¬

and judgment, believing they will be con¬
trolled in their action upon' the question
of resumption by those well known prin¬
ciples which underlie the necessities of
commerce and the best interests of the
jpconle of this State.

8th. Wo condemn all repudiation, and
demand an honest and just payment oft]io
public dobt; we denounco the financial
policy of the Republican administration
as the direct and shortest way to universal
bankruptcy and total repudiation, and we

declare that whatever currency it; issued
it should be for tho benefit of the whole
people.Qui. That we demand of our ftonators
and Representatives, in Congress, their
earnest efforts to increase our trade with
foreign countries by such legislation as

will tend to restore our commercial Jon-
nuge to Its former equality with that of
Great Britain, ami place annually in the
hands of our own shin ownors many mil¬
lions of dollars in gold, which now goes to
enrich ownors of foreign ships, and thus
furnish to the laborer increased employ¬
ment, reduced public taxes and greatly in¬
crease our country's oxnorts.

10th. That we thank the Democratic
House of Representatives for earnestly
struggling attaint the Republican Senate
to reduce the public expenditures, and
lighten taxation.

Uth. That wo roquost tho next Legisla¬
ture of this State to carefully consider the
lawn passod during a period of war, and
of exccsslvo expenditures, and to modify

A friendly in¬
tercourse among the people and a cessa¬
tion of sectional hostility are essential to
the good name of our republic and to the
prosperity of the country, and we invite
all voters who favor this healing policy,
and who arc opposed to politicians in or
out of Congress, who strive to keep alive
the nujmpsiticH between the different sec-
lions', to act with Uie Democratic party in
the coining election and to those work-
liiginen whose right to suffrage has been
susUiined by that party in the great con¬
flicts where their rights were assailed, to
all laborers of whom in <?very vicissitude
in our country's history the Democracy
have been unflinching advocates and
friends, we extend the same cordial affilia¬
tion and respect that have distinguished in
froip the days ,of Jefferson to tue present
time.
