try must 1)0 abandoned. The Synod at its
recent meeting adopted the following
statement:
"After a frank, earnest and friendly con¬

ference it was agreed that there was not
at present any special encouragement to
take steps in 'the direction of attempting
to heal the breach between these two
branches of the Reformed l'resbvturian
Church; and, while it was agreed that we

should foster in all proper,ways friendly,
fraternal feelings, that it was not advis¬
able to continue the conference further.
The negotiations have accordingly been

dropped.
Some of the English cliurch parsons are

hurrying on disestablishment as fast as

they can. A parson recently refused
burial in consecrated ground to the cliilfl
of Baptist parents, but finally consenleU
to allow the burial in unconsecrated
ground near hv, if w>service were held in
the graveyard.
