Text Book* and KxamlnatUnft.
hiUtltli'hU Lcdgrr.
The Superintendent of PuWfc Schools

u Haston, in his lute report, made some

uggestions an to the use of text l>ooks and
xamina'ions that deserve the attention
f those intonated in education, whether
hey give their assent or otherwise. He
leprecntes the existing tendency to make
cache!* and scholar* suliservient to an

ron system, instead «»f making the system
lastic enough to conform to the real needs,
tcspect fi»r child-nature, and for the free-
lorn of teacher*, would prevent many of
he evils from which our school^ system-
uffei*. Especially would they banish the
'cramming" process, which is to often the
.ane of education. A course too full,
lowever important nmv be each .of its
>arts, only weakens the power and vitality
>f both teacher and pupil. When every
jerve is on the strain to fulfil its require-
ncnts, there is no force left for the true

.ml of teaching-the stimulation of the
lesire for knowledge and the infusion of
i love for study. "Cramming asks, How
nuch, how soon? Education, How well.
iow long?" The determination of the
»upil to self-activity should Invthe primary
md indispensable object of all teaching,
roo often this is quite lost sight of, in the
strenuous efforts of the teacher to impart
uid the scholar to acquire a knowledge of
he contents of the main* text books
prescribed in the counte. The suggestion
is made of largelv reducing the use of text
[wok, and substituting much oral instruc¬
tion. This change would develop the
jriginal thought and j»ower of the teacher,
ind allow them to act directly uoon the
pupil's mind. It would free him from the
mechanical fetters that hind him to adorn
another's line of thought; yet it would
lax far more severely his own mental
powers.
To learn to spell correctly demands far

less the stalling l>onk than the free use of
gotnl reading, writing from dictation, exer¬

cises, and the continual correction of mis¬
takes. Such are the means by which we

learn to spell the words of a foreign lan-1
guage; and such, it is claimed, is the most
natural and efficient way of learning our
own. Text books in arithmetic, when
strict!v adhered to. Interpose their rules
and definitions between tiie student and
the studv, stupefying the faculties which
should lie aroused by a true conception of
the jHJwer of numbers and their relations,
aud bewildering the mind with puzzles,
instead of developing a comprehension of
the laws of mathematics. Geography and
historv also are often rendered meaning¬
less hv tedious lists of places, names,
events' and dates, mingled in a confused

wearylag the mind in the effort to
retain them*, and leaving no clear conce{»-
tion, either of the surface of the earth or

of man's doings upon it. ^ ere the toxt
Itooks used merely as a Bulde ami for re-

ference. and were it simply read and con¬

sulted. instead of memorized, these objec¬
tions would be removed. The report
stronclv recommends the rratling'm schools
oI valuable works, historical, literary and
ticientitlc. Instead of the fragmentary read¬
ers now in use; for the exercise thus
given in reading at sight, for the know¬
ledge thus conveyed, and most of all, for,
the opportunity it would afford the teacher
of cultivating familiar and instructive in¬
tercourse with his pupils on the thoughts
suggested. It is, ind<*d> direct aeiton
of mind upon mind which is the e^ence
of good teaching, and the text-book should
be used, not to usurp the place of this, but
to lead and direct It.
Something the same criticism is extend¬

ed to examinations. They are to often
mado the final end and aim of study,
rather than steps in the process. The
work is shaped to meet thdr requirements,
ant! the student is urged to prepare for
them. Much of the instruction given with
this end in view, instead of being training
and development, assumes the character
of coaching and cramming, and inferior
work is the necessary consenuenee of pur¬
suing so inferior an end. Thu* examina¬
tions often frustrate their own purpose,
{finftail to fnrni>h any reliable test of the
pupil's real progress The strenuous ef-
torts to meet them produce a reaction, and
tiie study is frequently dismissed from the
thought "forever; the successful aspirant
supposing he has exhausted it, and the
uusuci-essful one imagining that all his

frevious efforts have been thrown away.
his is the fault, not of examinations in

themselves, but of the use now made of
them. If thev were not considered "the
be-all and end-all" of studies, if they were
not held up as the great aim for which
special preparation is to be made, but
merely used from time to time as helps
and tests for the guidance of both pupils
and teachers, as encouragements to future
effort*, and as a means of collecting the
knowledge that has been acquired and
presenting it in its true connections, they
would be most serviceable agents. Even
then they should be used in moderation,
and not allowed to absorb time and force
that belong to regular? study.
One very important effect anticipated

from such changes as have been suggested,
would l»e the improved moral tone given
to the schools. Much of the dishonesty
which now soils them is the result of
severe strain on both teacher and nunils.
There is so much mechanical work laid
out. so much effort in memorizing text
books, and preparing f >r. examinations,
and there are so manv artificial stimulants
to exertion, and artificial ends to compass,
that temptations are numerous, and the
teacher has no time to guard against them.
A moderate course, involving less drive
and more thoroughness, less mechanism
and more inspiration, less of the drudgery
of memorizing text books, and more infus¬
ion of the teacher's own knowledge and
spirit, would purify and elevate the moral
as well as the intellectual atmosphere of
our schools.
