Tho safety of this country from com-

Vast accumulations of property in one
man's hands are not to be encouraged, but
rather discouraged by a proper discrimina¬
tion in the matter of taxation in favor of
small property holders. Most men can, if
properly favored by law, become at least
small property holders, and the safety of
society is in the number of such citizens.
It is a better distribution of wealth that
the world needs. To this end no confisca¬
tion laws aro necessary, but simply such
laws as will throw the heavy end of the
public burdens on the large properties of
tho country.

A Nl^iillUaut IM^pntcb.
ALondou dispatch in to-day's paper

says that the glut of cotton goods in Lan¬
cashire, England, issimply unprecedented.
Some of the prominent mills are shutting
down; or restricting production. And
yet for two years past America has been
exporting a large amount 'of cotton goods
to England. For instance,' for the year
endingJune 30th last, we exported $14,-
435,028 worth, and since 1873 we have de¬
creased our importations of foreign cotton
goods, from all countries, from $29,052,116
to $14,398,791. The fact that our exports
of cotton goods are steadily increasing
and our imports steadily decreasing, is the
cause, in large part, of the great glut in
the English market And as it is in cot¬
ton, so it is in iron. Ilence the recent
great failures in the iron trade in Great
Britain. Wo have increased our iron'and
steel exports from $0,380,429 in 1873 to
S12,084,0S4 for tho year ending the 30th of
June last, and at tho same time we have
decreased our imports of iron from $44,-
000,480 in 1873 to $3,802,084 during the
last year. Is it any wonder that times are
hard in England in these and other
branches of industry, when they are

losing, more and more every year, such a

valuable customer as tho United States.
Not only losing her as a customer but en¬

countering her as a formidable rival at their
own doors.

by corrupt inducomontsrwere afterward
made the pretext (or taking from the peo¬
ple their rightful choice for the Presiden¬
cy and Vice Presidency. These certificates
wqre declared by the tribunal to-which
Congress had abdicated the function of de¬
ciding the count of the disputed electoral
voteaj-to be the absolute and indisputable
conveyance of the title to the chiefmagis¬
tracy of the nation. Florida, which had
united all her executive, legislative and
judicial places to testify to Congress long
before tho count, who were her gen-

The Negro Trouble* at Waterproof; Ia-
Noinr Particular* About Uie Aflatr.

Natcukz, Miss., October 17..The fol¬
lowing account of tbe troubles in Tensas
pariah will appear to-morrow morning in
the Natchez Democrat:
We have wliat we believe to be accurate

information in reference to the dUturb-
as" in Tensas parish. The reports which
have been circulated so extensively have
been extravagantly exaggerated. On Mon¬
day last negroes In large numbers passed
through Waterproof on their way to a
mass meeting some miles above town, and
in passing through some of them were
very insulting and threatening in their
language.
The citizens of Waterproof doubtless

had good causefortheirapprehension. And
a message was sent to this city asking aid
to save the lives and honor of the women
and children and the property of the town.
A meeting at once assembled at the armoryof the light Infantry, and under the aa-
vice of the most prudent men of the eoun-
try a number of persons numbering about
one hundred, volunteered to go to Water¬
proof and learn the true state of affaire,
and prepared, if necessary, to protect
lives and property. The steam ferryboat
was procured and the party left about
twelve o'clock and reached Largent
landing about daybreak. Here a can-
non was fired to announce their ap¬
proach to the people of Waterproof, some
three miles distant. .Several persons from
the shore came to the boat, and the pleas¬ing information was obtained that it was
probable there would be no need for arm¬
ed assistance. To thoroughly satisfy them¬
selves, however, the party proceeded to
Waterproof with their boat, where they
wero met bv the authorities of the town,
and the information received at Largent
was confirmed. At the urgent invitation
of the people of the town the party
went on shore and were entertained
during a portion of thoday and returned
last night about 12 o'clock. The editor of
this paper used every effort to satisfy him¬
self in regnrd to the facts and he found
nothing to induce him to believe that any
negroes had been killed. Three persons
were found in the house of Fairfax on

Saturday afternoon Inst when Capt. Peck
was fireu upon and killed, two of whom
are thought to be mortally wounded.
There is no evidence that any conflict had
occurred other than the one which took
place at Fairfax's house. The gin house,
on Cuen'a.placc. was burned, and with
some CO or <0 bales of cotton. When the
party from this city arrived and a blank
chargo was fired from a 0 pounder, the
greatest consternation prevailed among
the negros in the parish, but when they
found out who composed the party and
from whence they came, tliey seemed
much relieved, and seemed very glad to
find that they were from Natchez. Our
conclusion from what wo have personally
Been, is that while the-colored people of
Tensas parish and some of the adjoining
parishes, have acted in such au imprudent
and threatening manner as to cause Ber-
ious apprehension on the part of the peo¬
ple of tho parish. There has been no

probability at any time ofa dangerous out-

Gov. Nichols to-night received a dispatch
from the District Attorney of Tensas par¬
ish, saying, the Sheriff has a force of 500
or <>00 men, mostly militia from adjoining
parishes, and needs no more force at pres¬
ent to maintain peace and vindicate the
law. The Governor says the troops will
remain under orders to answer the signal
agreed upon, twenty blows on the firo
bells, to reassemble at tho armory for
marching orders, but thinks their services
will not be required. No mention is made
in tho dispatch to the- Governor of any
conflict having occurred.
