In all ages and in every slute of society

brides have bcontlieobjectsof peculiar in¬
terest. Kven in countries where women

are held most cheaply, the bridal-day has
been always asigned to them as their one

day of triumph; while here in the Western
world, where they are honored more or

less throughout every relation ot life, it is
their hour of supremacy par mtlknre.
Through all the ceremonies of the wed¬
ding-day tho bridegroom is only tho lialf-
humiliated assistant,-while the bride is the
honored principal; and how she looks and
bears herself is a matter of supreme im¬

portance to,the watching crowd, with
whom her feelings and emotions do not
count tut worth the trouble of noting.
Yes; it is the day of lier triumph, tho day
of her glorv; and she knows it. To many
women, more vain than wise and more

egotistical than loving, a quiet marriage,
without the formal bridal mUmmje, would
be a misfortune entitling them to pity now
and the privilege of grumbling for ever

after. It is not like a marriage, "he pouts,
wanting the regulation white dress and
the symbolic vail, the bridesmaids and the
breakfast, tho cake ami the carriage with
the horses in white ears, anil tho satin
slippers sent after them for luck!. Thoso
are the things which make up the glory of
the position for a large majority of young
women; and without them, the most im¬

portant circumstance of their life.that
which will make or mar their happiness
for all time; which will givo them social
standing or worldly ruin; make them
mothers of children to bless or to curse

their after-days; which is the true turning
point of their existence.loses half of its
significance and more than half its glory.
If it conies without its allotted tinery, and
with only tho ordinary circumstances of
the quiet home around It, the day which
transforms lior from a daughter to ft wifo,
which takes from the known to the un¬

known, from the mother to the husband,
brings with it less excitement than that
which she has felt at a hall when sho has
had a specially pretty dress to wear; and
the girl of the ordinary kind feels as if sho
had been defrauded of her rightful due jf
she is made a bride without a bride s

privileges of supremacy and personal
show. All this may bo perfeetjy natural
.indeed, it is natural; and we arc not

disposed to ho hard on the innocent

Tho tone taken by the bride often colors
the whole of her married life. How vivid¬
ly there comes before us at this moment
the remcmberanco of that half-vain, half-
ashamed girl who married for his money
ami position a good, honest-hearted, strong-
headed, but clumsy fellow, who had every
virtue that would win a woman's respect,
ami make a home happy and honored, but
with no personal beauty to awaken senti¬
ment or rouse poetic admiration. She, a

prcttv girl with artistic tastes and a keen
sense of the beautiful as well as of the,
ridiculous.showily educated, and with
much shallow cleverness and surface grace
.marry this man whom she did not love
but who loved her, to escape a worse lot at
home, or haply abroad. But, besides not
loving him, sl'ie did not then oven value
what there was of good in him; and she
let him sec her repugnance as plainly as
he let her see his overmastering passion.
This passion of his. tender, true and deep
as it was, carried him over everything.
He married her in tho face of the opposi¬

The Myaterloiiii Light* In the Cinirofflt.
Latrrcncf.

The mystorious lights in the gulf and
the Lower St. Lawrence, which are firmly
believed by tho fishermen to bo a warning
of the great tempests, have according to
tho Mmtrfal Jlentlil, l»een unusually bril¬
liant this season. It is said to bo a fact,
established by tho experience of a cen¬

tury, that when theso lights blazo bright¬
ly in the summer nights the fall is in-
variably marked by great storms. They
give the appearanco to spectators on the
shore of a ship on fire. The heavens be¬
hind are bright and the clouds above
silvered by tho rellection. The sea for
half a mile is covered with a sheen, as of
phosphorus. Tho lire itself seems to con¬
sist of blue and yellow fiames, now danc¬
ing high above the water and then flicker¬
ing, paling and dying outj only to spring
up again with fresh brilliancy. If a
boat approaches, it Hits away, moving
farther out, and is pnrsued in vain.
Tho lights aro plainly visible from the
shore from midnight until 2 o'clock in
tho morning. Thev appear to come from
tho sea shoreward, and at dawn retire
gradually and are lost in the morning mist,
l aradis,* the French pilot, who took
charge of tho British fleet under Admiral
Sir liovender Walker, when it sailed up
the St. Lawreneo from Boston to Qubec,
in 1811, declared he saw one of those
lights before thatarmada was shattered by
a dreadful gale on the 23d of August.
The light, he said, danccd bofore his ves¬
sel all the way ui> tho Gulf. Kveiy great
wreck that has taken place since Sir Hov-
endor Walker's calamity has been preced¬
ed, if tradition is to believed, by these
mysterious lights.or rather they have
warned the mariner of the fatal storm.
When the gulf givos up its dead, there will
bo a vast muster. In 1707 tho Frcnch war¬
ship La Tribuno was lost with 300 souls.
In 180o tho British transport Naoas went
down with 800. In 1831 tho emigrant
ship Lady Sherbrooke, from Derby to Que¬
bec, was lost, only 32 out of 273 passen¬
gers being saved. In 1847 nearly 300 Irish
emigrants were lost with tho brig Carriek,
and 240 moro on the Kxinouth. By the
wreck of tho Hungarian 22ft souls perished
February 10, 18(50; 35 by tho loss of the
Canadian June 4, nnd 237 when tho Anglo-
Saxon was lost off Capo Itaco on the 27th
of April, 1803. Fishing boats and coasters
innumerable have also gone down with all
hands, leaving no sign. Tills fall, if the
lights are to bo believed, and the gulf fish¬
ermen sav they cannot lie, storms of un¬
exampled fierceness will jape from the
autumnal eijuinox until the winter is past.
