iinot discontinued entirely."' TheNiition-
al [Banking act provides tliai not
more '-than one-sixth of the notes
furnished to anv National Rank shall be
of less denomination than and it
further provides that afterspecie pavments
are resumed no association misII bo furnish-
ed with notes of a less denomination than
$.'). 1'nder this authority National Hanks
may demand, anil the Secretary of the
Treasury has no power to withhold, the
Issue of #1 and notes i*|iial to one-sixth
of their authorized circulation, ft is not
likely, however, that thn banks will make
such'a demand, us the uinouut of these do-
nominations issued to them lias always
been considerably below the specified lim¬
itation. According to,the last report of the
Comptroller of the Currency, the amount
of $1 and $2 notes issued to NntionalJHanks
was only about $11,000,000,orless than one-

oigliib'of the. proi>orUon Jo which they
are legally untitle. The small amount of
these issues is attributable in part to the
legal limitation, hut more especially to the
time and labor involved in signing them,
as well as to the further fact that legal-
tender notea of these denominations can
Ik* readily obffiined at the Treasury,
Tho amount of United States one and

two dollar notes outstanding on Novem¬
ber I, 1877, was $49,-107,000, which amount
was nearly equally divided lietween the
two denominations. Including National
Ilauk notes, the total amount of onus and
twos outstanding on the date named aliove
was ?V»,400,400. The act of .May SI, 187-',
prohibits the further rctircuieut ynd etui-
celization of legal-tenders. Hut that act
does not impair the authority of the Sec¬
retary of tho Treasury,, under Sec. 3,571,
Revised Statutes, to prescribe tho denom¬
inations in which such notes shall bo is¬
sued. The scction provides that "I'nitod
States notea shall be of such denomina¬
tions, not less thAn $1; as tho Secretary of
the Treasury may prescribe." With al I,-
000,000 standard silver dollars now in tho
Treasury, and the mints steadily adding a

minimum of $2,000,(XX) per month, it is
reasonably certain that after January 1st
the Secretary will withdraw rutted States
$1 and ft! notes from circulation ns rapidly
iw a prudent regard for the public interest
and tho convenience'of business men Will
warrant.

its long voyage. The result luts been tho
devising of a varioty of refrigerators, each
thought by its Inventors' Id be the best
adapted for the purjMNte. The latest in¬
vention of this kind is a mechanical re¬

frigerator patented by two Scotchmen,
which is Intended to take the place of tho
ice refrigerator, now in general use. Air
is forced into suitable reee-wes of the r<»-

frigemlor until a pressure I* Indtcatcfl'ef
about thirty-eight pounds to the square
inch. It is then cooled bv circulating
cold water around the pi|>es or receptacles.
When the air escapes, its expansion
causes a fall of temperature below tho
freezing point. Ice is formed on the sides
of the chamber or compartment in which
the meat is stored; so that really this re¬

frigerator Is combined with an ice-machine
ojKJrafed by siearn power! It Issaid Ifiat file
meat has been kept fresh in this recep¬
tacle for a month. Another invention of
tho dav Is one tonding to increase the com¬
fort of, tmyelers by rail. II is almost un¬

necessary to say that this invention differs
from the preceding in being an American
device, Great Britain, whoso travelers
havo just arrived at the luxuryof tho priv¬
ilege of purchasing ice water at the rail¬
way stations from little boys provided with
buckets and glasses, inn hardly 1h» expect¬
ed to invent anything new for the beucilt
of travelers. It will be time euough for
that when the comforts already enjoyed
on this side of the water have Iwcn adopt¬
ed. Tho inventiouto^wbich.reforenco has
been made is a substitute for the ordinary
lamps of railway cars by which travelers
are relieved from tho smell and sinoku of
the lamps, and from the peril of tiro in
case of an accident.
