Nw Oklkaks, December 21..Telegrams
from Caddo parish to the United States
District Attorneyannounce that the entire
Red River country i« in a fever of excite*
ment, and virtually in a condition of if-

rebellion against the laws of the United
States. Quite -recently a Deputy Marshal
in Caddo has been subptcnaiug witnesses
in prosecutions for a violation of the Fed¬
eral election law. He started with two
colored men named Clark and Bill White,
on the steamer Danube for New Orleans.
A Constable named Jeff Cole boarded the
Danube and took them from the custodv
of the Marshal. While at Jerry Bearanfs
plantation, en route back to Shreveport, the
two men were, attacked by a mob and
brutally murdered.
Information' of this was to-day tele¬

graphed to the Attorney General at Wash-
fngton, and District Attorney Leonard
now awaits instructions. Yourcorrespon¬dent has jusUqlt Mr. Leonard, with whom
he had a protracted interview. That offi¬
cer says the people of the Red river coun¬
try are as crazy as'they were in 1801, and
any attempt #ocontrol thert by a^Marshars
poase would be futile. He says that it
will otily^be necessary to have it known
that a witness has been subpoenaed before
(he Federal Court to have that witness
killed, and that the fate of the witnesses
named is only the commencement of a re¬
sistance which the Government will never
qoell by any civil process.
In confirmation of this opinion, your

correspondent learns from another and
most responsible source that the Federal
Grand jury has devoted the entire week to
an investigation of the conduct of the elec¬
tion in the Red River Country. The
Grand Inquest has ascertained to Its en¬
tire satisfaction lhat in the Parishes of
Caddo, DeSoto and Bossier gross viola¬
tions of both the State.and Federal elec¬
tion laws occurred at every |>oll. As evi¬
dence of the extent of the information,
four correspondent is assurred that in¬
dictments have been found against the
prominent men of all these parishes, as
well as in NaRfflR>6hes aM"Ouachita. In
the latter parish your < correspondent is
assured that leading men have already
announced their intention to resist arrest
at all hazardveven if resistence should re
suit in an armed conflict W hen the in
dicments found during the present week
are executed, it is predicted the row will
commence.

On the sides are Greek
figures in bas-relief, white, on a dark bine
back ground. 80 admirable is this copy of
an ancient wonder, that it is, in itself, a

beautiful work of art, besides representing
perfectly, an.an.Uaae.famous
and interesting,lhan.any.otbe^piece of
glassware orpSmy fn'1tfre "World.1 Asa
specimen of the beautifnl Wedgwood-ware,
of which it is made; this piece can scarcely
be surpassed^ indeed the reputation of
Josiah Wedgewood waslargely established
by his copies of thePortland Vase, fifty in
number; whioh were sold at that time for
fifty guineas, (two hundred and fifty dol¬
lars) each,. Jfcrttie benefit of those who
mar not be familiar with tht appearance
and history of the Portland Vase, we copy
tlie following description of it, from "Mar¬
vels of Glass Making" bv A. Sanzary:
This vase was fonnd about the sixteenth

century in-a marble sarcophagus in the
environs of Koine. After having been for
more than twp centuries the principal or¬
nament in the gallery of the Princes Bar-
berini at iioxne, it was bought at a sulo by
auction by the Duchess of Portland, for
the sum.of eighteen hundred and seventy
two pounds, nearly ten thousand dollars.
Although the legitimate and sole proprie-
tess of thig cfif/j'rrurrr, the ducheass, who
doubtless did not recognize the right of
hiding frdh^MldiQAadinif^on such a un¬

ique object,-lent this vase to the British
Museum, wheTeitia still to be seen. Thus
it was preserved, admired by all the world.
One day, however, there merely remained
nothing more than the resemblance of it,
for a lunatic named Lloyd smashed it in
pieces by the btow of a stick. This inju¬
ry, committed by a madman, was repairedby an artist in such a manner and with
such akilfulness, that it was impos¬
sible to distinguish the numerous-places
where it wasjoined together.,This unique
vase, whfw^rropposft toTiave»been
made in the time of the Antmtines (about
138 years B. C.), is composed of layers of
glass,-one over the other. The lower one
is ol a deep bide color, and the other of
opaque white, so that the figures stand out
in white on a deep blue back-ground.
