Further experiment and reflection led
Dr.'Waters to the conclusion that pressure
upon $e nerves is the cause ot pain in
burns. lie says: "Heat contracts albu¬
men, hardens, stiffens, and thus closes tho
pores and produces pressure upon the
norvos. Tho application of bicarbonato of
soda gives its quick rolief by dissolving or
softening tho albumen in or surrounding
the pores, and, allowing tho restrained
contents to cacoptf, relieves the pressure.
That the pain is due to pressure is shown
by. the fact that position is all important in
giving relief. If tho burnt limb is poised
so that the blood will gravitato toward the
hoart, the relief from pain after applying
the alkali is more comploto than with the
limb in other positions. Tho practicul
directions for the treatment are then sum-
muriied as follows: My treatment is to ap¬
ply to tho burned surface bicarbonate of
soda in flno powder, if it is a wet surfaco;
but if it is a dry burn, uso a pasto of bicar¬
bonate of soda and water, or a strong solu¬
tion of tbo bicarbonate of soda In water,
and apply to tho buruud surface. This re¬

lieves sunburns as well as burns from hot
coals, meltod sulphur, hot iron, steam, etc.
Always dispose the burnod surfaco so that
tbo blood, can gravitate toward the heart if
possible, as otherwise a continuous pain
may-be felt, duo to the dilation of the
blood vessels from tho weight of the con¬
tained blood. If bicarbonato of soda is
not at hand, bicarbonate of potash is tho
next best. Then tho emulsion of lime wa¬
ter and oil makes a good dressing where
tho skin is broken. But vaseline is prefer¬
able, as tltoi»J*j>o-odor from it, and it is
quite as bland. ...
