Day Alter To-Sforrow.

The redemption act says: "And on and
after the 1st day of Janurry, 1870, the Sec¬
retary of the Treasury shall redeem in coin
the United States legal tender notes then
outstanding, on their presentation for re¬

demption at the office of the Assistant
Treasurer of the United States in the city
of New York, in sums of not less than
$10." It is well known that no exact pro-
(iaion for the redemption of outstanding
legal tenders has been made by legislation
lor any point other than New York. On
lie first day of resumption there will be no
redemption, except the receipt of green¬
backs for customs duties, outside of New
York. This will obviate any need for a

distribution ol the coin reserve, which
would be imperative, if actual payment in

pld of legal tenders presented at all sub-
treasuries wore provided for. The depart¬
ment is thus enabled to concentrate its
forces at one point in maintaining Itself,
It is not tbeintention, howover, to resume
only at New York. It is the ultimate in¬
tention to redeem legal tenders at all sub-
treasuries, if tho transactions at New-
York after the first ol January demonstrate
that resumption is a complete success.

When the department is satisfied of this
fact. United States notes will he redeemed
at the different sub-treasuries throughout
the country, as well as in New York, and
to do this it may be necessary to transport
coin from Now York. In this case an ap-
propriation would have to be made for that
purpose. The coat of the government's
transportation of silver is paid out of the
rilrer fund. The transportation of gold is
paid only out of the amount appropriated
for the transportation of "funds." As the
uyount under this present. appropria¬
tion is no more than sufficient to pay for
the carrying of notes, an appropriation for
the transportation of gold would have to
be uiade, if that coin should necessarily
I* required to be moved in ,tho process of

resumption. It is hardly expected, how¬
ever, that this will be the case. As the in¬
dications already show that the people
pnerallv prefer greenbacks to gold at this
arty date, it can safely be inferred that
the different sub-treasuries will receive
enough gold to redeem all Iemil tenders
presented without callingon Isew York.

barely keeps the wolf from tho door, and
tho few coals that are an excuse for a tiro.

The stoppage of
the export trade to America, and the great
influx of American produco into Lngland,
increases the dilttculties of tho situation'.
The people in Kngland thrown out of
work, are leasable to buy too<\ and the far¬
mers find themselves confronted in their
own markets with cheaper American meat*
aud grain. Tho future ia looked upon as
gloomy in the extreme.
