THE BELMONT MILL.
II* Early lIlntory-ItN Prewnl Trouble*
CalmluntliiK In 1U Naif on tolordij
Last*
On Saturday afternoon last the exten*

give manufacturing establishment known
a* the Belmont Nail Works was sold to
Samuel Laughliu, ICsq., who bid in the
works for tho bondholders at $150,000,»
merely nominal sum, of course. The
vicissitudes through which the Belmont
Works have passed since its organization
have been many and interesting, its last
strugglo being, perhaps, as eventful as

an v in its history. Its stoppage at a period
when times were hard necessarily worked
great hardships with those who were

thrown out of employment, whoso daily
bread depended upon the success of tho
establishment. The struggles of those at
the helm of the concern to stem
tho troubled sea of its difllculties ought
to have been rewarded by a bettersuccess than their endeavors met with.
Numerous plans were devised and negotiationsset on foot for tho repair of iu
crippled financial condition, but all fell
through, and in the early part of last Decembertho fires in her furnaces died out;
her vast machinery stood still for a long
rest, operations having ceased from that

longer wo do not know positively, but
hopo for a very short space of time.
In connection with tho present sale of

the mill, and with reference to remarks we
shall umke further on, a short sketch of
tho mill may be very <iprvim. Wo quote
from a former article on this mill, appearingin the Intku.ioknckk under date
of February 11th. 1S74.
The Uelmont Mill owe* its incention to

the withdrawal of K. M. Norton, &»q., and
others from the Virginia Mill early in
1841). Tho writer in speaking of this says:
"Thfcsuccess attending tlTo operations of
that mill during tho time of their connectionwith it had more fully developed the
natural advantages of Wheeling as a manufacturingpoint, and had attracted the attentionof practical men elsewhere, who
were desirous of securing for themselves
more immediate aud higher results from
their small capital and skilled labor than
seemed possible under the shadow of the
weulth which controlled the iron interests
oi the great manufacturing centers of the
country. Mr. Norton and his associates,
therefore, had no dillicultv in drawing a
number of the best class of workmen from
other cities to tho support of their new
enterprise. A company was soon formed,
constating of Messrs. Win. Bailey, S. H.
Woodward, Henry Wallace, C. 11.
Doty, llolston Harden, F. D. Norton,*William Ilay, John Wright and
K. M. Norton. These gentlemen constituteda corps of experienced, practical
iron workers. They purchased from the
late Joseph Caldwell two acres of land ly1ing on tho river bank, in what is now
known lis Center Wheeling, but which at
that time, although embraced in tho'cltv
limits, was only a cornfield, and for which
they paid$l,G(H).Onthi&ground they select
ed ti site and erected the Belmont mill, mil
put up eighteen machines. Just after the
works wero completed Heury Moore, o!
this city, but now of Baltimore, was ad
mitted to the partnership, and tho companyrepresented a capital of $-10,000. Ac
tive operations were commenced in October1849, with E. M. Norton as President
and William Bailey as manager of the
mill, under the title of Norton, Bailey &
Co. About this time rudical change*
were effected in the manner ol
manufacturing iron, and improvementin the manufacture of nails. The grea!
improvements were quickly adopted by
the Uelmont Company. The Virginia mill
having fallen into unskilled management
the Belmont immediately took precedence
and entered upon that career of succest
WHICH IHUJ uucuuuu iia uperuuuiiB uvei

since," barring its recent fatal plunge intc
debt which necessitated its mile, but which
could have been tided over had not tht
crisis of '73 with itsdepressing effect swepl
over the land, which taken together witli

The writer already quoted continues his
sketch of the mill: "Itcontinued under
its lirat management until November,
1851, at which time Messrs. Bailey, Woodwardand others retired from the company,Henry Moore becoming the purchuseiof the retiring interest. The late J. C.
Acheson then became a member of the
company, which changed its title to Nor1ton, Acheson & Co. In !S53*Joseph Bell
became a stockholder, and was added to
the active membership. From year to
year the business continued to increase
with uninterrupted prosperity; so that in
the year 1800 its productive eapacity had
been brought up to eighty machines, or
nore than four times the original number.
After the commencement of the civil war,
the Government made overtures to the
company for the manufacture of plate,for gunboat armor, and they accepted
large contracts for that elass of products."In the year 1S0IJ the partnership ar,rangement of the company expired by
limitation, and the mill property was sold
of ruiKlin mmlinn fn» >21'>7 <VW \t-.
Ill l/UUMW IIUVVIUU IVI l»l,uw, iiGIII I JUVCullough,of Pittsburgh, becoming the
purchaser. The company was re-organized
under the title of McCuflough, Acheaon &
Co. M. B. Cox also at this time became
a member of the company. After a briel
existence the title 01 the company was
again changed, auJ became Lehr & Co.,
and this again merged into the title of the
Belmont Iron Works, with Henry Moore
as President. In tne fall of 1805 the title
was again changed to the Belmont Nail
Works Company, under which operationshave continued to the present time. Since
its organization as the Belmont Nail Works
Company it has largely added to its productivecapacity, haviug increased the numberof machines to 110, the largest numberoperated in this city and the third
largest in the United States."

'1 he company in the fall of 1872 com-menced a blast furnace, laving the founda
lion and suspending further work until
the spring of 1873, and owing to the ad:vent of the financial panic, it was not ltu1ished until the spring of 7-1. It was built
by Wra. Tail, and is a model of its kiud in
perfection and convenience, standing as it
does so near the mill, on Main street, be!tween the Belmont and Kiversido mills.
To the building of this furnace. us much
an anything elso, the mill owes its recent
failure, although lailnro need not have
followed its erection if it had not been for
the short-sightodnessof its principal stockholders.The management of the mill
was not at fault, but the division of $180,1000 among the stockholders at tile time it

- was building, seriously crippled the
finances of the concern, carrying as it
was a bonded debt of $200,000incurred by the building of thefurnace and other improvements; $200,000of bonds were placed March 1st, 1873, and

i tho property mortgaged for the prompt
, payment of tho interest. Tho furnace
. cost, we are informed, $1(13,000. Tho remainderof the loan"was spout in the erectionof tho works, improvement in tho

buildings and property, and the extension
, of their coal supply. This was not all; the

, vuj'iiui lino 1-niuiiiiiiU. x 110 panicof '73 affected the mill considerably, as itdid all manufacturing and commercial in.terests, and the shrinkage in property andthe decline in values uhl the rest. The
} establishment was hard pushed, paying a
. big interest on the loan and having to bat.tie with the immense drain on its resourcesin the time of an unusual depression intho iron interests of the country.In August of last year the managementfully realized that they were in a precariouscondition financially, and unless somethingwas done tho mill must shutdownand property sold. lu view of these facts,and taking into consideration tho interestof their employes,whose matorial interestslikewise devolved on tho success of themill, the stockholders made a propositionto them, which was to allow twenty percent of their wages to stand each pay day,thev, of course, to receive the full amountin tho ovent of the mill pulling throughtheir distress. This was refused. Tnemill continued in operation until tho earlypart of last Decembor, paying the Septemberinstallment of interest, and just aswinter came on it shut down tem-

porarily at the time, but lor good
u It since known. When it became
patent to >11 that the mill would probably
bo aold, Mr. Lehr, the largeet stockholder,
olTered to Mil his slock, amounting to
$87,000, to the company (or ten cents on
the dollar, they to sell the atock lo the
employee at par. Thla scheme likewise
(ailed, but thoae heavily Interested in the
future aucceas o( the establishment did
not give up yet, and aet about trying to
effect another scheme. The last propositionof the stockholder! waa the oiler of
80 per cent of the capital atock to aeveral
prominent citiiens, they to aaeume the
liabilities of the concern. Fifty thousand
dollars of thla htock waa to be aold to the
employea-at par, they to pay for it ao
much por week In inonev kept out of
their wagea, and the new nieijibersof the
firm to lend the company $60,000 (or
three yeais at 0 per cent. Thla propoaitlonmet with little encouragement from
tlio employes, who took the ground that
it might be well enough (or aome who
could eacspe in case the mill (ailed, but
for them their money would be lost for[ever. However Just their surmises may
have beon their position was certainly
tenable, looked at from their atanilpoint,
una aner some nesnauon anu a uiuruuKu
examination of their own interests the
proposition was refused. Then the crisis
came in the default of the interest on the
bonds in March last, and tho trustee accordinglyadvertised the mill for sale.
As wo stated at the commencement of

this article, tho mill sold on Saturday to
'Samuel Laughlin, the aalo being conductbyAuctioneer Holler, and is probably the
largest sale made by the veteran crlor, and
it was amusing to hear him dwell on the
large figures, "I am offered only onehundred.andfifty.thousand.dollars;
can I hear more?" The crowd attending
tho sale was made up largely of the old
employes of the mill, who were concerned
to know into whose hands the establish*
inent would fall. As Mr. Laughlin purchasedfor tho bondholders, we supposethey will take steps to resumo operations.
On this subject, however, nothing definite
is known. It may transpire that
the bondholders will sell to u
company, who can make better terms with
them than they could have done bv purchasingit at public sale. Kvorythfng on
tho subject of starting up is thorefore
merely conjecture. Tnis fact, however,is true that tho fires in tho furnaces will
be lighted and the big engine begiu its
revolutions sometime, and when that time
docs arrive, we hope for the prosperity of
the city and for the good of those who
have so long been out of work, that it
may be tho beginning of a renewed and
continuous prosperity.
