The qucstiou of our friend is a good

deal mixed up. lie seems to confouud
the intrinsic value of gold and silver with
their legal tender value. Intrinsic value
is one thing uud legal tender vulue is an-
other. Gold and silver have both great
intrinsic value, but neither has any naturalor absolute legal tender value. Their
lesfal tender quality in imparted by law,
and diirere among the different nations.
There is no necessary} connection between
the one value and the other, although the
intrinsic value of gold and silver in the
arts is the basis of their money value.
The value of a bar of pure gold is
greutor than the same weight of gold
dollars, because the one is pure and the
other only nino-tenths pure, but as a legal
tender for the payment of debt the latter
has a quality of valuo not possessed by
the former. Legal tender value is therefore
an artificial value, imparted by law,
while intrinsic value is the natural vulue
that these metals have outside of their
uses as money. These natural values are
due to their manifold uses in the arts
whereby their are in constant demand,
ami to Hiipply this demand gold and silver
coin in frequently melted into bullion,
while their legal tender value is due to
their estimate for tiioney purposes at any
particular lime by any particular nation.
