the world such a rale of mortality among
its people, and especially such a ghastly
account of the yearly slaughter of innocents.

Tiik New York Herald makes the return
(if tho French capital from Versailles to
Paris a text for an argument in favor of
removing our own national capital back to
New York city. It says that the roul cai*
ita) of a nation is always its greatest cornmercinl

con tor-and this is ho nearly true
of our own country that whenever the
HocreUry of the Treasury has a big bond
enterprise on his hands, he is obliged to
run over to Now York to perfect it. llut
the greatest argument in favor of a re*

moval, according to the llrmhl, is tho fact
that Washington is the most unhealthy
city of its size in tho I'nited States, and
mUHt always frout the nature of its Hurroundiugshe an unhealthy city. Still a

third reason far a change, is the out-ofthe-waylocation of Washington. It is the
most inconvenient location, to a majority
of the States, that could have been fixed
upon, if the Commissioners had set about
them with that special purposo in view.
Indeed, when the site was selected and
the capital removed in 1800, it was the
result of a compromise, and only Virginia
was satisfied. The prediction was freely
ventured at that time that Washington
would not remain the national capital for
a hundred years. There are still twenty
years left for that prediction to come

about. One more extra session of Congressin the summer time would about
settle it.

on lh« M. E. Cliarcb.
The next general conference of the M.

K. Church takes place at Cincinnati in
May 1880. It is said thut a number of interesting,and perhaps novel, questions
and propositions will come up for considerationat that great Council of the
Church. Among them will be tho questionof the leugth of the pastoral term.
whether it shall remain as now (three
years at tho most) or be lengthened indefinitelyas in most churches. This question,however, important as it may be,
ranks second to an other ono that has
recently been sprung upon the church by
tho colored brethren of the Haltimore districtconference. These ambitious and
somewhat restive brethren have made the
following demand on tho next general
conference:

Church is composed of members of nearlv
every nationality; and whereas, accordingto tho organic lawa of said Methodist
Episcopal Church, cacli member is the
equal of every other member; and wherean,there are at '.east three hundred thousandmembers of African descent in tho

practically enjoy tho fullest recognition
of church fellowship and communion enjoyedby tho remainder of the member,
slap of said church, inasmuch as tho itinerantuiinistors of African descent do not
have access to the pulpits of many of our
churches; nor have we any representation
in tho Episcopal Board of said church;
and whereas, many of us are inclined to
believe that the above named privileges
are withheld from us on account of our
color; thoreforo be it

Rniolinl, That we, tho preachers of tho
Baltimore District. Washington Conferenceof the Methodist Episcopal Church,
in district conference assembled, do this
day declare that the timo has fmly come
when tho ministers of African descent of
the Methodist Episcopal Church should bo
allowed toenjov all the rights and privilegesenjoyed by other members of said
Cburch, and especially that one man of
African descent should be elected to tho
olllce of llishop by the ensuing (icneral
Conference.
~/too/tnf further, That wo believe the
election of a man of African descent to the
nfllco of Bishoji is tho only way by which
the Methodist Kpiscopal Church can prove
to us and world that wo are fully recognizedas the equals of all others in said
Methodist Episcopal Church.
JMrtdfurther, That we recommend and

urge tho brethren of African descent In
the Methodist Episcopal Church to ayHalt
the question of the election of a man of Africandescent to the office of bishop, and,
1( necessary, to demand his election by the
ntat General Conference of slid church to
be held in Cincinnati, In May, 1880."

on the church, and some persons may
consider it a little too strongly put, but
that of course is a matter of taste. Tin
Pittsburgh Chrirtiun Advocate rather throw
cold water on it, and in inclined to lx
somewhat satirical in a good natured waj
in discussing in.

From these
the logs are cut in the winter and hauled
over the snow to the Lake. In
spring they aro kept back by a dam until
there is suHlclont head yf water to flood
the "drive" over the bIibIIows. when they
aro turned loose.
