Thus writes a correspondent of tho Bos-
ton Herald with regard to Wiscasset, a s
town in Maine, owing more than it can i
pay. It appears that along about 1807 j
mis siaiu ana quiet village, navinga popu- e

lation of some two thousand, resolved to
embark in tho construction of a railroad,
in the hope of reviving trade and industry,
to the end that its lost population might
be regained, and this by borrowing money.
Tho sanguine householders were easily
persuaded that between the railroad companyand "prosperity" they would never

have to pay anything. Larger towns have
beon beguiled by the same plea, and
the good people of Wiscasset should
not bo blamed. Having once begun
to borrow money for the new railroad,
they were obliged to borrow moro in
order to save tho first investment Then
they began to issue notes for matured interest,and to-day the town owes $201,841,
with an assessed valuation of $573,800.
The tax rate last year, including highway
and school tax, was forty-seven and eighttenthsmills on tho dollar. No mismanagementor waste of the public funds has
been permitted. The predicament in
which the village finds itself is the result
of the seductive influence of public credit,
which the townships of Maine never
should havo received from the State. The
taxpayers of Wiscasset now desire a

composition with their creditors, the
proposition being to pay fifty per cent,
of the principal and lour per cent, interestinstead of six, the present rate.
